Lifetimes

LIFETIMES Recently we were talking to a person well
known in Apple /// circles about our favorite computer.
It was one of those “I can top your story” sessions with
both of us trading tales about the Apple /// and the people
we’ve know who own them. Aside from the pleasure of
the moment, our friend had an interesting observation.
He said that the Apple /// progressed through stages from
the time it was introduced to the present day. He saw it
passing through three distinct steps over the past eight
years, each one with a unique set of characteristics and
set of primary owners.

First, the Apple /// was intended as a business machine.
This intended market affected its basic design. Apple
designed the /// to be a “turn-key” system for business,
where adealer would set up the software and the business
would just use the applications. It is not surprising that
a computer designed for business would at least initially,
be sold with only business software.

Those of you that can remember the earliest days of the
///, can remember that the first programs for the /// were
Mail List Manager, Applewriter, Business Graphics, and
VisiCalc. Business Basic was available fairly early and
Pascal came along not too much later, but was limited in
its first release and really begged for a hard drive to be
effectively used.

Games were almost non-existent on the ///, even though
they were then a mainstay for Apple II’s. Infact, we only
are aware of one game that was written for the /// in native
mode during that period, and that one was distributed as
public domain. Thatis notto indicate that people did not
play games on the ///, but when they did, it was in
emulation and only as a secondary purpose.

The primary characteristic of the /// at its beginnings was
itscost. The /// was, for then, a very expensive computer.
It took someone with a business reason to expend the
thousands of dollars necessary to buy one. In our case
our first /// cost about $8,000 for the computer, disk
drives, printer and software. We saw the /// as providing
good price performance and lots of flexibility for growth;
the extra power and flexibility it had over the competi-
tion, was well worth the money.

The Apple /// entered its second stage about the time
Apple dropped it from its product line. At that time the
/// had been around for a few years. It’s price had come
down some, but more important was the fact that there
were other microcomputers that were more expensive.

During this period the /// became better known as a home
productivity and smaller business machine. Larger
businesses were beginning to phase out their Apple ///s
and people were beginning to take them home in great
numbers.

They were cheap enough so that they were not perceived
as overly expensive. There was more software available,
including some general purpose software like 3 EZ
Pieces which sold at less expensive “more reasonable”
rates. There was a strong second hand market in Apple
///s that once again helped move it into this more price
conscious market.

In 1984, the Apple /// still had a lot of power compared
to mostcomputers available at that time, since ithad been
around for a number of years, it was more affordable than
the newer machines. These two conditions are important
ones to these life cycles. They determine how well a
computer is accepted in the home productivity market.

The /// found its way into many homes even though it was
competing with almost toy computers like the TI99
which sold for under a $100. Many people were willing
to pay more for the /// in order to gain the value of its extra
power. If it hadn’t been for the stigma of being a
“dropped product” the /// could have competed well with
most, if not all, of the major computers being marketed
at that time for businesses. The stigma was too much and
the smaller businesses and home users got a bargain.

A few years later the Apple /// entered its current stage,
that of a move towards entertainment. In the past couple
of years the resale price of the /// has continued to drop,
and it is now generally very inexpensive to buy. Of
course it still has the power that it had on the day it was
introduced, but now, for the first time, there are comput-
ers that are more powerful. The /// has moved into the
realm of the casual user.
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First stage owners, mostly businesses, needed the /// and
relied uponit. Second stage owners were primarily indi-
viduals that needed the /// and relied upon it for serious
use. Third stage owners are an entirely different breed.

These are generalizations and that must be kept in mind.
There are still businesses starting out with their first
computer and a few of those are ///’s. Also, businesses &
people that bought in earlier stages are, in some cases,
still using the /// for the original intended use. The facts,
however, deal with the new user, and the trend is for
Apple///’sto be sold, even given away for third stage use.

With the change to the casual user there has been a
change in the importance of the /// to the individual. To
many, the /// no longer holds the value placed on it by
business and the individuals that followed. Itisnolonger
crucial to the productivity of an individual or business,
but rather, it is incidental to other activities. The casual
users don’t see the Apple /// as having the intrinsic value
that earlier owners did. Much of this is brought about by
the uses that the Apple///is put to. Ifitisonly used to play
games in emulation, or write personal letters, then there
s little compelling reason to improve or add software or
hardware to the system.

Another major factor is the price that was paid. Itis a
human tendency to value something by what it costs.
Raise the price and people will think something is more
valuable, even if it is exactly the same. Someone that
spent less than $500 for their system setup will not be as
likely to spend $100’s of dollars for more software and
add ons, as someone that spent $8000 for the system.

Itis a fact of life that has hurt those continuing to try and
support /// users. Even user groups find people unwilling
to pay modest fees for disk handling for software that is
unavailable elsewhere. New /// owners will not pay $5
for something that they would have to pay $60 for on a
newer computer. Strange but true.

This may seem a tragedy for the ///, but this changing of
the nature of computer owners across the life cycle of a
computer seems to have a universal quality. Stewart
Alsop, author of the PC Letter, sees the same thing
happening in the MS DOS world. MS DOS was once the
standard of the business world, but thatis changing today
with the Mac, UNIX, and the PS/2 line of computers. MS
DOS has over the past couple years become more impor-
tant to individual productivity than to corporations.

Alsop sees MS DOS moving into the home market over
the next couple years. This push will be fueled by the
availability of inexpensive machines and pushed by
some computer makers and software sellers that will try
to establish it in the home market.

The change in the nature of /// owners has some serious
implications for the /// world. First, and perhaps most
serious, these people will not be spending much money
on and related to their Apple ///s. The casual user sees
little value in his /// and therefore is unwilling to spend
much money to protect or enhance that value. Itisasad
situation but it is becoming more evident with each
passing month. There is less money spent in the /// world
every month. This means that there will be fewer new
products available.

Second, fewer people will be willing to support other
Apple /// owners. Many of these casual users are just not
interested in helping others. Their Apple /// just does not
warrant the expenditure of time and effort. Many of the
veteran /// users are disappearing as they move on to
newer machines. Some are staying around to help out of
some sense of responsibility for friendship, but many are
losing contact with the /// community.

Theremedy, if anything can be called aremedy, is for the
interested /// owners to band together more tightly than
ever before and actively search for, and support, the
newer owners that have more serious desires for their
Apple ///s. There are a few of us veterans left but our
numbers have been declining sharply. The time of many
of us has become severely stretched with other responsi-
bilities related to newer machines and other factors.

Thankfully, a good portion of the most helpful, are
standing by the community even though their interests
are now split. To keep the /// community going we must
expend a greater effort to support other ///ers. It s up to
each or you, now to review your commitment to the ///
and those that have supported you and the rest of us

We owe it to ourselves to share our knowledge and
support among the community and to help reach our to
isolated /// users. Even alittle knowledge has value, you
don’t have to be an “expert” to be a helper. Most new
users only need someone that has figured out how to use
it themselves. We must support the others who are
supporting the ///. That is the only way in which any
support for the Apple /// can be maintained.
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US Geography

If you choose to get
the program printouts and type them in yourself, the article
below gives some helpful hints for doing just that. y

Do you have an elementary school child that is trying to
learn the states of the nation? Here is a program that will
help in learning the lower 48 and their capital cities.
After writing this program for my second grader, she
kept saying, “I’'m glad we have a computer. It’s a lot
more fun to learn on it than working on paper.” Maybe
this program will get your child interested in computers
as well as teach them some geography.

You can choose to study states, capitals, or both; and you
can choose one of three sections of the nation or all 48
states. Correct answers are assumed if 1/3 of the name is
typed correctly. Two letter postal abbreviations are also
accepted for state answers. The program keeps track of
the correct, incorrect and no response answers. Pressing
RETURN without any letters will show the correct
answer, something like flash cards.

First we need a map, so we will use program #2 to create
amap of the lower 48 states. This program only needs to
be run once, since it saves the map image to a file for use
by the geography program. When you look at the listing,
don’t be scared off by the length, we are going to learn
another method to create BASIC programs that will
make the task faster. Previous articles have shown how
you can use the BASIC editor or a word processor to
enter programs. Well have you ever considered a spread-
sheet? The map creater is mostly DATA statements of
four character strings that can be placed in columns,
exactly what a spreadsheet does best.

Boot your spreadsheet program; Advanced Visicalc
(AVC) and Three Easy Pieces (3EZP) will both do the
job. If you are using 3EZP, be sure to create a custom
printer that prints to a disk file. Make the global column
width five characters {AVC - /GCS [R]; 3EZP - [OA]V
C[LA][LA][LA][LA][R]}. See Table 1 for keystroke
definitions. Now make column B’s width six characters.

Position the cursor in cell Bl and type the command
{ADV - /GCC6[R];3EZP-[OA]JLC[R]C[RA]}. Enter
the string, “ DATA. Position the cursor in cell C1 and
enter a string of four zeros and a comma {*“0000, [R]}.
Copy this string to the range D1..AJ1 {ADV - /R [R]
D1.AJ1[R]; 3EZP - [OA]C[R] [R] [RA]. [RA](to AJ1)
[R]}. Move to AK1 and enter the string “0000. Move to
B1 and copy thisrow torows 2to 144 { ADV - /RB1.AK1
[R] B2.B144 [R]; 3EZP - [OA]C [R] [RA](to AK1) [R]
[DA] . [DA](to B144)}. Position the cursor in A2 and
enter 5+[UA] [R]. Copy cell A2 withrelative addressing
to A3..A144 {ADV - /R [R] A3.A144 [R] R; 3EZP -
[OA]C [R] [R] [DA] . [OA]9 [R] R}.

[DA] - Down Arrow Key

[LA] - Left Arrow Key

[UA] - Up Arrow Key

That quick and most of what you have to type is done.
Now look at the listing and enter all data that is not zeros.
Be careful as three lines of the listing makes one row in
the spreadsheet. Once all the entries are completed, print
the spreadsheet to a file. Be sure to select print settings
that will not break the output into multiple pages.

Boot BASIC, EXEC the print file, and type in the first
part of the program. Save the program before you run in
case of a crash. When the program runs, it reads 35
integers (each DATA statement) which makes an image
of one 560 pixel graphics row and continues for 144 rows
to create the map.

/1) E-2Z Pieces And Clocks

If your Apple /// is equipped with a working clock, when
/// E-Z Pieces is booted and the date is shown, it will be
the date that the clock chip is supplying. Attempts to
enter a different date will not succeed because the typed-
in date is superceded by the clock date as the default.

In other words, 3 EZ Pieces takes its date from a working
clock if present. With no clock, any date can be entered.
If your clock is working, but set incorrectly, use System

Utilities or Applewriter to put it right, then /// E-Z Pieces
will show the correct time.

Silentype Feeding Problems
by Bob Tatom

My Silentype quit working because the plastic tube
portion of the pulley at one end of the metal roller shaft
cracked, and therefore didn’t have enough friction grip
on the metal shaft anymore. The roller wouldn’tadvance
the paper, though one could tell it was “trying” when the
carriage return signal made it try to roll up a line.

To fix this problem I removed the bottom panel, took out
the offending pulley, coated the cracked surfaces with
superglue, quickly wrapped the plastic tube portion of
the pulley tightly with thread and also coated it with
superglue. On reassembly everything worked fine.

Idoubt ifit would be easy to find areplacement pulley for
the old Silentype, so this may help someone else out there
in Apple /// land.

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Multi-Column Labels In Word Juggler

Help For W] Users

Word Juggler has been a favorite word processor for
many Apple /// owner/users. It is easy to use, and
incorporates some excellent features. It has a built-in
procedure for mail list management that, except for a
restriction on list size, works quite well {1}. Even this
limitation is manageable if one is willing to split a long
list into several smaller ones.

One of the things described in the Word Juggler docu-
mentation is a procedure for producing labels from a
mailing list (page 2-25). However, this applies only to
single column labels, preferably in continuous fan-fold.

Recently an occasion arose where an office had on hand
an inventory of labels that came on individual sheets
each carrying thirty-three labels (three across, eleven
rows). There was nothing in the Word Juggler manual
that provided a clue as to how such sheets of multiple
column labels could be used. To solve this problem,
some slight modifications to the basic procedures be-
came necessary. One alteration had to do with form
layout and the other involved the label database itself.

Simply stated, Word Juggler allows the user to build a
template comprised of variables that then uses a separate
database structure to define the variables and equate
them to specific values. For example, let’s assume that
the user wishes to work with three variables, “name”,
“age”, and “height” and the information is to be printed
out in this format: {2}

[name] [age]

[height]

This arrangement is saved in a file as a “form letter” or
template. Next, a Word Juggler database is built in a
specified fashion:

3

name

age

height

John J. Smith

Mary T. Thompson

The “3” at the top signifies the grouping of the variable
set, i.e. in the list that follows, the first three entries are
one group, the next 3 entries another group, etc. The lines
immediately below the “3” identify the variable names to
which each successive entry in the actual database
grouping is to be assigned, e.g. in group one, [name] =
John J. Smith, [age] = 25, and [height] = 68 inches. For
the second group, [name] = Mary T. Thompson, [age] =
44, and [height] = 61 inches, etc.

After loading the “form letter” file, a Form Letter proce-
dure can be initiated to produce the required listing.
(Form Letters are described on pages 2-22ff.) Now how
is this simple arrangement altered to permit use of
multiple column labels on individual sheets? First, let’s
see how to generate a workable form layout.

(In this example, each label consists of a name, address,
and state entry. Also, in order to make the considerations
easier, all measurements will be stated in terms of
“number of characters” not inches. For example, 102
characters can be printed across an 8.5 inch line at a
setting of 12 characters per inch.)

Since there were 33 labels on a sheet in a 3 by 11
arrangement, the printing action would be name.l1,
name.2, name. 3, address. 1, address.2, address.3, state.1,
state.2, state.3, etc. going from left to right. Also, since
the 33 labels were on individual sheets, the form layout
would have name.1, address.1, state.1 in the upper left
hand corner and name.33, address.33, state.33 in the
lower right hand corner.

Next, the list of data for all labels is examined and the
longest line length determined. EACH LINE IN THE
LABEL IS THEN SPECIFIED TO BE OF THIS
LENGTH. How this is done will be covered in the
database discussion. Obviously the line length should be
such that it will fit within the label size.

On my 128K machine, I have not been able to read the
large number of DATA statements required to create this
image without an error.

Run the program and the top half of the map will be
created. Then enter the following:

DEL 100,120

130 DIM array%(34):y%=119

Run again, and the bottom of the map will be created, and
the map saved to a file for use by the geography program.

Now type in program one and save to disk. This is the
program you will run to study the lower 48 states and
their capitals. BGRAF.INV file from the BASIC system
disk must be on the PREFIX$ directory. Also, GRAFIX
and .AUDIO must be in the driver file, SOS.DRIVER, on
the disk that was used to boot for the program to execute.
If the mapis not saved on the PREFIX$ directory, change
line 300 to include a complete path to the file.

Program Operation

The program is fairly simple and variable names self
explanatory, soI will not go into a lot of detail. Files and
variables are initialized, input selections are requested,
and the map file is loaded into graphics memory. A

random state is selected from the region selected, and a
dot is blinked at the capital’s location until a key is
pressed.

The blinking dot routine, line 860, uses the XOR transfer
option to turn pixels on and then off. Once a key is
pressed, the dot stays on and an input routine, line 770,
is called. This routine uses a GET statement for individ-
ual characters and builds the answer string which allows
for checking each character as it is input. Besides
disallowing control characters, lower case letters are
capitalized to reduce the amount of checking for a correct
answer. If the left arrow key is pressed, the entire answer
is erased and input begins again.

Maybe you will want to brush up on your knowledge
with this program as well as provide a good learning tool
for your child.

Side Print ///™

For years people have been asking if there was a
way to print very wide spreadsheets sideways on
the Apple ///. Until now there wasn’t. But with
our new Side Print /// you can print your /// E-Z
Pieces, VisiCalc and Advanced VisiCalc spread-
sheets sideways on your Apple DMP,
ImageWriter, Epson or OkiData brand printers.

First, lay out the printing form by indicating VARIABLE
positions as follows (the brackets indicate where the
variable symbol is placed):

Now, suppose the labels are 32 characters wide and are

Let’s also suppose that the longest line length to be
printed on any label is 24 characters, then each label will
be printed with 4 spaces from the left and right LABEL
edges. The form layout shown above must now be

The PAUSE command at the top causes printing to stop
after 33 labels have been printed in order to change sheets
in the printer. The LEFT MARGIN is set at 1 because
spacing is controlled by template layout. The WIDTH

‘R’ is a RETURN and three of them are entered after
each line of three labels to move the printing down to the

next set of three labels, assuming the printer is operating
at a line spacing of six lines per inch. Save this template
to a disk file with a suitable name, e.g. FORM.TEMP.
Now, for the database setup.

NAME, ADDRESS, OR STATE ENTRY HAS
SPACES ADDED UNTIL THE LINE IS 24 CHARAC-
TERS LONG. THAT’S WHERE THE RETURN KEY
IS PRESSED — indicated by ‘R’ shown above.

Itis not possible to provide all Word Juggler instructions
in this article, so with respect to the proper formatting of
the database list, attention is called to page 2-24 of the
Word Juggler manual. If the database as entered falls
short of having the number of lines needed to meet the
formatting criteria then add RETURNS to the end of the
listing until an acceptable number of lines is attained.

Save this database to a disk file with a suitable name, e.g.
MAIL.LIST. Now everything it ready. It is prudent,
however, to proceed with a trial run or two first so that
minor alterations in spacings can be identified and made.

The beauty of this technique is that whole lines, parts of
lines, or even whole labels can be altered, deleted, or
added as desired so that list updates are easy to achieve.
Remember that each label MUST contain the specified
number of lines. Word Juggler’s Block Move command
makes it easy to align lists alphabetically if so desired.

Torun, start by loading the FORM.TEMPfile, then press

the PRINT FORM command consisting of “SOLID-
APPLE .”, follow the prompts, and specify that the
MAIL.LIST file is to be used. That should be it {3}.
Figure 1 is a sample output from Word Juggler using this
procedure and a small database.

Ifthe situation involves the use of multiple column labels
in CONTINOUS FORM instead of separate sheets, the
procedure given above can be greatly simplified. Ileave
it to the reader to come up with this easier solution.
