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PURPOSE/DESCRIPTION 

This comprehension skill builder uses stories that have 
been enjoyed by third through fifth grade children. 
Each story is followed by questions requiring the child 
to: identity DEFAIS, SECUENCE “events, PTREDICE 
OUTCOMES, identify MAIN IDEAS, define VOCABULARY, 
DRAW CONCLUSIONS, MAKE JUDGMENTS, recognize 
CAUSE AND EFFECT and identify PRONOUNS. If 
a question is missed, HINTS may be given to guide the 
Student. to the correct answer. Pictures relating to 
the stories add interest. 

Complete diagnostic recordkeeping identifies the skill 
with which the child is having difficulty. All questions 
and stories are MODIFIABLE. 

This ability to modify the stories and questions serves 
one of the most important purposes of this program - 
that is,, to involve the students in the writing of their 
own stories and their own comprehension questions. 
Having the students generate their own questions and 
identify the skill measured. are two excellent ways 
to help them understand what is meant by comprehension. 



GETTING STARTED

The next frame allows you to choose a lesson. 
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You make your choice by using the SPACE BAR to 
move the arrow to the lesson you wish.

Note: The picture can be seen at any time in 
the question frames by pressing <CTRL><P> . The student 
will then be returned to the appropriate frame. 



The 'Instructions' for the lesson are then presented:

If the teacher elected | 
to randomize the questions, randomizing occurs within | 
each group of questions. 3 

If the student answers correctly, a "happy man's" face 
appears on the screen - he may even emit a _ 'cheer' 
after so many correct answers. Sound is another feature 
under teacher control (see page 27). 

If the student answers incorrectly, the incorrect answer 
is crossed out and a message appears at the bottom 
of the screen.

The student can terminate the lesson by pressing

If you have a Computer Center Pak, let each reading 
group make up new questions for the stories. If you 
have only one disk, let each reading group work with 
a different story. You can always generate the original 
stories and questions from your back-up disk. 

For children who are having difficulty, let them work 
independently only after you've worked with them in 
a small group. If this is not possible, pair children 
together so that one can help the other. 

Letting children use their own names in the stories 
and make up new endings encourages creative thinking 
and increases the motivational value of this program.

The moon is 
the only natural satellite.

Lizards are the favorite 

food of the Road Runner, but 

it will indulge in scorpions, 

grasshoppers, crickets, and 

even poisonous snakes. 

An adult will often Kill a 

lizard and feed it to its 

young. If a small bird cannot 
swallow its meal all at once, 

it will swallow it gradually. 
So don’t be shocked if you 

see a Road Runner with a 

lizard’s tail in its mouth! 



BLACK HOLE 

In the sky there are things 

we can’t see because they are 

black. They are black holes! 

Astronomers use telescopes 
and radio beams to search for 

black holes. Scientists have 

decided that black holes were 

once stars. 

As stars, they burned until 
their energy was used up. Then 

they exploded. 
A star that explodes is 

called a supernova. When it 

blows up, most of the matter 
scatters cut inta space, but 
some collapses in on itself. 

When it does this, the mass is 

very heavy, with a tremendous 

gravitational pull. When you 
Jump up, you come right back 
down because the earth’s 
gravity pulls you back. The 
earth’s gravity is strong, but | 
a black hole’s is stronger. 

A spaceship traveling at 
seven miles a second can 
escape Earth’s gravity. But 
the gravity of a black hole 
is so intense that even light, 
traveling at 186,008 miles per 
second, cannot escape. It is 

. drawn into the black hole. 

Astronomers have no idea what 

happens after something is 

drawn into a black hole, but 
they are continually trying to 
find out. They need to learn 
all they can, to know how 
black holes will affect space 
travel.
