RAMUP takes your favorite software and creates a Powerful 
WorkStation on your Applied Engineering RAMCARD <s> 

RAMUP was designed based on the ideals of taking the "World of 
AppleWorks" and your favorite Software and bringing them together 
inside your computer. RAMUP users switch from program to program 
with a menu, not disks, and they do it in seconds, not minutes. With 
RAMUP you'll go from AppleWorks to Graphworks in less then 3 
seconds, EFFORTLESSLY. 

With RA MUP you'll Concentrate on your Work, and not which disk 
to install. 

Once your programs are loaded, the RAMUP DESKTOP MENU will 
appear. This menu will be your way of flipping from program to 
program.

Anyway, it doesn't take more then 10 minutes!!, and at worst 
you'll learn some real neat tips. 
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About the Tutorial

When I .... . . walked through tutorials, I always like it when J am 
told what I will be doing, then Shown how to do it, and lastly 
given a summary of what l have done. With that ln mind, I will 
use the 1 2 3 method for each step of this tutorial. 

1. I'll explain what we are planning to show you

First, we'll start the Tutorial by booting RAMUP, starting a 
new WorkStation, and then loading AppleWorks. 

STARTING YOUR RAMUP WORKSTATION 

Insert vour copy of RAMUP and TURN on the computer!! 

NOTE : 
RAMUP will check to see jf you have already loaded your 
WorkStatwn earlier. If it cannot be found, you will be brought 
to the WorkStation Startup Menu. 

Because we have not loaded a WorkStation since we last turned 
on our computer. we will be brought to the Startup Menu. 

UPLOADING YOUR SOFTWARE 

From the Startup Menu 

PRESS ESC to select Programs by Title <sl 

Use the up and down arrow keys to move through the list of 
programs. To mark a program, press return when the cursor is 
highlighting your selection. To Unmark, press Return again at 
the desired selection, it works like a toggle switch. 

Select APpleWorks and press RETURN 

<If you do not have AppleWorks, se lect any other program listed that you 
have in your program library> 

Press ESC 
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NOTE: 
When loading programs It doesn't matter how many p~ : ves you 
have or even what drive you put the disk in. As long , .he disl<.. 
RAHUP ls looking for is ln one of your floppy drives, RAMUP 
wlll find it. If RAH UP cannot find the program it is looking for 
you'll see the message: 

"Make sure correct disk (s) are installed" 

Insert your AppleWorks Startup Disk in drive 1 and your AppleWorks 
Program disk in drive 2. 

TIP: 
If you only have one drive, insert the Startup disk. When the 
prompt 11 Make sure correct disk <s> are installed" Appears, then 
install the Program disk. SIMPLE!!! 

Press RETUR N to begin loading 

After Apple Works is loaded, you will see your DESKTOP ME NU. 

THE DESKTOP MENU 

In the box are the programs currently loaded, these may be run 
directly. · 

Under "Accessories Loaded:" you will see optional programs 
that may not bP. run directly. For example, you might see 
Sensible Spe lier 's 11 Random.house. I" or Pinpoint ' s 
"Accessories." 

SELECTING A PROGRAM 

Let's Continue!! 

Next, we shall start a letter with AppleWorks. Then return to 
the DESKTOP MENU, and then back to AppleWorks. This will 
help familiarize you with the procedure of leaving one program 
and returning to another. 
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From your DESYTOP MENU

Select AppleWorks 

Do so by: 
Highlighting AppleWorks and Pressing Return 

Now lets type a letter to George:

Now to show you how to get back to the Desktop Menu, while saving 
your data on your RAMDISK · 

LEAVING A PROGRAM 

TIP: 
If a program you are using doesn't have the QUIT option you'll 
have to insert your RAHUP disk and press CONTROL - OPEN 
APPLE - RESET, letting go of reset first. When the fist page 
of the RAMUP program appears, Press Return. RAMUP will 
reahze your Workstation is already loaded and then return you 
to your DESKTOP MENU. 

Quitting Examples: 
Ascii Express uses the "X" key to exit 
MultiScribe uses the Apple "Q" combination 
GraphWorks exits the same way as AppleWorks 6 Return Y 

If a program leaves you in basic with the "l" prompt, type the 
word BYE. This will return you to your DESKTOP MENU 
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Getting Back to the DESKTOP MENU 

To get to the DESKTOP ME NU, you will quit the prograrn you are 
using. 

Since were still in AppleWorks, Press ESC to get to the Main Menu. 

Select 6. Quit. 

Do you really want to do this? No Yes 

YES YOU DO!!!!! 

Move the cursor to Yes and press return 

AppleWorks now reminds you about GEORGE.PAY.ME 

GEORGE.PAY.ME 

You created this file! 

Since we are not done typing our letter we will save it on the 
RAHDISK in the computer, where we can get it latter. 

SAVING DATA ON YOUR RAMDISK 

TIP: 
You will find saving Data on your RAHCARD convenient, 
especially when transferring between programs. ie .. 
Apple Works, Graph Works, Sensible Speller. 

From AppleWorks Hain Menu 

First change to another Disk or Directory 

Select Profile or other ProDOS Directory 

Enter ProDOS prefix/ RAH /DATA 
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RAMFACTOR( 1RS Note : 
Your ProLiu.; Prefix will be different. For example, if your 
RAM FACTOR card has been installed in slot 5, your prefix will 
begin with / RAM5/. Or if your card is installed in slot 7 your . 
prefix will begin with "/ RAM7/. "DATA" will not Change, ie. 
II / RAM5 / DATA" . 

WARNING: 
Saving your data on your RAMDISK is good practice, but don't 
forget to save it to disk. 

PRESS RETURN 

After the file is "Carefully saved", you will leave Apple Works and 
return to the DESKTOP MENU 

From the DESKTOP MENU, you could select FILER and make a 
BACKUP copy of your RAMUP disk. Filer may also be used to 
backup/ restore your RAMDISK Data. Please read BACKING UP 
WITH FILER (page 16> 

Now lets go back to AppleWorks and finish our letter to George. 

From the DESKTOP MENU 

Highlight and press return at AppleWorks. 

From AppleWorks Hain Menu 

Select "Add files to Desktop"

t . could store all your data files. Save them to floppies when you 
• want to make a backup of a file. So in the event of a power 

failure, or other natural/unnatural disaster, your work is still 
safe. 

The simple task of backing up your data may add years to your 
expected life span!! 

Press RETURN at "GEORGE.PAY.ME" 

At the wink of an eye, your back in your Word Processor and 
ready to continue your letter to George. 

Summary: 
We have shown you how to save data on your RAMDISK, leave a 
Program, returning to the Desktop menu, and then return to the 
same Program, loading the file we had saved earlier. It will be 
important to know how to exit <quit> each program properly. (see 
"Notes on Programs" included with your RAM UP package! 

ADDING OR REMOVING PROGRAMS 

After loading your RAHUP Workstation you may find other 
software that you would like to include on your desktop.

Using the arrows and your RE:TURN key select any software you 
wish to add to vour RAMUP WorkStation. 

Press ESC, when finished selecting 

PRESS RETURN to begin loading

When the DESKTOP MENU Reappears, the software you have 
added is also shown on the DESKTOP MENU. If you load 
Accessories yciu will see them under "Accessories loaded:" 

LEAVI NG YOUR WORKSTATI ON 

Once your programs are loaded, you can still use Print Shop, or 
any other program which cannot be loaded by RA MUP. It's Ok, 
you can leave your RAH UP WorkStation and return to it latter, 
without reloading!!

To BOOT any Disk, Press

PROGRAMS NOT COMPATIBLE WITH RAMUP

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A Quick Summary: 

When starting with RAMUP, Select programs you want to start 
using. 

You may ADD more Programs to your RAMUP WorkStation. 

Or you may REMOVE programs to make room for other programs 
or data. 

You can save data on vour RAMDISK under the ProDOS preflx 
" /RAH/DATA" 

You can leave your RAMUP WorkStation and use almost any 
software. Returri to your RAMUP WorkStation by Reinserting 
your RAM UP disk in drive t, Boot 1t! 

CONTROL- OPEN APPLE- RESET- Together, then letting go 
of reset first 

TERMS YOU SHOULD KNOW: 

VOLUME : Refers to the name of a Disk, every ProDOS disk has a 
name. The VOLUME name of the AppleWorks disk is 
"/APPLEWORKS/ 11 • The VOLUME name of your RAMDISK is 
" /RAM /" . 

SUBDIRECTORIES: A disk within a disk. For Example : 
"/MY.DATA / MARCH/M. The VOLUME NAME is "/MY.DATA" and 
the SUBDIRECTORY is " / MARCHI". Under the SUBDIRECTORY 
" / March /" you might save the letters written in March. 

PRE FIX: Points to a disk, or part of a disk, that information is to 
come from or go to ie •• / RAM/DATA/ which is the area of the 
your RAMDISK you should save your qata. 

FILE NAMES: Are names given to the important STUFF you put on 
your disks. Let's say in March you wrote a letter to George 
telling him he still owed for a present you bought for Eric. Your 
descripti ve FILE NAME might be "GEORGE.PAY.ME" 
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PATHNAME: The combination of a Volume, Subdirector> . Jnd file 
name. 

"/HY .DATA/H ARCH/GEORGE.PAY .HE" 

VOLUME : "/HY.DATA" - It was the name of the DISK 

SUBDIRECTORY: 11 /H ARCH" - We wanted to file the note under 
March's letters. 

FILE NAME : "/GEORGE.PAY.HE" - When we typed the letter, 
"GEORGE.PAY.HE" was the descriptive name of the letter 
we choose to use. 

TIPS FOR THE HANDY! 

Making a copy of your WorkStation Disks: 

It is a good idea to copy the programs you are using with 
RAHUP and put them together in a special place. Then, when 
you do load your WorkStation you won't spend your time 
looking for them. 

QUIT MENU MODIFICATION: 

BASIC PROGRAMMING KNOWLEDGE REQUIRED:!! 
We left the Desktop menu so you can add your own options to 
it. For Example, if you are booting off of your RAH FACTOR 
you might have your own utilities sub menu that you would 
like to access. 

Load QUIT.MENU from your RAHUP disk list lines 100 - 150 
to see how ADD/REMOVE and FILER were added. 

TIP: 
Load "/RAMs/Startup" if you are already 
have your Workstation running on your 
RAHFACTOR. Then save using the same 
pathname. Don't forge to save changes to 
your Backup copy of RAMUP. 

Make your own modifications and save quit.menu to the 
RAMUP disk. It you already have your Workstation on your 
Ramfactor also save i t as / RAMs/startup. 
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DATA ( -l!\NAGEMENT 

BACKING UP WITH FILER: 

From time to time you may. Understandably. get the urge to 
back up the data on your ram card. You can use FILER which 
is always available from the DESKTOP ME NU, or you may use 
vour favorite ProDOS utility software. Like COPY JC Plus 7.+ 

Using Filer: 

From the DESKTOP MENU 

Select FILER 

From the FILER Menu 

Select V for Volume Commands 

Then F to Format 

Enter the slot and drive of the disk you want to format 
<Usually Slot 6 Drive 2> 

"NEW VOLUME NAME" : /DATA 

After formating is complete press ESC ESC 

Select F for FILE COMM.ANDS 

C to COPY FILES 

"PATHNAME:" /ram/data/= 

"TO PATHNAME :"/data/= 

Filer will copy all files tound in the "/RAM /DATA" subdirectory 
to your disk drive. 

When finished. press ESC ESC 

Press Q to QUIT 
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RESTORING DATA WITH FILER: 

You can use filer to copy your data back onto your (('AM DISK. 
Select F. file commands, and then C, copy files. Use the

RAMUP is easy to modify, but before attempting to do so 
please read the following instructions. If you haven't done 
so already make a copy of your RAMUP DISK. 

RAHUP uses two data files to control the uploading of your 
software. One file contains the software titles 
<"Ti tles.data") and the other contains program information 
i" Data.list">. 

"Data.list" is in ASCII TEXT format, and contains program 
information. Making additions/changes is simple, but you 
must be attentive and most of all accurate. NO TYPOS 
ACCEPTED!!!!

This key word tells RAllUP there are no more files to 
load and to execute the DESITOP MENU . 
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s Files beginning with "@11 will be considered optional. That is, if it 
isn't found then RAMUP wlll look to the NEXT file. Perfect for 
accessories or for different versions of software. 

This character allows comments to be placed in the Data list. 
Comments are a handy way to identify different versions of 
software and other technical notes. 11 : 11 MUST ALWA VS appear 
directly against the data. 

DcfNOT USE SEMICOLONS OR COMMAS!! 

FAILURE to follow these formats exactly will cause RAM UP TO 
FAIL while executing. Pay special attention to accuracy. If an 
error does occur, SEE SYSTEM MESSAGES. 

AN EXAMPLE: AppleWorks 

First, we determined what was the system file. That is, what 
file runs the program. In AppleWorks that file is 
11 Aplworks.system". 

AppleWorks comes with two disks, a startup disk and a program 
disk. There are a total of 5 - 6 - 8 program files per 
consecutive version: The files are separated as follows. 

On the startup Disk:/ APPLE WORKS/ Version 1.2 
Aplworks.system 
Seg.00 

On the Program Disk: I APPLE WORKS/ Version 1.2 
Seg.mO 
Seg.mt 
Seg.pr 

On the startup Disk:/APPLEWORKS/ Version 1.3

On the Program Disk:/ APPLE WORKS/ Version 1.3 
Seg.mO

The ":" allows for comments, this will help you trace down any 
problems you may encounter. Hake sure vou place ":" next 
(against> the data. 
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The optional files. files that started with "@'', are files that 
may not always be present on the disk.

If you still have questions concerning "Data.list" format, look 
at how we did the data.list that came with RAMUP. 

The file you .!.!lYfil modify is named DATA.LIST. 

MODIFYING WITH APPLEWORKS 
You can load DATA.LIST into AppleWorks to Modify it. 

Select 
1 Add F Hes to desktop 
3 Hake a new one for Word processor 
2 From TEXT 

The ProDOS Prefix is:/RAHUP/DATA.LIST 

When finished making changes you would then pr int it back to a 
text file and use the same ProDOS Prefix:/RAMUP/DATA.LIST 

If you have Added or Removed programs to the DATA.LIST file, 
you !Il.Yfil also change the title file. The ProDOS Prefix is: 
/RAH UP/TITLES.DATA 

Remember to save the YOUR MODIFICATIONS by saving the file 
back to disk as a text file!! 

With AppleWorks you would print the file to disk 

Hake sure you use exact spelling and punctuation. We found it 
handy to load both the DATA.LIST file and TITLES.DATA 
simultaneously. When finished adding a program to DATA.LIST 
we copied the titles to the clipboard and then from clipboard 
once in TITLES.DATA file. This ensured us there would be no 
difference in two names. 
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NOTE : 
RAMUP uses the TITLES.DATA flle to match with the 
names found ln the DATA.LIST file. Watch for TYPOS!!! 

MODIFYING AFTER LOADING: 

You'll find it faster to load your RAHUP Workstation before 
making changes to 1t. Include AppleWorks (or other text reading 
word processor> 

The tiles you are looking for "Data.list" and "Titles.Data" are 
under the "/RAMs/worksub /" prefix. · 

When adding new software. you'll find that the biggest problem 
you'll have, is you didn't use the correct spelling of a file name. 
If this 1s the case press ESC when the you are prompted to 
insert the misspelled file, then select your word processor. 
Make the correction, then Reselect add/remove and try to load 
the program again. You'll notice the RAMUP won't load files 
that are already on the RAMDISK. 

If RAMUP fails, due to improper format, study the message, 
then type BYE. This will bring you to your DESKTOP MENU. 
Select your word processor to make your change. 

Change the "Data.list" and "Titles.data" files found under 
/ RAMs/worksub/. This way the changes you make can be used 
instantly.

RAMUP can easily be installed on a Hardisk. Copy th .... allowing 
files to the subdirectory like /hard1/RAMUP/ . RAMUP should 
be the only program in the subdirectory.

When you select RAHUP from your hardisk, execute the file 
"BASIC.SYSTEM" .. ie .. "-/Hard1/RAMUP/BASIC.SYSTEM" 

You might find it handy to copy your favorite program files onto 
one subdirectory. RAHUP will only ask you to insert a disk 
when it cannot be found elsewhere. You will be freed of having 
to wait while RAMUP is busy loading your software, loading 
will be non stop. 

Example : 
Sider users: you might use /HARD1/RAHUP/DATA for your 
source. Then go through the "DATA.LIST" and change the 
source of each program to /HARD1/RAHUP/DATA. Keep the 
destination of each program the same!!
