Successful edu-
cational software
offers children
instructional
| opportunities not
possible with the
conventional print-
ed page. Game-like challenges motivate
kids to learn difficult concepts to obtain
higher scores. Arcade-like contests, race-
the-clock pressures or hall-of-fame score-
boards may not be suitable for every
child. For many, however, the thrill of
competition encourages mastery of com-
plex topics.

In this issue, “Class Action” examines
the best in computer “Edutainment.”

(We tip our hat to MECC for pointing out
the word to us.) The software products
mentioned here combine fun with
educational enrichment and amuse as
they teach.

Whether it is science, social studies or
just plain reading, writing and ‘rithmetic,
there’s a perfect software package avail-
able to enliven the educational experi-
ence. Several may even be suitable for
remedial teaching.

All programs cited in this article are
“best-sellers.” They are popular because
they blend education with entertainment
in one neat package. Sound, colorful ani-
mated graphics and music support the
concepts taught. Audiovisual stimulation
adds an element of reinforcement usually
lacking in two-dimensional textbook
instruction.

Note: Several programs mentioned
below are Apple II rather than IIGS-
specific. Apple IIGS owners should pur-
chase 3.5-inch disk versions whenever
possible. The rugged 3.5-inch plastic
disk case is better suited to the rigors
of classroom use. Furtbermore, the
3.5-inch format frequently minimizes
disk swapping, which reduces the
number of disks lying loose on a
student’s desktop.

CLASS ACTION

MAKE WAY FOrR THE MUNCHERS

If kids enjoy playing games, they will
delight in matching wits against MECC’s
mischievous Troggles in the fast-paced
Muncher series. Word Munchers teaches
vowel sounds. Number Munchers devel-
ops whole-number math skills with mul-
tiples, factors, primes, equalities and
inequalities. Fraction Munchers chal-
lenges kids to master proper and improp-
er fractions, mixed and whole numbers,
plus numerators and denominators.

Management options enable teachers
or other adults to customize each pro-
gram for particular students.

A Pac Man-like game metaphor
underscores every Muncher product.
Players move a Muncher game piece
around the screen, directing it to “eat”

a target word, number or fractional
expression.

Kids earn points for every correct
answer and lose a Muncher game piece
when they make a mistake. Game play
ends once all Munchers are lost.

Troggles enter the scene and add to
the action. These hungry creatures zero
in on Munchers and try to catch them.
Some even change the game board as
they move through cells.

Kids must avoid all Troggles and clear
the screen of target expressions to
advance to the next level. Game play
becomes more difficult at each succes-
sive level. High scorers will make it to
the Muncher Hall of Fame.

MECC has just released Picture
Chomper, a Pac Man look-alike for the
younger set.

The program reinforces sorting and
classification skills. Instead of playing
with Munchers and Troggles, kids direct
a large set of teeth to chomp down on a
target category. Objects may be orga-
nized by color, size, shape, design, class
or use.

Picture Chompers is lots of fun. The
10 highest scorers win a place in the
Chompers Club. Games may be played
with or without a timer and teachers can
adjust the difficulty level.

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Audubon Wildlife Adventure Series

'WILDLIFE ADVENTURES

In the Audubon Wildlife Adventure
series, kids use a computer to learn about
bears, whales and wildlife conservation.
The programs consist of interactive simu-
lations, online guide books, databases
and game-like activities.

The computer makes it possible to
experience real wildlife situations from
the safety of an electronic desktop. Apple
IIGS super-high-resolution graphics add
an element of realism not possible with
the 8-bit Apple II.

Youngsters explore natural habitats of
grizzly bears and whales. In the process
they learn facts about animal size, diet
and range. They also pick up interesting
information about other animals and
ecological models.

Several activities in Audubon’s
Wildlife Adventures involve role-playing.
Children assume the identity of people
who must make decisions that affect the
lives of bears and whales. They experi-
ence the dilemmas of wildlife protection
firsthand and come to appreciate the fac-
tors that directly affect animal survival.

Kids actively participate in research
expeditions and rescue missions. They
try to resolve conflicts between humans
and animals. They learn to read maps
and how to use an online database.

Special data cards with pictures and
descriptive information help them identi-
fy the animals they meet on their travels.

Grizzly Bears and Whales are power-
ful learning tools because they make sci-
ence accessible. The programs succeed
by presenting factual materials in an
engaging way. Yet kids do more than
just memorize facts. They conduct
research and make critical decisions
while having fun.

PLAYING WITH CARDS

AN BLOCKS

Sometimes great educational software
can be found in the game section of your
local software store. Two Apple IIGS
products come to mind. Both build criti-
cal thinking and problem-solving skills
and challenge children to develop strate-
gies for success.

If at first glance these programs only
seem like amusing distractions, do not
hesitate to take a second look.

Solitaire Royale is a potpourti of 11
computerized card games. Three activi-
ties are designed especially for younger
children (ages 5 to 7). Aside from teach-
ing basic solitaire techniques, the kids’
games develop visual recognition and
memory skills. All involve an element
of matching,

Children may play the classic one- or
two-person Concentration, where the
object is to find 12 pairs of matching
cards in as few moves as possible. Or
they may play Pairs, which requires
matching 16 pairs of cards.

In the third game, The Wish, success
at matching involves both skill and luck.
Youngsters have to plan their moves so
they don’t run out of cards too soon.

Older children (ages 8 and up) will
delight in playing Tetris, one of the neat-
est video games ever to grace the pixels
of a IIGS computer screen. Tetris was
created by a Soviet programmer and
enhanced by Spectrum Holobyte (its U.S.
distributor).

Tetris offers more than just arcade-
style entertainment. It challenges chil-
dren to think about geometric shapes
and spatial relations in interactive
ways not possible in a traditional math
curriculum.

The object of Tetris is to rotate falling
game pieces so that they completely fill
a horizontal row at the bottom of the
screen. Filled layers disappear, leaving
room for other rows.

The faster shapes are aligned or drop-
ped, the higher the score. Game play
ends when incomplete rows pile up to
the top of the screen. Difficulty and
excitement increase at higher levels
of play.

Softtaire Royale

Solitaire Royale

There are six possible game-piece
configurations, each composed of four
linked squares. To be successful, kids
must develop problem-solving strategies
for the proper spatial alignment of game
pieces. They must also make speedy
decisions about abstract geometric
principles.

Even adults will find Tetris challenging.

Go To Your RooM!

Broderbund’s Playroom is designed
with the preschool set in mind. The pro-
gram reinforces a young child’s natural

curiosity by offering audiovisual rewards
for exploration. Its graphical user inter-
face is so intuitive, even three-year-olds
can run the program with little adult
supervision.

Youngsters investigate the Playroom
by selecting objects on screen.

At first glance, the room resembles a

-typical child’s bedroom. There are play-
things and stuffed animals scattered on
the floor. A toy box overflows with amus-
ing objects and clothes. A goldfish swims
in a bowl. A radio lies ona night stand.
There’s even a computer resting on top
a kid-size table.

As youngsters take a closer peek, they
soon realize that things are not quite
what they seem. They can change the
head, torso and legs of the “Mixed-Up
Toy” by selecting its body parts.

If they enter the “Mousehole,” they
can play a one- or two-person counting
game using numbers from 1 to 9. If they
select the computer, they can try typing,
learn about uppercase and lowercase let-
ters, and get some reading practice.

The cuckoo clock on the wall
acquaints the children with both analog
and digital time. A talking picture teaches
several safety words, such as “poison,”
“don't walk” and “exit.”

A Spinner toy encourages kids to
count from 1 to 12, while the ABC book
lets them paint a picture that contains
several familiar, named objects.

All Playroom activities are fun. Color-
ful animation, music and sound enhance
game play. The program offers such an
amazing variety of things to do, it may
be difficult to pry the kids away from
the computer.

Where in Time is Carmen Sandiego?

CROOKED CAPERS WITH
CARMEN

A roundup of entertaining education-
al software would not be complete with-
out mention of Carmen Sandiego. This
notorious villainess has done more to
teach elementary-school-age children
about geography than all other geogra-
phy software combined.

Carmen Sandiego is so popular, unit
sales of the first three programs in the
series (World, Europe and USA) have
topped the 1 million mark.

Carmen is probably the best-known
computer character ever invented. There
are Carmen Sandiego fan clubs all over
the country. It's only a matter of time
before Ms. Sandiego shows up as the
star of her own Saturday-morning car-
toon show or full-length feature film.

She’s so famous, Broderbund even
markets a line of Carmen Sandiego
posters, stickers, sweatshirts, T-shirts
and watches.

The newest title in the series is called
Where in Time is Carmen Sandiego?. It
follows Carmen and her villainous col-
leagues back in history (from the 1950s
to 400 A.D.) as they heist the world’s
greatest treasures and landmarks.

Nothing is safe from these vile thieves.
You'll find them swiping bicycles from
China in 1930, the Huckleberry Finn
manuscript from the United States in
1884, a Mayan calendar from Mexico in
400 A.D., and other priceless objects.

Children travel through 12 countries
in four different time periods to question
witnesses and track down clues. They
must secure a warrant for a suspect’s
arrest before time runs out. Along the
way they pick up information about
significant historical events, scientific

inventions and prominent people.

The package includes a copy of the
New American Desk Encyclopedia,
which proves invaluable as a reference.

Where in Time is a great way for
teachers to supplement their students’
knowledge of history and geography.

TECHNOLOGICAL MARVELS

A computer can make even the most
mundane subject matter seem fascinat-
ing. Once the machine enters the school
curriculum, it creates an educational
environment that allows kids to explore
subjects on their own, at their own
speed.

A computer also fosters cooperative
learning, as youngsters team up to share
limited classroom technology.

So harness the power of your Apple
[IGS and motivate your kids to excel at
higher skill levels. Let them discover that
learning consists of subjects they can
enjoy in new and exciting ways.

When a computer becomes so engag-
ing that kids ask to use it again and
again, it’s an educational tool we cannot
afford to ignore.

Are you building an educational software library?
If so, consider the “bright stars” mentioned below in your

quest for truth and light.

ome of the most appealing
software packages are creat-
ed for children ages 2 to 6.
These packages are mainly
based on the concept of
discovery learning and
experimentation.
Lawrence Productions
has developed a software
package that provides colorful, fascinat-
ing places to explore. Children age 2 to
4 will be delighted by McGee, which is
totally mouse-driven and requires no
word-recognition skills.

Little McGee, a pint-size boy, awakens
in a house that is free to roam and
explore because his mom is still asleep.
He crawls under carpets, dials the
telephone and engages in other harm-
less activities.

Adults are advised to start the pro-
gram and then allow their little ones to
independently enjoy the vivid sights and
sounds.

SETTING THE STANDARD

Weekly Reader Software from Opti-
mum Resource, Inc. set the standard for
graphic excellence with the Stickybear
series in the mid-1980s. The release of
talking super-high-resolution versions of
Stickybear Alphabet, Opposites and
Shapes reasserts the company’s domi-
nance in the area of preschool software.

The programs share a unified style,
created by artist and children’s author
Richard Hefter. They consistently com-
bine dazzling animations with upbeat,
amusing sounds.

Although each title is different, all
activities are presented by the avuncular
Bedford Stickybear. His voice and reas-
suring style provide a warm, friendly
atmospheré throughout the software
series.

Each package contains a wall poster,
stickers, user’s guide and an educational
picture book based on a related theme.

Reading and Me and its sister pro-
gram, Math and Me, are Davidson &
Associates’ IIGS-specific packages for the
early education market.

Davidson’s usual attention to detail is
evident in the software. Both programs
look and sound sensational, are excep-
tionally responsive and offer activities
that are educationally valid. Children may
engage in 12 different games of increas-
ing difficulty.

The math offering provides activities
with shapes, numbers, patterns and basic
addition. The program helps preschool-
ers prepare for the challenges of elemen-
tary arithmetic.

The readiness modules of Reading
and Me provide an opportunity to
discern between similar but different
objects. They also include a few humor-
ous and amusing “surprises.”

Math and Me and Reading and Me are
near-perfect examples of early learning
software.

Students of psychology may remem-
ber an unusual, but interesting, intelli-
gence test from the Gestalt school of
thought. It's a completely non-verbal,
non-text-oriented assessment that
requires participants to select two match-
ing graphics from a set of six. Baudville
offers a variation of this theme entitled
Mad Match.

Mad Match is a super-high-resolution
stereo package that is so much fun to
play, most users will never know it’s a
tool for sharpening perception skills.

As players graduate to higher game
levels, graphic images become more dif-
ficult to differentiate, and a greater num-
ber of sets are presented within the same
time frame. As a result, the activity
becomes quite intense.

Stars and Planets from Advanced
Ideas is a unique package designed to
teach young children about the solar
system and constellations. It includes
activities to reinforce counting skills and
shape recognition. The musical themes
and outstanding animation contribute
much to this joyful package.

Orange Cherry Software is a New
York-based publisher that entered the
Apple IIGS market with an ambitious
array of educational titles. Talking School
Bus is an attractive package offering an

TDM Is Back

Do you remember the Apple III com-
puter and a company called On Three,
which produced some excellent software
for the short-lived machine? Before a
couple of the company’s programmers
went to work for Apple, they ported one
of the programs, The Desktop Manager
(TDM), over to the IIGS.

Those who purchased the program
originally were quite enthusiastic about
its capabilities, but there were few pur-
chasers. When Apple introduced GS/OS,
the market for TDM disappeared, espe-
cially considering its high price.

Well, the program has been updated
and re-released. At $29.95, it’s now one
of the best software values around.

TDM works like a Classic Desk Acces-
sory, but you can also “pop it up” from
almost any software, whether 8 or 16 bit.

Available accessories include a Note-
Pad, a Printer Manager with a one-line-
at-a-time typewriter, an Appointment
Calendar with an alarm feature, a Calcu-
lator with an on-screen and printable
" “tape,” an Envelope Labeler, a Screen
Saver (saved screens can be loaded into
another program later and modified), a
text Screen Printer, an ASCII chart, Find
File, an Area Code/Time Zone accessory,
a Communications Manager and a Disk
Manager.

If you want to load a file into a desk-
top program and you don’t know the size
of the file or the date it was created, you
can pop up the Disk Manager and find
out what you need to know. Or you can
format a disk and not lose the work you
just created.

The Communications Manager will
allow you to make a call without having
to exit your current program.

If you prefer text-based programs, the
best feature is the capability to pick up a
block of text and paste it back elsewhere.
You can stére information in the NotePad
and pick it up again whenever you need
it, even in a ProDOS 8 program (unlike a
New Desk Accessory).

TimeOut TexiTools

You can have four of the accessories
on the “hot keys” so they are available
with only one keystroke. There is also a
set of Super Accessories, which adds
some additional utilities, and a Toolkit
that lets you write your own accessories.

‘A FASTER SCSI HARD DRIVE

CONTROLLER

In the last issue you read about the
new Apple DMA SCSI controller, but
there is another card you may want to
consider if speed interests you.

The RamFast card from C.V. Tech-
nologies has the disadvantage that it now
only works with hard drives and not with
other SCSI devices, such as tape or CD-
ROM drives. The company is working on

" this limitation, however, and also has

plans to support non-SCSI internal
drives.

If the limitation does not concern you
— and you primarily run ProDOS 8 or
disk-intensive. programs — then this card
may be right for you. It also works with
the older SASI Sider drives.

As with the Apple card, to take full
advantage of its speed, your other cards
must have DMA (direct memory access)
compatibility.

The RamFast card has a memory
cache that holds the information being
transferred. Combined with direct memo-
ry access, which bypasses the CPU, this
cache capability makes the card live up
to its name. . :

The configuration software is built
into the card so it can’t be lost, although
there are dipswitches that may need to
be set, depending on your system. The
setup program allows you to choose
which partitions you want active, lets you
lock a hard drive volume and even tells
you the interleave of the formatted drive.

The card also allows you to map vol-
umes to phantom slots, as long as they
do not contain other disk devices. This
means you can access a third partition —
even from ProDOS 8 — and still use a
modem, even if a drive is “using” slot 2.

The RamFast card costs more than the
Apple card, but the extra expense is
worthwhile if you are impatient or want
to take advantage of its other features.

Besides the large collection
of sample macros, it includes Debug, File
Status, Primer Reference, UltraReference,
UltraLock, UltraPlus, DBLinks, EasyBud-
get, Question Writer and UltraPublish.

Upgrading from either MacroTools
program is a real bargain at $20, plus
$3.50 shipping, or you can buy them
new for $39.95 each and still get an
excellent value.

In addition, the SuperFonts Activity
Guide will interest anyone who uses the
program (SuperFonts) often, especially
teachers. It retails for $49.95 alone or
$99.95, including SuperFonts.

The DecisionPak, StylePak and Per-
formancePak are sets of three TimeOut
programs bundled into one package.
These sets are much less expensive than
buying the programs individually.

COMPANY TO WATCH

AN INTERVIEW WITH JIM CARSON,
PRESIDENT AND CEQ OF VITESSE, INC.,
LA PUENTE, CALIFORNIA

Jim Carson is president and CEO of
Vitesse, Inc., a relatively new company
that incorporated in California in
November 1989. The other member of
the Vitesse management team is the
Jounder of the company, Kevin Jobnson,
vice president.

The company’s name, logo and
motto are integrated. The name, Vitesse,
is the French word for “quickness” or
“speed.” The French are known for their

passion for bicycle racing. Company
officials feel that a racing bicycle, the
Vitesse logo, exemplifies the standard
they set for all Vitesse products: “Fast,
smooth, uncomplicated.”

Supporting only the Apple 1l line,

Vitesse currently produces high-quality .

- utility bardware and software. Product
design and manufacture are conducted
both in-bouse and overseas.

The Vitesse research and develop-
ment team, which boasts more than 47
years combined experience, is develop-
ing at least one entertainment-oriented
software product and bopes to release at
least 11 software and bardware prod-
ucts by the end of 1990, which is an
ambitious undertaking for a relative
newcomer to the Apple Il market.

Vitesse’s products consistently display
a bigh level of attention to detail. Docu-
mentation is exceptionally well written,
complete and graphically impeccable.

All titles include & dazzling group of
finder icons and a text file of relevant,
timely information that supplements the
printed manuals. In fact, a text display
program is provided to reveal the con-
tents of the Read Me file at the click of
the mouse.

In shon, Vitesse is currently setting a
new standard for products in the Apple
II domain. For its positive contributions
1o the Apple Il market, Vitesse, Iric. is this
issue’s company to watch.

We asked Mr. Carson the following
questions:

Jim Carson

At a time when many developers
are reassessing their support of
the Apple I, why are you pursuing
the market?

We think the Apple IIGS is a tremen-
dously capable, all-round personal com-
puter, one whose full potential has yet to
be tapped. We do not believe that Apple
Computer, Inc. could abandon the mar-
ket, either financially or morally.

The steadfast loyalty that Apple II
owners have demonstrated during the
years, the re-emphasis that we feel Apple
will provide for the IIGS and the perfor-
mance potential of the IIGS all combine
to give us confidence in the market.

We also believe that our own innova-
tion and leadership contribute to the
resurgence of the Apple I market.

Where do you see the IIGS

. market heading?

We see the market expanding as
Apple renews its endorsement and as

. other aggressive developers show the

same enthusiasm as Vitesse does for
developing new products.

Are there any evolutionary changes
you would like to see in the IIGS?

Yes. In the near term, we’d like to see
the IIGS provided with a video-card slot
so that independent developers could
enhance screen resolution and color.
We'd also like to see the IIGS’ capability
to address RAM extended to the 65816's
full 16 MB capacity.

For the long term, we’d like to see the
IIGS blend more closely with the Macin-
tosh II to diminish the barrier between
Apple’s two computer systems.

How would you describe your
relationship with Apple?

To date, we have no special
relationship with Apple. We certainly
aspire to become a “seeded developer”
because we feel we are at the forefront of
product development for the IIGS.

Today’s programming is truly an art
form. Who are the members of your
programming team?

Our current programming team
includes Christopher Warren (Salvation:
Guardian and Quickie), Joe Jaworski
(Salvation: Renaissance and The Exorcis-
er) and Robert Morgan (Quickie and
Quickie for the Tle).

The Quickie scanner is a promising
new product. Are any enhancements
or other new products currently in
the works?

By the time this interview is pub-
lished, we will have released our “sec-
ond-generation” software for the Quickie
hand scanner and two additional titles to
the GS/OS-based Salvation series. We are
on the verge of releasing a superb pro-
gram launcher called Wings and a direc-
tory-repair and file-recovery utility
named Deliverance.
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In May we demonstrated our prepro-

totype full-page scanner, which has a
removable scanner head for special use.
We also have a couple of other new scan-
ner devices being tested in our research
department.

Other companies currently market
products similar to your Quickie and
the Salvation utilities. What prompt-
ed you to develop these packages, .
and what particular characteristics
should attract users to purchase
them?

We develop products for which there
is a demand. For instance, while hand
scanners are quite common in the Macin-
tosh and MS-DOS worlds, there was
nothing comparable in the Apple II
world until we developed Quickie.

Quickie remains the leader, not only
in the features it has for the IIGS, but also
because the same device brings hand
scanning to II+, Ile and Laser 128 users.

Our Salvation utility series is another
example of satisfying a market need. The
vast majority of IIGS users want utilities
with power, speed and flexibility, but
they demand the familiar, intuitive, easy-
to-use human interface for which the
IIGS is so well known.

Our utilities fill that need, and user
response has overwhelmingly stated that
their (the utilities) “look and feel” is
exactly what most of our customers have
been waiting for.

What is the minimum hardware
configuration that you recommend
to new purchasers of IIGS systems?
Based on the hardware and software
products commonly in use now, we’d
say that the current IIGS “ROM 03” shows
the minimum RAM, 1.25 MB. However,
owners would be well advised to geta
4 MB board at first chance.
Of course, at least one 3.5-inch
drive is necessary, and we feel that a
20 MB hard drive is an essential parc of
a “base” system.

Utility software generally requires a
higher level of technical assistance.
What is Vitesse’s policy regarding
user support?

The customer is Vitesse’s most impor-
tant asset. Customers tell us what they
want. Vitesse’s customer support is sec-
ond to none in the industry. We provide
telephone and written responses to cus-
tomer inquiries, even when the problems
aren’t necessarily related to our
products.

We advise owners of Vitesse products
of new versions, necessary “fixes” and
techniques for optimizing their purchas-
es. We also maintain a high profile on
both the GEnie and America Online
services.

We are totally committed to support-
ing our customers.l

Homeworker is als6 useful in junior high
and middle school, and Studymate can
be adapted to an industrial educational
setting.
Because these products do not dupli-
cate functions, students should consider
owning both.

HOMEWORKER: THE STUDENT

ORGANIZER

Homeworker, a five-module program
with a pop-up calculator, is designed to
increase a student’s studying efficiency.
The modules include Textwriter, Outliner,
Flash Card Maker, Calendar and Grade
Keeper.

The program uses the standard Apple
File Card Interface, and the up and down
arrows are used for menu scrolling. File
selection is accomplished with the space
bar. The keyboard is used for all entries;
there is no provision for using a mouse.

Anyone familiar with AppleWorks will
find Homeworker easy to use. The pro-
gram incorporates many of the same
commands, including Open Apple-S for
save, Open Apple-P for print and Open
Apple-? for accessing help screens. The
Escape key is used to exit from menus.

Homeworker

The Other Activities menu, available
from the Main menu, includes such famil-
far items as change current disk, /st all
files on current disk, deletefiles from cur-
rent disk, select standard location for data
disk and format a blank disk.

Selecting disk locations is limited,
because access is not provided to the Pro-
DOS subdirectories (folders), only to slots
and drives. Thus, the capability for proper
hard disk installation is eliminated.

Homeworker can have as many as
12 files on the desktop at one time, which
is similar to AppleWorks. To access the
Clipboard for cutting, copying and past-
ing, there can be only 11 files on the
desktop. The Clipboard is counted as a
separate file.

Homeworker does not provide any
protection for saving changed files upon
quitting. Users must remember to save
frequently and to save all files that have
changes before exiting the program.
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TEXTWRITER

Textwriter lacks many of the bells and
whistles found in either the AppleWorks
or Apple Writer word processors. Each
Textwriter file has the capacity of holding
five single-spaced pages.

Some of the module’s rudimentary fea-
tures include the availability of single and
double spacing for an entire document,
the capability to set horizontal and verti-
cal margins and tab stops, and the capa-
bility to set the screen to inverse.

Textwriter uses the standard underline
and box cursors for insert and overstrike.
Deletion is accomplished with the Delete
key for a single character or with the
Open Apple-D command.

Pasting text from the Clipboard can be
done either within a document or
between two files. Find and Replace func-
tions are available. Replacing text can
either be done on a one-by-one basis or
globally (every occurrence replaced).

For a text-based word processor, Text-
writer’s output capability is more than
adequate, A printer can be accessed in
any active slot or pott. Also, output can
be sent to an ASCII text file, which allows
importation into a more powerful word
Pprocessor.

Other than single or double spacing,
no text-formatting commands (underline,
boldface, etc.) are available. Therefore,
the capability to import a Textwriter file
into another word processor is useful.

OUTLINER

The Outliner module allows up to four
different levels (Roman numerals, upper-
case letters, Arabic numerals and lower-
case letters) and a thesis statement.
Except for the latter, OQutliner only allows
single-line entries. However, a Zoom Box
function allows more detail to be added
to each entry.

Outliner provides automatic renum-
bering of insertions and deletions and
automatic renumbering when topics are
moved to a new location in an outline.
This includes moving topics to a new
level within an outline.

Outliner lacks the capability to scroll
up or down a single page at a time, which
would be useful for large outlines. The
capability to switch between insert and
overstrike cursers is also missing, which
would help when editing outline entries.

Oudliner’s strongest feature is its print-
ing capabilities. Three formats are avail-
able: Output can be in the form of topics
only, text only (Zoom Box material) or
both together. Output can be directed to a
printer in any active slot or port or to an
ASCII text file on disk, which can then be
imported into Textwriter, AppleWorks or
any word processor.

FrasH CARD MAKER

Flash Card Maker allows a user to
enter a file of study material that needs to
be memorized. Information for both sides
of a flash card can be entered. Horizontal
margins, tab stops and inverse screens are
available on either side of a card.

Individual cards can be deleted from a
file, and additional cards may be added at
the end of a file. Cards already entered
can be easily edited.

Flash cards can be reviewed in
sequential or random order on screen, as
well as from the front or back. Card data
can be printed out, folded, pasted and
individually cut, making flash cards acces-
sible when a computer is not available.

CALENDAR

The Calendar module is a perpetual
date calendar. One month at a time is
viewed on screen, and events can be
entered for each date.

However, the module is sufficient to
keep track of course events and plan a
study schedule.

GRADE KEEPER

Capable of tracking grades for seven
different subjects and weighing these
courses based on the number of credits,
Grade Keeper is the most comprehensive
module in the package. It can compute
grades in each course via weighted aver-
age or total points.

The weighted-average system is used
with courses that have ' tests. or assign-
ments worth a certain percentage of the
total grade. The total-point system is
used with courses where total points
earned are compared with the total
points possible.

All letter grades must be converted to
a numerical grade to be used with either
of these scoring systems, And there
appears to be no limit to the number of
entries that can be made for each course.

" When course percentages are calculat-
ed, estimated total grades can be entered
for each course. The program then calcu-
lates an overall grade-point average for all
courses. ;

Gradesheets can be printed out in two
different ways: all the gradesheets for all
subjects and the total course load ora sin-
gle gradesheet of what is currently dis-
played on screen.

Pop-up CAICUIATOR/ ‘

The pop-up Calculator is available
from any of the other modules. It handles
arithmetic functions, negative numbers
and contains nine memory locations for
storing numbers. The module can also
print out calculations in register-tape style
on a printer.

Although the module lacks the func-
tionality of the Calculator program in the
TimeOut Desktools (from Beagle Bros), it
can handle simple algebra and is useful
in grade computations. ,

However, the Clear key on the IGS
numeric keypad does not function with
the Calculator.

A measurement conversion utility is
built into the Calculator, allowing the
module to convert different units of
measurement (feet to inches, English to
metric and vice versa). Length, weight,
area, volume and time measurements can
also be converted; temperature scales
cannot. '

PRODUCT SUMMARY

Homeworker: The Student Organizer
comes with either a 5.25- or 3.5-inch
diskette, a comprehensive 40-page manu-
al and a 96-page book, titled How to
Studly for Success, by Dr. Jan Davidson.
The book provides helpful hints that per-

" tain to goal setting and attainment and

adjusting study habits to improve individ-
ual and course grades.

The package also contains a card to
allow for swapping to a different-size
media (3.5 to 5.25 ot vice versa).

Homeworker, a ProDOS 8-based pro-
gram that will operate on an Apple IIGS,
Ilc+, IIc or Ile with an extended 80-col-
umn card, has received many awards,
including Best Secondary School Educa-
tion Product (in 1986) by the Software
Publishers Association. It provides stu-
dents with an excellent means of organiz-
ing their studies to improve their grades.

- Homeworker is an easy program to
learn and use and would be a welcome
addition to the software library of any stu-
dent in the ninth grade or higher.

Even so, Homeworker is due for
a major upgrade. It is a one-of-a-kind
program that fills an important void.
Because the program is totally text
based, its development should continue
on an 8-bit level.

STUDYMATE: THE GRADE BOOSTER
Studymate is a test-authoring program
that is being marketed to the student
community. It is designed to create, edit,
review and print exams in True/False,
Multiple Choice, Question-Response, Fill
in the Blanks and Spell Scramble formats.

The program operates from a single-
screen Main menu, and menu items are
selected by number. As with Homework-
er, there is no provision for using a
mouse.

Studymate will install and operate
from a subdirectory on a hard drive and
access subdirectories on various disks.

The Main menu contains eight items:
Take a Test, Create a New Test, Edit a
Test, Review a Test, Print a Test, Delete a
Test, Change Directory and Exit. The
Take a Test selection, for example, allows
a user to be tested based on a file that has
been previously entered. Questions are
randomly generated from the file.
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STUDYMATE

Except for True/False questions, the
program allows up to two chances for a
question to be answered correctly. When

- finished taking a test, the results can be
printed out.

To design a new test, choose Create a
New Test from the Main menu. The pro-
gram then asks for a valid ProDOS file-
name for the test file. Once this is
provided, it will prompt for a short
description of the exam. Then it provides
a menu of the type of test.

The choices are eitherthe previously
mentioned True/False, Multiple Choice,
Question-Response, Fill in the Blanks and
Spell Scramble or Multiple Formats.

If Multiple Formats is chosen, the pro-
gram will prompt for the type of question
for each new question entered.

not allow for backing up to correct part of
a previous question. It allows for deletion
at this point, but not editing.

If corrections need to be made to a test
entered earlier, choose Edit a Test from
the Main menu.

The Review a Test selection allows a
student/user to review exam material on
screen. This is the major intent of the
program, to be able to repeatedly review
study material.

Two different print capabilities are
available: The first option is to print Study
Sheets, which are a printout of each test
question and the corresponding correct
answer.

Printing a Blank Test is the second
capability. This option provides a printed
test that contains randomly generated

Perforations between sheets of paper
are not skipped while printing, and the
answer key is not labeled with the exam
filename. These problems hinder using
the printouts for formal examinations.
Delete a Test is used to remove a test

file from a disk. This should only be done -

if a test is no longer needed or a backup
copy has been made.

The Change Directory selection
should be called “Change Disk Drive.”
This function allows a user to select the
slot and drive of a data disk. Access to
ProDOS subdirectories on a disk is not
accessible from this selection.

Exit leaves the program and exits to
the Basic System. It does not issue a Pro-
DOS Quit command. To return to a pro-
gram selector, such as the Finder, from
the Basic System, the user must type BYE
at the ] prompt!

Studymate also comes with either a
5.25- or 3.5-inch program disk, two 5.25-
or one 3.5-inch Studymate Vocabulary
disks, an eight-page manual and a 148
page book, How to Study, by David Gris-
wold. The book provides comprehensive
information on time management, home-
work, concentration exercises, test-taking
skills, library usage and more.

With the amount of work involved in
formulating questions, it appears that the
product will only be used by highly moti-
vated students. If specific question disks
can be generated and marketed, similar to
the Vocabulary disks that come with the -
package, student usage would increase
dramatically. ’

Also, the documentation needs to be
expanded to include screen shots and
specific examples.

The program also has the potential of
becoming a major teaching tool. Like
Homeworker, a revision would be neces-
sary to bring it to this level.

Studymate has an impressive list of
users, including Tulane University, the
University of Nevada at Las Vegas and
General Foods. Perhaps input can be
obtained from these users as to how the
program can best be expanded.
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From viewing a first release of this
product, our conclusion is that Studymate
has the potential to become a top-notch
educational tool — for both students and
educators.

Homeworker and Studymate are the
first products of their kind. It should be
interesting to see what develops down
the road

The Apple IIGS now has its own ver-
sion of the popular LogoWriter. The
product took a long time to reach the

- market, but the end result is a real show
stopper! With LogoWriter GS, turtle
graphics have come of age.

We examined the LogoWriter GS
(LWGS) Secondary Kit for this review.
Primary and Intermediate Materials Kits
for younger children are available as
well. The same software ships with
each product.

The Secondary Kit places more
emphasis on programming. The package
comes with teaching materials and student
manuals for youngsters in junior high and
high school. IWGS Secondary is also
appropriate for upper elementary grade
students who are familiar with activities in
the LogoWriter Intermediate Kit.

The accompanying documentation is
first-rate. Youngsters unfamiliar with -

. . LogoWriter basics can work through two
ghtningScan, SnapGuide, Thunderware, introductory manuals. They learn to draw
with the turtle, use the word processor,
write procedures, manipulate shapes,

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define Control-key events and more.
Once students feel comfortable with fun-
damental techniques and elementary
programming procedures, they can try
more advanced projects.

Some projects emphasize graphics
and special effects. Others encourage
youngsters to compose an animated
song, write an action-packed adventure

story or program video games.
‘ Teacher reference materials explain
the more technical aspects of LogoWriter.
They provide a quick guide to LogoWrit-
er’s Scrapbook, language primitives
(built-in vocabulary), special keys and
key combinations. Teacher’s Notes
furnishes instructors with practical sug-
gestions for using the project books
with students.

Individuals already familiar with the
Apple 1I version of LogoWriter (ProDOS
8) can easily switch to LogoWriter GS.
While there are several new commands
and added features, file system primitives
are virtually identical.

Programmers can even load older
LogoWriter 2.0 (ProDOS 8) format pages
with LogoWriter GS, so existing proce-
dures are not lost. However, graphics
and shapes from LogoWriter 2.0 can-
not be transferred. In addition, some
programming adjustments may be
necessary to get older procedures to
run under LWGS.

LWGS takes advantage of the
enhanced memory capabilities of the 16-
bit IIGS. The greater the IIGS RAM con-
figuration, the more memory available to
define procedures. The IIGS version also
lets programmers work with a 16-color
palette rather than with just the six
shades available in the Apple II edition.

There’s a rainbow of available IIGS
hues, consisting of colors such as aqua-
marine, deep red, dark gray and brown.
Truly imaginative users can define back-
ground, text and graphic tints for any
procedure, plus adjust the red, green and
blue intensities for any selected color.

A Fill command directs the program
to fill shapes or the whole screen. You'll
find plenty of opportunity to create daz-
zling special effects with this option.

With LWGS, the turtle can stamp out
90 different shapes, because the Shapes
page has room for 90 customized graph-
ics. Only 20 shapes are predefined. Sev-

eral of these shapes are almost identical
to the ones in LogoWriter 2.0.

To see beyond the first 30 LWGS
shapes, simply scroll through the list. As
in LogoWriter 2.0, individuals can turn
from the front side to the flip side of the
Shapes page to access the Shapes editor.

In LWGS, the Shapes editor consists of
a boxed grid, measuring 16 by 16
squares. This grid provides more control
over a shape’s appearance than the 16-
by 10-pixel grid in LogoWriter 2.0.

Youngsters draw or modify a shape
the same way in both versions of the soft-
ware. They use the space bar to stamp or
erase a pixel. However, as the pixilated
shape gets built in the IIGS grid, a WYSI-
WYG (what you see is what you get)
shape illustration appears to the left of
the editing box.

This preview feature is not available
in LogoWriter 2.0.

LogoWriter GS is a far cry from the
original Apple Logo introduced in 1982.
Farly Apple Logo manuals were written
for grownups, not kids, and the program-
ming language was awkward.

Contemporary turtle graphics are fun.
Like a good leather baseball mitt, the lat-
est version of LogoWriter has improved
with age.

It includes printer drivers for Epson
parallel printers, as well as Apple’s serial
ImageWriter I and II. Kids can print in
color on an ImageWriter I equipped with
a color ribbon.

LogoWriter GS provides youngsters
with a programming environment they
can understand, master and enjoy.

Mercury

Mercury, Roman god of eloquence
and messenger of the gods, has been
reincarnated as a word processor for
the IIGS. We put the product through its
paces by using it to write this review. It
was up and running in a matter of
moments.

Mercury has the familiar look and feel
of other IIGS word processors (Beagle-
Write GS and AppleWorks GS). There are
pull-down menus, scroll bars and dialog
boxes. You'll also find the conventional
File, Edit, Font, Size and Style menus.

Point-and-click mouse control simpli-
fies operation, and several keyboard-
equivalent commands function much as
they do in other applications (e.g., Cut,
Copy, Paste, Open, Close and Save).

Individuals familiar with the IIGS or
Macintosh interface will find the program
easy to use. You may even get by without
having to consult the manual. Online
help for a variety of topics is available
from the Apple menu, just in case.

Mercury includes several standard
word processing features. A ruler assists
with margins, paragraph indents and tab
settings. The Format menu offers four
justification options (left, right, center
and full). You can configure left, right,
center and decimal tabs. A Search and
Replace feature hunts for characters as
well as type styles.

Documents may contain headers and
footers with text, date, time and page
numbers. Users can display date, time
and page numbers in several formats.
Dates can be configured in Danish,
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English, French, German, Italian, Spanish
and Swedish.

Speed is one of Mercury’s most pleas-
ing features. Screen updating takes place
quickly and smoothly. You will also
appreciate being able to highlight a por-
tion of text and convert it to uppercase or
lowercase by pointing and clicking the
mouse.

You can automatically capitalize the
first character of each word in a high-
lighted text portion by choosing Capital-
ize from the Style menu. To arrange a list
of numbers or letters in alphabetical or
numerical order, you select Sort.

Mercury features an object-oriented
graphics mode for drawing filled and hol-
low geometric shapes, plus lines of vary-
ing widths. Users can draw in 16 different
colors and 32 black and white patterns.

Super-high-resolution (640 by 200
pixels) shapes and graphics from other
bit-mapped programs may be imported
into an open document. Sample clip art
ships with the package. All graphics
placed in a document can be resized and
reshaped.

Mercury is targeted at teachers and
students (grades 3 and up), but it does
not include a spelling checker or a the-
saurus. There is no command that will let
users erase characters to the right of the
insertion point.

When we tried Option-Delete as a
possibility, the screen froze and we had
to reboot. There's no option to select an
entire line for editing, and the program
limits you to one open file at a time.

Whenever you configure a header or
footer, Mercury returns you to the begin-
ning of the document, instead of the top
or bottom of the page where you exited
to format.

The Statistics feature counts all the
words in an open document. It won't let
you count the words in a selected por-
tion, however. So if you want a word
count for a specific paragraph, you're out
of luck.

All things considered, Mercury
delivers a true WYSIWYG writing envi-
ronment. The product works with
ImageWriter, LaserWriter and Epson par-
allel printers.

It’s fast and powerful, as word proces-
sors go, but the current version is prone
to crashing. In addition to the Option-
Delete crash described above, the pro-
gram froze three more times during our
review: once when we switched from
Graphics to Text mode, once during a cut
and paste procedure, and once when we
double-clicked on a word to select it.

Luckily, we had been saving the doc-
ument (this review) all along, so only a
small portion of the text was lost. Other
users might not be so fortunate.

Mercury has potential, but it requires
a programming boost. The vendor
should add a spelling checker and the-
saurus, have the program work with mul-
tiple open documents and make the
program less prone to crashing.

It's already easy to use; it merely
needs a few productivity perks.

LIGHTNINGSCAN

HAND-HELD SCANNER

Apple IIGS owners have had the
capability to capture images and create
computer graphics from printed media
such as magazines and photographs
since 1987. The resulting graphics can be
printed out, used with paint programs or
used as clip art for desktop publishing
projects.

The device that has allowed graphic
artists and desktop publishers to use their
computers as a digital darkroom is Thun-
derware, Inc.’s ThunderScan, an extraor-
dinary tool that attaches to an
ImageWriter printer'and turns it into a
complete image processing system.

With a ThunderScan, Apple IIGS own-
ers can digitize photographs, brochures
or postcards and recreate vivid, realistic
computer graphics with near photo-

graphic quality.

LightningScan

In May Thunderware released Light-
ningScan, the next generation of graphic
imaging scanners for the Apple IIGS. The
LightningScan is a small hand-held unit
slightly larger than 4 inches wide.

To scan an image, one simply rolls the
scanner over the image and, almost by
magic, the image appears on the comput-
er screen. The scanner can accurately
reproduce images from newspapers,
books, magazines, photographs or even
T-shirts. A user can store the imagesina
variety of Apple IIGS graphic formats, and
the graphic images can be loaded into vir-
tually any Apple II or IIGS paint, desktop
publishing or hypermedia program.

The LightningScan package includes
the scanner, an interface card, a well-
written 72-page manual filled with hints
and tips, three software programs, and a
Snapguide. The latter is a plastic guide
that attaches to the scanner to help you
scan straight.

Installation of the interface card is pos-
sible in any open slot. If placed in slot 3 or
4, it does not interfere with any devices
connected to those slots’ equivalent port.
If placed in any other slot, Control Panel
settings must be changed to “Your Card.”

Provided with the scanner is the Light-
ningScan GS$ software — the GS/OS-
compatible version of the ThunderScan
software — and the ProDOS 8
ThunderScan software. The ThunderScan
software allows printing, manipulation or
colorization of the graphics.

As all graphic formats are supported,
you could just as easily load the graphics

* into a paint program to get them “picture

perfect.”
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Installation of the interface cards takes
several minutes. All that's required is a
small Phillips-head screwdriver to attach
a connector to the back of the IIGS. The
scanner attaches to the connector in
plug-and-play fashion.

The software is not copy protected
and is hard drive installable.

When you are ready to start scanning,
you'll need a flat surface to lay the graph-
ic on. Then you just run the Light-
ningScan software, choose the resolution
you want to scan at, select the dithering
setting, choose whether the graphic
should be scanned as line art or 10 or 16
shades of gray-scale art and you're ready
to roll.

Experimentation is generally the best
teacher when learning how to reproduce
high-quality graphics. Although you may
be scanning 10 minutes after opening the
box, it can take a few hours to under-
stand the intricacies of using the scanner
and the relationship between the many
options available.

The scanner works using four differ-
ent dots-per-inch (DPI) settings. Scans
done at 400 DPI are larger than those
done using the 100, 200 or 300 DPI set-
tings, and they also have a greater resolu-
tion. After several scans, which only take
seconds to complete, the use of the DPI
settings becomes very apparent.

Learning about the dithering controls
takes more experimentation. The Light-
ningScan hardware is only capable of
outputting graphics in black and white.
The capability to reproduce the graphics
in 10 or 16 shades of gray scale is con-
trolled by the software.

Although there are four dithering set-
tings on the Photo/Letter switch, when
scanning from photographs the differ-
ences in quality obtained by the different
dithering settings are almost impercepti-
ble. The switch must be changed to the
Letter setting if scanning from line-art
graphics.

Dithering, by the way, is the process
by which the computer simulates shades
of gray by using patterns of black and
white dots.

Roller wheels are located on the bot-
tom of the scanner, making it relatively
easy to roll the scanner in a straight line.

The Snapguide and straightedge help
produce an acceptable scan on the first
attempt.

The scanner must be rolled at approx-
imately 3 inches per second. If you roll it

too quickly, you'll be alerted by a light on -

the scanner and by a buzzing noise.
Scans that are done too quickly become
slightly distorted.

If the light goes off during a scan, just
press “R” (to restart) and move the scan-
ner to the top of the image.

During the scan the monitor displays
the patterns of dots that the scanner
“sees.” Once the scan is complete, press
the Return key and within two to three
seconds the completed graphic is dis-
played. Once a scan is completed, you
have the option of modifying the contrast
or brightness via a pull-down menu.

Although the scanner software oper-
ates using the 320 mode, it is simple to
change to 640 mode using the pull-down
menus.

320 mode graphics can contain up to
16 different colors or levels of gray scale,
while 640 mode can only display four
colors or shades of gray scale. That is the
built-in limitation of the IIGS that affects
all TIGS graphics-based programs. It is a
significant factor that must be contended
with when determining how you want
your end product to look.

Graphics created in 320 mode look
like photographs on screen; 640 mode
graphics do not.

In the future it may not matter which
mode you use, as Apple’s Developer
Technical Support department has
devised a method for 640 mode pro-
grams to accurately display 320 mode
graphics. Therefore, we hope that pro-
grams such as AppleWorks GS will be
updated so they will be able to also accu-
rately display 320 mode graphics.

The LightningScan software provides
a unique feature not seen before. The
File pull-down menu has an option,
named Transfer, that allows you to quit
the program and immediately launch
another application, bypassing the Find-
er. The technique allows you to instantly
launch the ThunderScan software or a
paint program.

Quite often, scans need to be touched
up with a paint program. When repro-
ducing a graphic from a magazine,

unwanted text may appear that can be
" removed with a paint program.

The LightningScan Software cannot
print your graphic, but a paint program
or the ThunderScan software can. The
ThunderScan software allows you to sub-
stitute any color for gray, thereby allow-
ing you to create colorized graphics.

ThunderScan software also lets you
print out a graphic as a poster that is
many times larger than the graphic
appears on screen. And it allows you to
save graphics as either high-resolution or
double high-resolution images that can
be used with ProDOS 8 software,

LightningScan is sure to significantly
increase the variety and types of graphics
that are now available. It will also let
those with the inclination easily transfer
paper-based graphics to the computer,
which will be a boon for desktop pub-
lishers.

Despite the fact that the software used
for this review was version 1.0, it is
remarkably bug free and efficient. All in
all, the only problem we’ve had since
acquiring LightningScan is getting to bed
at a reasonable hour of the night.ll

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How To Create

Different 'Cap' Letters

When designing
alayout fora
document that
contains a great
deal of informa-
tion, it is neces-
sary to use vati-
ous techniques to
make sure that introductory paragraphs
stand out. Major subdivisions may also
need to be highlighted.

One of the best ways to emphasize a
paragraph is by starting it with a large
capital letter. These enlarged letters can
add greatly to the design and help a read-
er progress through the document.

The rule of thumb is to use large cap
letters prudently. If you use too many,
readers can become confused and lose
their way. They may also have difficulty
determining what is the most important
information.

There are three basic kinds of cap let-
ters that can be used to start a paragraph.
A raised cap letter is the easiest to create.
The other two, hanging and drop cap let-
ters, require more effort,

None of the desktop publishing pro-
grams that we used require much exer-
tion to create a raised cap letter. All you
do is select the first letter of the first word
of a paragraph and increase that letter’s
point size.

It is up to you and the design of your
document as to what size letter to make.
For instance, an extremely large letter
could be impressive, but might over-
whelm delicate subject matter. Select a
point size and font that complement the
subject.

The only problem we encountered
when creating a raised cap letter con-
cerned the second line of the paragraph.
Invariably, there was more space
between the second line and the first line
than between the second line and the
third line.

The best solution was to create a new
region or area to hold the majority of the
paragraph. Using this technique, only the
first line of the paragraph would appear

A

in the first region; the remainder of the
paragraph would be in a second region.

HANGING AND DRroP CAPS

Because of the automatic text wrap
features of Medley, GraphicWriter ITI and
Springboard Publisher, we were able to
easily create both hanging and drop ini-
tial caps. Other desktop publishing pro-
grams required that we create up to three
regions or areas to achieve the effect of a
drop or hanging cap letter.

To create either hanging or drop cap
letters with Mediey, we had to create a
rectangular art area then select the Paint
Tool. We were then able to type a large
capital letter into this area. We put the
text into an art area because Medley
automatically wraps text around an art
area. We were able to type in the rest of
the paragraph after returning to the Word
Processor.

Whether a cap letter would be a hang-
ing cap or drop cap in Medley was deter-
mined by the height of the art area that
we created. When the art area was close
to the same size of the cap letter, the text
wrapped down and under the letter,
thereby producing a drop cap. By
stretching the art area’s vertical height
down the page, we created a narrow
strip of open space along the side of the
paragraph. This method created a hang-
ing cap.

If you don't want the art area to have
a border, select Convert Art Areas under
the Areas menu to turn off the border.

We used a similar approach with
GraphicWriter III and Springboard Pub-
lisher to create hanging and drop caps.
All three programs worked equally well.

AppleWorks GS and Publish It! 2
required the creation of extra regions or
areas to produce either drop or hanging
caps. First, a region was created to hold
the cap letter. A second text region was
used to hold the paragraph that was
placed next to the letter.

A hanging cap letter can be turmed
into a drop cap by adding an additional

text region. After creating the regions for
the cap letter and beginning of the para-
graph, another region was created just
below the cap letter to hold the rest of
the text.

GETTING FANCY

If you need extremely decorative
type, it is possible to use a paint program
such as DeluxePaint II or PaintWorks
Gold to sketch a cap letter. Depending
upon your desktop publishing software,
you may also be able to use the painting
or drawing tools that come with the
program.

We used PaintWorks Gold in 640
mode to type in the basic letter, then
retouched the letter to create a simple
pattern behind it. The painting was
saved and then opened in AppleWorks
G§’ Graphics application. The cap letter
was copied and pasted into our page
layout application.

Springboard Publisher has powerful
tools for creating cap letters. These tools
include Distort, Perspective and Trace
Edges. We used Trace Edges to create a’
decorative “S.” Medley and AppleWorks
GS also have extensive painting modules.

Another place to look for decorative
cap letters is on clip art disks. For
instance, the clip art disk produced by
Activision has a complete alphabet.

Decorative letters are also included in
printed clip art books. You can scan let-
ters using hardware such as ThunderScan
or ComputerEyes. Either method will
produce excellent results. If you use
ThunderScan, you will probably need to
select the Best Quality mode and Ultra
Res. Because most [IGS desktop publish-
ing programs are in 640 mode, save your
files in this mode so they can be directly
imported.

ComputerEyes GS will probably give
you the best results if your video camera
has a macro feature, If not, you may be
limited in the size that you can digitize
a letter.

After digitizing or scanning the clip
art, save the image in a compatible file
format then import it into your desktop
publishing program.

Used judiciously, large cap letters can
add to the design of a document and
make the information contained easier
to understand. If you need to emphasize
certain paragraphs, try using a large cap
letter. There are many variations upon
this basic theme. The results are only
limited by your imagination. ll

other start-up INIT program, StaitPic, to
display — as GS/OS is loading — a
super-high-resolution graphic of a pic-
ture of one of the Apollo 11 astronauts
on the moon.

Thanks to Jason Harper and his share-
ware graphic utility, SHRConvert, we can
review many super-high-resolution digi-
tized NASA photographs that were creat-
ed on computers not generally
compatible with the IIGS.

Thanks to Paul James and his free-
ware sound utility, Sound Studio, we can
listen to the countdown and thundering
launch of a space shuttle or to the first
words transmitted to Earth from the sur-
face of the moon.

Thanks to NASA, we can load nearly a
100-page Official Press Packet describing
every aspect of the next space shuttle
launch into our favorite word processor.

-Thanks to the public affairs office at
NASA’s Goddard Spaceflight Center near
Washington, D.C., we can learn about the
Hubble Space Telescope with a public

domain, graphic-based program.

Thanks to John Graham of Airship
Software, we are able to run the share-
ware IIGS-specific mini-planetarium
program, Tonight’s Sky, allowing us to
locate, on any given day, the galaxy or
star cluster that the Hubble Telescope is
aimed at.

Thanks to HyperStudio, a commer-
cially available program, we are able to
use freeware and shareware hypermedia
interactive “stacks” written by fellow
NASA enthusiasts and educators who
take us on an interactive audiovisual tour
of a space shuttle flight or a guided tour
of the solar system.

Thanks to the Future Sound audio
digitizer, and to the digitizer supplied
with HyperStudio, we can digitally record
on our IIGS the countdown of the space
shuttle and incorporate it into a Hyper-
Studio stack. '

Thanks to Thunderware and its Thun-
derScan and LightningScan graphic digi-
tizers, we can scan into our computer
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the latest NASA and space-related pho-
tographs published in our local newspa-
per or favorite space-related magazine.

~ Thanks to the National Space Society,
we can connect to their electronic Bul-
letin Board System via modem by calling
412-366-5208 to get the latest NASA and
other space-related news, or we can
access the NSS on America Online.

Thanks to NASA we can call, via
modem, the NASA Spacelink Bulletin
Board System in Huntsville, Ala., at 205-
895-0028, and download an educational
program that runs on the Apple II.

Thanks to dedicated NASA employ-
ees, we can callup CompuServe’s Space
Forum or GEnie’s Spaceport Roundtable
and access the latest “NASA Headline
News,” get up-to-the-minute status
reports from the Kennedy Space Center,
ask a technical question about Voyager or
read a report about the Soviet version of
the space shuttle, Buran.

Thanks to CompuServe, GEnie and
America Online; to public domain and
shareware mail-order houses such as
Public Domain Exchange and Big Red
Computer Club; and to the Apple I User
Groups located throughout the country,
you can have access to all these materi-
als, too, and much more. The material is
ideal for classroom activities, homework
assignments or personal enlightenment.

There appears to be a high correlation
between interest in computers and inter-
est in the space program. In an effort to
share information with the American pub-
lic, NASA has started making materials
available through the online services that
used to be available only to the press.

To assure that the material is spread as
widely as possible, networks such as
CompuServe suspend their standard
copyrights so NASA can share informa-
tion with people who have not yet
entered the telecommunications age.

NASA materials, being public domain,
can be improved upon by anyone with
the desire and skill. Jim Hirsch, an educa-
tional consultant from Coon Rapids,
Minn., has done an excellent job integrat-
ing NASA informational packets into
HyperStudio. His HyperShuttle stack is a
wonderful example of how HyperStudio
can be used to present educational mate-
rials in a creative, fun-filled environment.

He acquired the NASA Official Press
Packet for the October 1989 flight of the
space shuttle Atlantis. Mission STS-34
successfully launched the interplanetary
Galileo probe on its six-year circuitous
flight to Jupiter.

Upon arrival, part of the Galileo probe
will orbit Jupiter and a smaller package
will travel down through Jupiter’s
atmosphere.

Through the use of digitized sounds
of the takeoff and graphics of the shuttle
and Jupiter, HyperShuttle presents infor-
mation on all aspects of the mission, from
liftoff to speculation on what the probe
will find when it descends into the Jovian
atmosphere.

By the time you read this, HyperStu-
dio 2.1 will be in widespread use. That
version includes a Run Time Module,
which will allow people who don't own
the program to use HyperStudio stacks.
As there will be no licensing fee required
for public domain distribution of self-
booting HyperStudio stacks, we can

expect to see a profusion of many more
NASA and space-related stacks.

Note: Of special interest is a joint
project between the author of this col-
umn (Joe Kobn) and Mr. Hirsch, called
Hyper NASA: 3/90, which provides a
detailed look of one month at NASA,
including all press releases, status
reports, scientific studies and mission
reports issued during March 1990.

Given the amount of NASA and
space-related materials available in the
public domain, and the fact that many
Apple IIGS computers are used in class-
rooms around the country, it is clear that
the IIGS can — and should be — used to
teach the nation’s youth about mankind’s
greatest adventure Ml
