Sweet Creative Chaos

L et's save creativity forever and nourish
and encourage it as a precious national
resource.

Erratum And Other Issues

The last issue of. The Apple IIGS
Buyer's Guide introduced several new
columns and columnists, expanded review
coverage and more editorial pages than ever
before in our two-year history.

Among them: Medley's word-wrap routines
are not limited to a single page, and nowhere
in the program does the user have to enter
information in order to place an object. Our
apologies.

¢ Applied Engineering also wrote to point
out that nowhere in our review of Sonic
Blaster do we make it clear that the software,
hardware and documentation under review
were all prereleased versions. A problem our
reviewer experienced, caused by a short
cable, was cleared up before the product
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began shipping, as were a few last-minute
bugs in the software.

The documentation, as well s the hard-
ware, were all clearly stamped "beta." Never-
theless, we rated Sonic Blaster using our
customary review scale and downgraded the
product — unfairly in this case — for unfin-
ished hardware, software and documenta-
tion.

Both Milliken and Applied Engineering
raise valid concerns regarding our treatment
of beta or prerelease products. In future
issues, our policy is this: We will continue to
look at beta products when they are made
available to us, but only in the new "First
Look" section of the magazine, beginning
with this issue. Also, we will dismiss with the
ratings scale for "First Look" products and will
only rate products that are finished and ship-
ping at the time of the review.

e Addison-Wesley Publishing Co. wrote us
concerning coverage of Wordbench in a chart
comparison of the product within the "Word
Processing On The Apple IIGS" feature.
Although the chart says the product cannot
handle multiple documents on screen, it can,
in fact, display two documents at one time.
The product can also display both footnotes
and end notes.

Many programs written under DOS 3.3
can be transferred to 3.5-inch diskettes while
remaining DOS 3.3 programs. This is possible
through software modifications that allow
DOS 3.3 to recognize and use 3.5-inch disks.

Modified versions of DOS 3.3 are available
from several sources.

One of our favorites comes from Glen Bre-
don, author of ProSel. Glen's version not only
allows DOS 3.3 programs to be run from 3.5-
inch disks, they can be started up from Glen's
ProSel program selector. i

Unfortunately, this won't work with Money
Street. We talked to the programmer who
wrote Money Street and discovered that the
application was written when only 5.25-inch
disks existed. In its quest for speed, the pro-
gram bypasses part of DOS 3.3 to directly
access a 5.25-inch disk and can't be run from
a 3.5-inch disk.

The error message you report does not
point to any obvious fix. An error that implies
a shortage of memory may seem incongruous
in a computer with 10 times as much memory
as the disk the program is on, but the mes-
sage is coming from AppleSoft Basic. Apple-
Soft uses just 48K of memory.

If any reader knows how to contact Rain-
bow, we'll pass the information along to you.

Updating Your Pad

I recently purchased an Apple IIGS
after years of satisfied use with an Apple
II+. I also purchased a Koala Pad for my
II+ years ago.

I am now seeking an adapter that will
allow me to use the old Koala Pad on my
IIGS. If you know where such an adapter
could be purchased, I would greatly
appreciate the information.

I have a TG Products Select-A-Port
with the Koala Pad, two joysticks and
paddles connected to the II+. I would
like to connect the adapter to the Select-
A-Port to allow me to use all of my old
stuff on the IIGS. Is this possible?

You may not need an adapter to use your
Koala Pad or Select-A-Port on your IIGS. In
addition to the 9-pin external game connec-
tor, the TIGS has an old style 16-pin connector
inside its case. The connector is in the center
of the main circuit board on the IIGS, not in
the corner toward the rear of the board — as
on the Ile and II+.

Many IIGS owners report that it's difficult
to use the 16-pin game port on their comput-
ers. When Apple designed the 1IGS, it was
thinking more about reducing RF (radio fre-
quency) interference from the computer than
using the internal game port.

All the openings on the back of the [IGS
are too small for a 16-pin connector to pass
through. However, there is a small slit in the
back of the IIGS' case, near each cover latch,
that will allow a ribbon cable to be slipped
into it while the cover is off the computer.

If the cable on your Select-A-Port is not a
ribbon cable — or is too short to reach the
center of the IIGS motherboard conveniently
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— you may be able to find a 16-pin extension
cable at Radio Shack.

If you would prefer an adapter to allow
your devices to plug into the external 9-pin
game port, adapters are available from sever-
al sources, including the Southern California
Research Group (SCRG), Moorpark, Califor-
nia. The company specializes in game-port
and expansion-slot extenders and adapters.

Icons And Errors

Is there any way a user can create cus-
tom icons like those used by commercial
programs, such as MultiScribe 3.0 or
AppleWorks GS? Also, What is the word
on the pesky 0911 error?

After I installed Applied Engineering's
RamKeeper with two RAM cards, I
couldn't work for more than 45 minutes
before the 0911 showed up. I am now
running two fans, and that seems to
have solved the problem.

In addition, I have found that GS/0S
will not support my favorite printer
driver, ImageWriter.BW. Also, Paintworks
Gold will not run under GS/0S. Can you
get through to Activision?

We are aware of at least four editors that
allow you to create custom icons for the 1IGS
Finder. All of them are shareware, so you
may have to look around a bit to find one.

The best place to start would be local bul-
letin boards or a user group library. If you live
near Washington, D.C., Washington Apple Pl is
a very large user group that is sure to have one
or more icon editors in its library.

All of the national online services should
also have icon editors in their libraries.

The 0911 error pops up when the Apple
Desktop Bus (ADB) controller gets out of sync
with the computer. Some IIGS systems seem to
be more prone to this condition than others.

Adding memory, or other cards that draw
more power and generate more heat, does
seem to exacerbate the problem. Many users
have found that adding a fan to the system
helps prevent ADB errors.

Many of us were disappointed when the
ImageWriter BW printer driver Styleware sup-
plied with MultiScribe GS did not work with
GS/0S. We hated to lose the outstanding
print quality that the driver provided.

ADDRESS

But then we learned that it really wasn't
GS/OS that ImageWriter. BW was incompati-
ble with.

It takes fwo drivers to print. One driver is
for the printer itself, and the other is for the
interface that the printer is connected to.

The problem is that ImageWriter. BW does
not work with the printer-port driver sup-
plied on the GS/OS disk. The printer-port
driver is the file in the SYSTEM/DRIVERS
folder, which is simply named PRINTER.

Here's how we use the ImageWriter. BW
driver with GS/OS. To make it available, we
first re-named the printer-port driver from our
MultiScribe disk PRINTER. BW. Then we
copied both PRINTER.BW and the ImageWrit-
erBW driver to the SYSTEM/DRIVERS folder
on our hard drive.

If you boot from a 3.5-inch disk, copy it to
the same folder on the disk(s) you normally
use to boot GS/OS.

Before we print, we make sure that we
choose the printer and printer port together
in the Choose Printer dialog box. The printer-
port driver named PRINTER goes with the
ImageWriter or ImageWriter.CL printer
drivers, and PRINTER.BW goes with the
ImageWriter BW driver.

Many of Activision's programs have prob-
lems working with GS/OS. Fixes for most of
them should be available by the time you read
this. Activision plans to send a notice to each
registered owner when updates are available.

Even though they are not fully compatible
with GS/OS, most Activision programs,
including Paintworks Gold, can be made to
run satisfactorily under GS/OS. Removing all
AppleTalk files from the GS/OS boot disk is
enough in most cases to allow Paintworks
Gold to run.

Sometimes this isn't enough, and desk
accessories must be removed from the system
before Paintworks Gold will run.

Our copy still crashes occasionally at the
title screen when run under GS/OS. We have
found that if we run it from a program selec-
tor that can purge memory before a program
is launched (such as the new 16-bit version of
ProSel), Paintworks Gold always works.

It is possible Paintworks Gold is sensitive
to where it is located in memory or needs its
memory available in a continuous block
that's not available unless memory is purged.

Music Studio 2.0 is another Activision
product with a fairly simple fix that allows it
to run under GS/OS. Music Studio needs to
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have a MIDI driver present to run, but it
looks for the driver by name. Although the
driver is available under GS/OS, its name is
slightly different.

If you copy the APPLEMIDI driver from the
SYSTEM/DRIVERS folder of the Music Studio
disk to the SYSTEM/DRIVERS folder of your
GS/OS boot disk, Music Studio should run
under GS/OS.

To Protect And Defend

According to your software directory,
Paintworks Plus is not copy protected.
Yet when I tried to copy the disk, I
received an I/0 error.

Then I tried to copy each individual
file. When booting the copy, I was asked
for the master disk. If the program is
copyable, Where did I go wrong? If not,
please update your software directory.

What's happening here is that Activision
originally copy protected all of its IIGS soft-
ware. Later it changed its policy and removed
all protection from productivity software,
including Paintworks Plus.

The type of copy protection used by Activi-
sion was the key disk system. The disk itself
was made so the errors you received trying to
copy it were part of the protection scheme.

You could copy the files to another disk or
hard drive. When it was time to run the pro-
gram, however, it would ask you to put the
original disk in the drive to verify that you
really owned the program.

Although the key disk system is one of the
less objectionable methods of copy protec-
tion, it's still a nuisance. If you would like to
upgrade to an unprotected version, Activision
has a special address for this.

Part of what is required for the update is
the product number from the back cover of
your manual.

We managed to stump Activision's tech
support when we mentioned that some of its
software originally requested this number be
sent in with the registration. Owners who
complied with these instructions will not be
able to provide the number again.

If you fall into this category, contact
Activision for the proper procedure. Other-
wise, cut out the product number from the
back cover of the manual and send it, along

with $14.50, to Paintworks Upgrade, PO Box
8123, San Francisco, California 94128.

You can upgrade to a non-copy protected
version of Draw Plus or Writer's Choice Elite
by using the same procedure. Just substitute
the product name you are upgrading for
Paintworks and contact the same address.

Click And Shout

I have the Finder Version 1.1. I would
like to know why whenever I am using
it, the 5.25-inch disk drive connected to
the disk drive port (slot 6) blinks on and
off. At the same time, there is an annoy-
ing clicking sound.

What you are experiencing is a more or
less normal part of the Finder's operation. To
determine whether a disk has been inserted
or removed, the Finder periodically checks
the drives.

An Apple 3.5 drive can be checked for a
disk without activating the drive. A UniDisk
3.5 must be briefly activated to determine
whether a disk is in the drive. When the drive
is activated, the light on the drive will blink.

Under all versions of the Finder, there are
separate icons for a 5.25-inch drive and for
any disk in the drive. The extra icon for the
drive exists because a 5.25-inch drive doesn't
have the circuitry to check for the presence
of a disk.

If a disk is inserted into a 5.25-inch drive,
you have to click on the drive's icon before the
drive activates to generate an icon for the disk.

Although it is possible your drive has the
circuitry necessary to check for the presence
of a disk, we are not aware of any 5.25-inch
drives so equipped. We believe it's likely your
drive is responding to the computer's drive
polling signal by briefly activating.

Nevertheless, the drive is incapable of
responding to the signal by signaling the
presence or absence of a disk.

Different IIGS systems respond to the drive
polling in various ways. We have heard some
computers click loudly, while others remain
dead silent. The clicking noise has been
attributed to the IIGS' speaker and the switch-
ing power supply.

We can't tell you with any certainty which
one might be generating the noise. But we
can assure you that the noise is generally

harmless to the computer (if not your sanity)
and does not signal an imminent failure.

Compatible Apples

I would like to know if there is any
way I can make my Macintosh compati-
ble with my IIGS. Neither accepts the
other's programs.

There are a few things you can do to make
the Macintosh and IIGS get along, but all of
them are limited in one way or the other.
There are simply too many differences in the
design of each computer, including different
MiCroprocessors.

Still, it's not too difficult to exchange data
between the two machines. The latest version
of the Macintosh system software includes a
program called Apple File Exchange that will
allow a Macintosh to read and write 3.5-inch
ProDOS disks.

You may want to investigate a program for
the Macintosh called I In A Mac (Computer
Applications, Inc., Raleigh, North Carolina)
that allows a Mac to emulate an Apple Ile and
run many Ile programs. The trade-off here
will be speed.

Because of the overhead and inefficiencies
of emulation, programs running under I In A
Mac will be much slower than a Ile in execut-
ing Apple II software. Because it imitates only
alle, IT In A Mac cannot run any software
written specifically for the IIGS.

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A chess game is easy to recommend,
because there is only one that is specifically
for the IIGS. The Fidelity Chessmaster 2100
from The Software Toolworks (Sherman
Qaks, California) is the only one now.

The program plays a good game of chess
and takes advantage of the IIGS' graphics.
The first release of the program occasionally
made iliegal moves, but the most recent ver-
sion seems to-have resolved this problem.

There's another chess game on the horizon
that may be interesting. Battle Chess, original-
ly developed for the Amiga, is intriguing
because it uses animation and sound.

We saw Battle Chess demonstrated on an
Amiga on the "Computer Chronicles" show
on Public Television. When one knight cap-
tures another, it walks up to the knight being
captured and engages in a battle that is right
out of "Monty Python and the Holy Grail."

It's great fun to see this in a demonstration,
but the on-screen skirmishes may get old
after a few games. The "extras" may interfere
with actual game play.

As for fax and telex, it will take a combina-
tion of hardware and software to handle the
job. The hardware will have to receive signals
that are not the same as a regular modem,
and the software will need to interpret what
is received.

Apple has introduced the AppleFax
Modem for the Macintosh, but the company
has no software to allow any of the Apple II
systems to use it. Perhaps this is because the
Apple IT is no longer perceived as a business
computer by Apple.

There's nothing to stop an interested third-
party developer from developing this soft-
ware, however.

Lowdown On Spreadsheets

I am interested in purchasing a
spreadsheet product for my HGS. Could I
get some information on the top IIGS
spreadsheets currently available?

We know of three spreadsheets that can
take advantage of the [IGS' features. One of
them is the spreadsheet module in 8-bit
AppleWorks (a.k.a., "AppleWorks classic").

While the module can use the extra memory
of the IIGS for larger spreadsheets, it cannot
really take advantage of any other features.

The AppleWorks spreadsheet is a nice
medium-powered spreadsheet, for which there
are lots of templates and some nice enhance-
ments in the Beagle Bros. TimeOut series.

Another product that is IIGS-specific is the
spreadsheet module within AppleWorks GS.
The AppleWorks GS spreadsheet has almost
all of the features of AppleWorks classic and
adds several useful new ones, including loga-
rithms, trigonometry and time functions.

It also uses the super-high-resolution IIGS
desktop, thereby giving it formatting and dis-
play options unavailable in a text-based pro-
gram. The desktop also makes it slower than
AppleWorks classic.

The AppleWorks GS spreadsheet can
import AppleWorks classic spreadsheets, so
most of that vast library of templates should
be available to it.

One drawback to AppleWorks GS is that it is
rather poor at memory management. Empty
spreadsheet cells take up memory in Apple-
Works G$, but not in AppleWorks classic.

AppleWorks GS spreadsheets require two
or more times the memory of AppleWorks
classic spreadsheets, even without the empty
cells requiring memory.

When all is taken into account, a modestly
sized AppleWorks classic spreadsheet run
under AppleWorks GS can take up so much
memory that it fails to load and locks up the
computer.

The third spreadsheet, VIP Professional, is
different in that it is Lotus 1-2-3 compatible.
This means there's an even larger library of
templates for VIP.

VIP is a controversial spreadsheet, though.
Some users regard it as a wonderful tool; oth-
ers complain of bugs. If you have one foot in
the MS-DOS world, VIP is the choice —
because of its Lotus compatibility.

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A Potpourri Of Creativity Tools

Frequently, an educa-
tor depends upon a
computer to reinforce
basic math and verbal
skills, or seeks its
assistance as a reme-
dial teaching device.
When a computer is used for such tasks, little
emphasis is placed on creativity. Children are
expected to learn the information as quickly
as possible.

In this issue, we examine three IIGS prod-
ucts that facilitate the creative process. Two

of the products foster creativity in young chil-

dren. The third is an authoring system that
promotes creativity among teachers.

The Oxford American Dictionary defines
creativity as having the ability to bring things
into existence; showing imagination and orig-
inality, as well as routine skill.

For a computer to function as a truly cre-
ative support tool, it should perform transpar-
ently in the background, like a calculator.
The Learning Company's Writing & Publish-
ing Center, LEGO System's Lego TC Logo,
and Techware Corporation's Tutor-Tech all
promote use of the imagination and inventive
thinking, Traditional drill and practice soft-
ware does not.

TCW&PC. At last there's a relatively sophis-
ticated desktop publisher that's so easy to use
even young children (ages 8 and up) will enjoy
putting their thoughts on paper: The Children's
Writing & Publishing Center. (For an in-depth
review of this product, see the Spring 1989
issue of The Apple IIGS Buyer's Guide.)

TCW&PC combines word processing, page-

“layout and graphics capabilities. With the prod-
uct, youngsters can produce illustrated book
reports, research papers and class newsletters.

Children find word processors useful
because they take the tedium out of writing.
With a word processor, kids no longer have
to rewrite drafts when they edit mistakes.

Once the text is saved to disk, it's simple to
call up a file and make corrections. Instead of
focusing their energies on writing neatly, chil-
dren can concentrate on story details.

The computer consistently prints out a
neat product. Because corrections can be
done in a shorter period than it would take to
rewrite a draft by hand, youngsters can use
the extra time to relax and be creative.

o
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Forget programming. Using the mouse and
a creative imagination, botb students and
teachers can write and run their own
Tutor-Techb courseware.

If an important learning objective is to pro-
mote language-arts skills, then TCW&PC goes
one step farther. It gives youngsters the tools
to enhance the written word. These tools
include mutltiple fonts, type sizes, type styles,
headings and clip art.

TCW&PC also allows multicolumn printing
(two columns maximum). With an appropri-
ate color ribbon, the program even lets kids
generate hard copy in color.

TCW&PC eliminates the boredom many
children experience when writing. The rea-
son: It includes more than just a simplified
word processor.

In addition to Delete, Cut and Paste func-
tions for effortless corrections, would-be
publishers can embellish their text by insert-
ing pictures. The capability to mix text and -
graphics on a page makes writing more fun.

Other desktop publishing products may be
useful in this regard. The Print Shop IIGS,
however, does not leave much room on a
page for printed words, and the page-layout
options are limited.

An instructor may find TCW&PC useful as
a starting point for a group writing project.
There's nothing like a team effort to spark the
imaginations of a room full of enterprising
and energetic youngsters! TCW&PC can't
teach students to be creative, but it will make
them more willing to experiment, while
developing their basic writing skills.

Lego TC Logo. Many observers comment
on the similarities between Lego building
bricks and the Logo programming language.
Aside from almost identical sounding names,
they both let children build things they care
about, leaving lots of opportunity for creativi-
ty and exploration.

Both the building bricks and the program-
ming language help develop ingenuity and
thinking skills in young children.

With Lego TC Logo, youngsters can con-
struct models out of Lego blocks, connect the
models to an interface box hooked up to an
Apple 11, and issue Logo commands to con-
trol the movements of their Lego inventions.

When children "play” with Lego TC Logo,
they learn math, science, physics and engi-
neering. In the process of turning motors on
and off, reversing motor direction, and exper-
imenting with light and touch sensors, con-
cepts such as fractions, torque, calibration,
measurement, distance, rate and time
become almost second nature.

Telling children why it's sometimes neces-
sary to shift a car into second gear to make
the car climb a steep hill teaches a fact with-
out context. But assign students the task of
building a car strong enough to reach the top
of a sheer incline, and in no time they'll be
experimenting with gears and gear ratios.

If you give students control over their envi-
ronment, they'll learn lessons they will never
forget.

The Lego TC Logo starter pack comes with
its own interface box, a card for installation in
slot 3 of an Apple IIGS or Ile, software,
cables, one optosensor (sensitive to light),
two touch sensors, a counting wheel and suf-
ficient building components to fashion seven
different projects.

The package also includes several well-
written student guide books, complete with
project ideas, and a reference guide with
explanations and examples of all the Lego TC
Logo commands. Also included is a Quick
Reference Guide with a summary of the most
frequently used commands.

Students may construct traffic lights that
flash green, yellow and red at timed intervals; a
motorized car; a conveyor belt; a washing
machine (simulating both the wash and spin
cycles); start/stop gates; a merry-go-round; and
a turtle. There are enough blocks to build only
one working model at a time, however.

Because Lego TC Logo uses a variation of
the LogoWriter programming language, a
teacher may use the product as an exercise in
Logo programming. Several special com-
mands have been added to enable a comput-
er to "talk" to the ports on the interface box.

and drawing directly on a "page," or screen.
Pages are linked to other pages by adding
"targets," or buttons.

A toolbox, which runs down the left side
of the screen, includes tools for drawing
lines, ovals, boxes and freehand. Teachers
can draw hollow ovals and boxes or fill
shapes with colors and patterns. There are
tools for adding targets, selecting objects and
inserting text. Text may appear on a page in
one of four different fonts.

As a teacher builds lessons, he or she may
add motivational and remedial pages. The for-
mer offers positive reinforcement for questions
answered correctly. The latter makes it possi-
ble to ask follow-up questions, which will not
affect a student's score. When a lesson is com-
plete, it can be saved onto a student's disk,
where it may be run but not modified.

The program features a host of sophisticated
design tools, but it is relatively simple to
learn. Although an educator with a limited
software budget might find the price a bit
steep, the program will more than pay for
itself if it is used regularly.

The IIGS offers plenty of opportunity for
creativity, and each "construction set"
reviewed here enables users to have fun. So
take a chance; spend some time experiment-
ing. You'll be amazed at what you can pro-
duce with a minimum of effort. B

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Taming The Graphics Conversion Blues

Do any of these sce-
narios sound familiar?
While working on
your new IIGS-specific
desktop publishing
program, you realize
that the picture you
had planned to use to illustrate an article is
in double-high-resolution. You can't load it
because your new program only recognizes
super-high-resolution.

Before you switched to a IIGS, you used
the Newsroom or The Print Shop to fulfill all
your desktop publishing needs. Now you
wish you could use all those clip art disks
with your IIGS-specific programs.

You have access to a Macintosh and would
really like to see some of the same clip art
available for your IIGS.

A friend in another city has a Commodore
128. She wants to send you some pictures via
modem, but it won't do much good because
your IIGS can't display them.

Don't Despair. There are special pro-
grams that make it easy to convert your
images from one resolution or file type to
another. It is even possible to convert images
from one computer type to another.

The Graphic Exchange from Roger Wagner
Publishing, Inc. offers an incredible number of
choices for Apple-specific conversions. The
system requirement is an Apple IIGS with 512K
memory. If you want to convert MacPaint
graphics, you will need 768K. The program is
on a 3.5-inch disk and is not copy protected.

The interface for The Graphic Exchange is
non-standard, but easy to master. Merely use
the mouse or cursor keys to highlight an
option, then press Return.

The left side of the main screen offers
options such as Display Graphic, Standard
Transfer, Scaled Transfer, Full Screen Transfer,
Exchange Black and White, Clear Graphic,
Restore Standard Palette, Set Background
Color, Slide Show and Create Data Disk.

After selecting one of the options, the main
screen lists all the resolution modes and pic-
ture types that can be loaded. These choices
cover the full spectrum of resolution modes
that can be created on a IIGS, such as low-res-
olution, high-resolution, double-high-resolu-
tion and super-high-resolution. If that weren't
enough, Print Shop graphics in monochrome

board — can be imported and exported to other programs.

or color, Newsroom clip art or photos, and
MacPaint images are also supported.

Any of the picture types listed can be
turned into any other picture type. Even
though some of the conversions may not be
visually acceptable, it is better to have the
capability to at least try to make the conver-
sions than to have limited options.

After conversion, it is also possible to save
a picture in any of the resolution modes or
file types that the program supports.

It is necessary to transfer Print Shop graph-
ics to an intermediary disk. This is the reason
for the Create a Data Disk option in the Main
menu. The Create a Disk option does not for-
mat a disk. Instead it alters a formatted disk
to enable it to receive either monochrome
Print Shop graphics, Newsroom clip art or
Newsroom photo files. The intermediary disk
for Print Shop GS is a standard ProDOS
formatted disk.

A minor inconvenience is that The Graphic
Exchange will not load all super-high-resolu-
tion file types. It is capable of saving both
packed and unpacked super-high-resolution
pictures in a wide variety of file types. It seems

odd that the load option is not as versatile.

A nice touch is the slide show option.
Merely select a picture type and a volume
or subdirectory and The Graphic Exchange
will automatically load and display ali of the
pictures that match the file type specified.
This is an easy way to view the contents of
a disk.

Creative Conversions. If you find all the
options of The Graphic Exchange overwhelm-
ing, then Graphics And Pictures Converter
(GAP) from Big Red Computer Club might be
an excellent alternative. The program is not
copy protected and comes on a 5.25-inch disk.
This program runs on 128K Apple II series
computers, but only supports super-high-reso-
lution conversions on the IGS.

GAP will convert Print Shop graphics to
high-resolution, double-high-resolution and
super-high-resolution. It can also convert
between high-resolution and double-high-
resolution pictures. In addition, double-high-
resolution pictures can be converted to
super-high-resolution.

Here, too, Print Shop graphics must be
moved to an intermediary disk.

The Big Red Computer Club offers anoth-
er conversion program, PS Lovers' Utility
Set, which can be used to convert Print Shop
borders, patterns and graphics. The conver-
sion program is not copy protected and comes
on a 3.5-inch disk. It can also convert Print
Shop G$ graphics to super-high-resolution.

ComputerEyes. We extended our search
for conversion programs to include the Sys-
tem Software disk that comes with Comput-
erEyes GS. The program is usually used in
conjunction with the ComputerEyes digitizer
to capture video images.

It is possible to load a wide variety of file
types into this program and convert them to
other forms without using the ComputerEyes
digitizer, though the program will not run
without the ComputerEyes board installed.
ComputerEyes System Software is not copy
protected and comes on a 3.5-inch disk.

The program'’s file card interface is similar
to the AppleWorks interface and is equally
easy to use.

The ComputerEyes program decides first
which conversions are appropriate. Not all
conversions are supported by a direct route.
Basically, it is possible to convert among high-
resolution, double-high-resolution, super-
high-resolution and Print Shop graphics.

After a picture is loaded, brightness, con-
trast and color can be altered. The image can
also be converted to high contrast, mirrored,
inverted, scrolled, reduced and enlarged.
Even without using ComputerEyes to capture
video images, the System Software displays
powerful features.

Shareware Sources. SHRConvert 2.1 by
Jason Harper is a shareware program that can
be downloaded from a network such as Com-
puserve or The Source. The program will
help you convert pictures that were created
on another computer system into super-high-
resolution pictures.

SHRConvert's interface with pull-down
menus follows Apple's Human Interface
guidelines and is easy to use. There is also
extensive online help that lists information
about the file types that the program supports
and offers suggestions for downloading files.

SHRConvert 2.1 can convert pictures creat-
ed on Atari ST, Commodore 64/128 or Macin-
tosh computers. It can also convert universal
file types such as GIF (Graphics Interchange
Format) or RLE (Run Length Encoded).

Not only were we able to convert files that
had been received through a modem, but we
were also able to use a Mac [l and Apple's
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File Transfer Utility to transfer a MacPaint file
to a ProDOS disk, then use SHRConvert to
convert the file into an ultra-high-resolution
picture, a [IGS image with 640 by 200 pixels.

SHRConvert can transfer high-resolution,
double-high-resolution and Print Shop images
to super-high-resolution. There are no provi-
sions to convert super-high-resolution to high-
resolution or double-high-resolution, though.

Conversions from a low-resolution type to
a high-resolution type will almost always be
accurate in color and image quality. Conver-
sions going the other direction will usually
produce inferior results. Increasing the con-
trast in the original image can sometimes
improve the results, regardless of the direc-
tion of the conversion.

In spite of the kind of conversion that you
might need, there is probably a program
available that can accomplish the task. l

This innocuous little
siticon resident on
your IIGS' mother-
board is capable of an astounding range of
sound-related functions, from duplicating
the old Apple I "beep" to recreating an
orchestral performance. With the right soft-
ware, the Ensoniq chip can even speak
English clearly.

With additional hardware, the Ensoniq is
capable of digitally recording sounds from
the outside world, 4 process called digitizing.
These sounds can be stored on disk and later
modified and played back.

The IIGS houses enormous potential in
the field of music processing, and there is no
purer form of creativity than music.

Music Explored

What is the best program for doing music
on the IIGS? This frequently asked question is
too ambiguous for a single, definitive answer.
First, we must determine what is meant by
"doing music."

There are several definitions of music, dif-
ferent aspects that need to be addressed. You
might want to use the IIGS as a performance
tool; as an accompanist to a soloist, to mimic
one or more instruments in a band or to syn-
thesize an entire band.

You might want to compose music and
print a musical score and the individual
instrumental parts. Or you might want to play
music on an electronic instrument and have
the IIGS record the performance for later
playback, modification or printout.

And, of course, the IIGS makes an excel-
lent educational tool if you wish to learn
about any or all of the above!

Several programs address these capabili-
ties in different ways. We'll look at some of
them, in sections devoted to each music spe-
cialty. Note that some packages appear in
more than one section.

The Computer As A Performer

Within the performance category are pack-
ages that use the IIGS as an accompanist to a-
live player, as a playback machine or as one
or more instruments in a band. ,

Instant Music. This program from Elec-
tronic Arts is a unique, low-cost package for
composing music for playback. Eschewing
the traditional notes-and-lines method of dis-
playing music, Instant Music arranges infor-
mation in a visual painted-on form.

Instant Music plays music continuously in
a loop, repeating from the beginning when
the end of a song is reached. While a song is
playing, you can "jam" using the mouse.
Using the mouse to select one of the four
instruments being played causes the selected
instrument to cease playing, except at your
command.

Pressing the mouse button during "jam"
causes the instrument to play a computer-gen-
erated pattern, Vertical movement of the mouse
selects high and low notes. The program sup-
plies the notes, assuring that the notes played
are within the guidelines of the current chord.

The Speaker Story

Let's face it: That tiny speaker built
into the IIGS is not up to the task of pro-
ducing high-quality sound.

To take advantage of the IIGS' sound
capability, you must attach external speak-
ers. Bose RoomMate speakers are Apple's
speakers of choice, and they are a fine
product. But lower-cost amplified speak-
ers are available that will do the job.

Speakers with volume controls will
cost more than speakers without, but it
may be a worthwhile investment.

The IIGS can hook into almost any
existing stereo amplifier and use its
attached speakers; all it takes is the right
cable. The IIGS has a Walkman-type plug
in the back. You'll need a patch cord to
connect that plug to the RCA-type phono
plugs used by most home stereo systems.

If you don't have a stereo card in your
IIGS, we recommend that you get a patch
cord with a stereo plug on the Walkman
end. This costs a little more than the
mono kind, but it guarantees output on
two lines.

This way, you can use both channels of
a stereo amp. Also, when you add a stereo
card later, you're already wired for it!
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Pyware Instrument Designer: Watch for a review of this brand new

music product, from the maker of Pyware Music Writer, in the next
issue of The Apple IIGS Buyer's Guide.

Instant Music assures you of perfect per-
formances; it is not possible to play a "wrong"
note, While this concept makes good music
easy to play, it limits your creative input to
selecting high or low notes.

Still, Instant Music is a fun package, and a
variety of songs are available for it. Two sup-
plementary song disks, Hot and Cool Jazz
and It's Only Rock and Roll, include songs
that sample music styles from several eras.

One of Instant Music's more interesting
applications is as a backup band. A particular
selection or chord progression can be set to
play continuously, and you can pick up your
"ax" and really jam. Here's where Instant
Music does bring out your creative side.

Instant Music is copy protected, but it can
be installed on a hard disk. The key disk
method is used to confirm the presence of
the original disk during start-up.

The Music Studio. This powerful, multi-
purpose program effectively exploits the
IIGS' hardware capabilities. The Ensoniq
sound chip can simultaneously produce 15
independent voices, and The Music Studio
can assign a different instrument to each
voice. Chords can contain up to 15 notes in
any combination of the 15 instruments.

Four sets of 15 instruments, or voices, are
included in the program, allowing songs to
be played with sounds ranging from a sym-
phony orchestra to a rock band.

A separate disk with additional songs and
other support files is included. In addition,
scores of user-contributed songs are available
from public domain sources, such as com-
mercial online networks and local user group

libraries. (Activision, Inc. runs a bulletin-
board system and has dozens of songs that
can be downloaded for the cost of a tele-
phone call. The number is 415-329-7684.)

Its user-supported growth capability is one
of the program's greatest strengths. Over
time, it grows!

The Music Studio uses different colors to
represent notes played by different instru-
ments. The intuitive display scrolls by in real
time as the music plays, and you get a feel for
how the look of the music relates to its sound.

A Paintbox mode, similar to the display in
Instant Music, is also.available. The program can
display any composition in either the Paintbox
mode or on the normal notes-and-staff screen.

You can modify the instruments provided
or design the instruments to be used in the
program. Some high-quality digitized instru-
ments are included. They can be used in
place of the multiple instrument sets.

The Music Studio plays music through up
to 16 separate channels. The Musical Instru-
ment Digital Interface (MIDI) parameters can
be modified to support any MIDI instrument
combination.

Up to three lines of lyrics can be added to
songs, placed under the notes they match.
As the notes scroll past on screen, the lyrics
move with them.

Each instrument in The Music Studio can
be assigned to one of four separate tracks.
The tracks can be turned on or off, and only
active tracks will be displayed and played.
This technique, which allows you to view
selected instruments, is useful for pieces that
involve lots of notes in a small area.

Jam Options Sounds

Music Construction Set: One of the first IIGS musical programs, and

among the easiest to use.

An instrument or combination of instru-
ments can be isolated and played separately
from the others, which is a good analysis and
editing aid.

Music Construction Set. The IIGS ver-
sion of this classic application costs less than
The Music Studio and is similar in function,
but its capabilities are less. For instance,
Music Construction Set (MCS) can only play
two instruments at a time, though it can pro-
duce chords of up to 15 notes. MCS is easier
to use than The Music Studio, however.

The instruments that come with the MCS
are diverse and, for the most part, faithful to
the instruments they portray. Included on the
disk is a composition entitled "Leroy," featur-
ing a banjo accompanied by a synthesizer.
The song illustrates well the excellent sound
produced by this program.

Like The Music Studio, MCS has a large
number of user-contributed, public domain
song files. Unlike The Music Studio, MCS
comes on a copy protected disk and cannot
be installed on a hard disk. The program also
has no Quit command, so your computer has
to be re-booted after each MCS session.

Diversi-Tune. In a class by itself, this pro-
gram is designed to accept real-time MIDI
input and play it back faithfully. Not being
locked into particular tempos or sampling
rates allows the feel of a live performance
to come through in Playback mode.

More song disks are available for Diversi-
Tune than any other package. These disks,
available separately from the vendor, focus
on various music styles; one disk is full of
sing-along Christmas carols, another has

Jewish songs. Other disks offer folk songs,
patriotic songs, gospel songs and more.

The actual program disk includes samples
from all the other song disks. Several Diversi-
Tune songs are available in the public domain.

The most noteworthy of the commercial
song disks is the one recorded live at the 1988
Boston AppleFest by jazz pianist Nathen Page.
Ostensibly the first live performance ever
recorded on a diskette, this collection of songs
really shines. You almost believe that Mr. Page
is in the room, performing for you alone.

Diversi-Tune will make you wish you had
a pair of IIGS computers — one for playing
music; another for everything else. The pro-
gram is that good.

Diversi-Tune allows the real-time display
of song lyrics, complete with a Mitch Miller-
type bouncing ball to lead you through the
words. This feature provides some fun times
at family sing-alongs, especially during holi-
day seasons.

True to its name, Diversi-Tune's capabili-
ties are truly diverse. You can select the way
that music is displayed on screen; lyrics can
be displayed in two font sizes, or a piano
keyboard can be called up to show which
keys are hit and even how hard.

If you are a die-hard number cruncher, you
can watch actual MIDI values scroll by in real
time. The program can even mimic a piano
roll as a song plays, giving the impression
that a player piano is at work.

Music Writer. This powerful composer's
tool is not really designed to facilitate play-
back. Yet a separately available disk, the
Pyware Instrument Designer, allows you to

create instrument sounds. You can even
import sounds from digitizing sampler cards
into Music Writer to enhance the program's
performance capability.

The Computer As

A Recording Studio

Through a MID! interface (see separate MIDI
feature, this issue), the IIGS is capable of inter-
facing with the outside music world. One inter-
face is available from Apple Computer, Inc;;
others are available from third-party sources.

Thanks to the MIDI standard, the [IGS can
send information to MIDI instruments, con-
trol the music emanating from electronic
keyboards and use high-fidelity instrument
sounds. Conversely, the IIGS can "listen" to
such instruments and record music informa-
tion for later playback and processing.

The Music Studio. A versatile MIDI pack-
age, The Music Studio is able to process incom-
ing and outgoing MID! information, opening
many creative doors. For example, a pianist
can perform on a MIDI-compatible keyboard,
and The Music Studio will record the music
and display it as notes on a staff. If desired, the
display can be saved, edited and printed.

The music can be played back through the
[IGS' sound port or to a MIDI instrument.
Music created for one instrument can even be
transformed to another instrument! Through
MIDI, a guitarist can create piano music or a
keyboard artist can play a trumpet.

Music Writer. This program is not a MIDI
sequencer per se; that is, it's not specifically
intended for driving an external MIDI key-
board. Music Writer is oriented toward
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composition, not performance. It will record
live MIDI input, however, which can be con-
verted to notes displayed on a staff and pro-
cessed into professional-quality sheet music.

Music Writer, from Pygraphics Corp., will
play compositions using its own digitized
instruments or through a MIDI instrument,
‘which is not its strength or purpose. The fea-
ture is mainly a convenience to composers.

The program can be enhanced by a sepa-
rately available disk, the Pyware MIDI Trans-
lator. This utility converts files from Music
Writer's format to and from Apple standard
MIDI files, so your compositions can be
played by a MIDI sequencing program using
MIDI instruments.

Diversi-Tune. Diversi-Tune is a flexible
MIDI recording studio in its own right. The
control display resembles a tape recorder, with
Rewind and Fast Forward as well as Tempo
controls. Diversi-Tune functions as a sound-
on-sound recorder, allowing one track to be
recorded over another with no loss of fidelity.

Up to 32 different tracks can be managed
at a time and mixed and played back as
desired. Unlike most MIDI processors,
Diversi-Tune does not lock you into a certain
tempo, quantizing notes to fit the computer's
precise timing. With Diversi-Tune, your cre-
ativity shows through.

Diversi-Tune does not use Apple's stan-
dard interface, offering its own graphics dis-
play as a replacement. It takes a little time to
get used to the display, but it is very intuitive
for a musician.

Diversi-Tune can combine its recording
and lyric display capabilities, which are very
unique. With the program, you can add visi-
ble lyrics — and the bouncing ball — to
existing recordings imported from compact
discs or other media. The results can be
recorded onto videotape to create real-time
video recordings of your songs and lyrics.

Master Tracks Jr. This program is a pow-
erful, 64-track professional MIDI recording
studio. It is the only package we looked at that
requires a MIDI interface. Then again, MIDI
recording and sequencing are its purpose.

Master Tracks Jr. is similar to a high-powered
tape recorder, but it can do things its analog coun-
terpart cannot. For instance, once music is record-
ed, it can be edited discretely — one track at a time
— to correct errors, alter timing or make desired
changes. Editing is done with the full Cut, Copy
and Paste capabilities of other IIGS programs.

Tracks can be mixed to create full compo-
sitions. Tracks can also be viewed together

as they play. Markers can be set for recall of
individual locations within the music for later
analysis or modification.

Changing position in the music is done
the same way as it is on a tape deck. Fast For-
ward, Rewind and other tape-deck controls
are displayed and function just like their real-
world counterparts. Pause and Record con-

trols are available, too, and detailed timing
markers display position accurately.
Individual tracks can be set to loop, mean-
ing they play over and over as the other
tracks continue. This function allows a back-
ground pattern to be entered once and
played continuously, aligned with the rest of
the music. Up to 16 tracks can be recorded

simultaneously. Once in memory, up to 64
tracks can be displayed and individually
modified, played back or looped.

The recording, editing and mixing capabil-
ities of Master Tracks Jr. make it a powerful
studio package.

The Computer As

A Composition Tool

A composer can use a computer to handle
the tedious tasks involved with creating a
musical piece, from accurate and clear place-
ment of notes to drawing of the staves to
actually creating the printed output to be
used by live performers.

The composer can use the IIGS' playback
capability to hear what a composition will
sound like before it is played by an orches-
tra. Sheet music is generated only after the
music reaches the state desired by the com-
poser. As a result, errors are corrected
before they are printed.

The Music Studio. This program is a
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good platform for composing music, espe-
cially pieces involving multiple instruments.
Playback gives a realistic performance of a
composition still in progress.

The mouse is used to place notes on a
staff and to make other selections — measure
bars, rests, different instruments and so on.
Most common symbols and notations are
available, but not all, by any means. The
Music Studio is a fine package for writing
short compositions. but it's not a tool for cre-
ating full symphonies.

Composers will like the program's power-
ful editing commands. including Cut and
Paste, Copy, Move. Insert, Change Instru-
ments, Transposition and more.

Any song can be printed out, but only in the
form of a complete score. The printout matches
what is displayed. but does not print in color.
Printout of individual parts is not available.

Music Construction Set. MCS' composi-
tion capabilities are similar to those of The
Music Studio. Again. vou are confined to

using only two instruments. The mouse is
used to place notes and symbols on a staff,
and editing functions, such as Cut, Copy and
Paste, are available through menu items.
MCS has some features that The Music
Studio doesn't have. For instance, it is possible
to overlay notes from one measure on top of
another, thereby merging the notes into one
combined measure. Also, notes from one mea-
sure can directly replace the notes in another.
Music can only be printed out as a score.
Music Writer. This program is a composer's
dream come true. Gone are the days of poring
over lined paper, drawing and correcting notes
by hand. Now the computer does the detail
work, and the composer is free to create.
Music Writer is a professional-level com-
poser's tool. Every conceivable notation and
symbol that can appear on sheet music is
available, and music can be printed out as a
full conductor's score or in individual parts.
The program is available in three different
editions, varying in price but not in operating
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features. The only difference is the number of
staves that can be used at a time. The Home
Version accommodates three staves; the Spe-
cial Edition, six; the Professional Edition, 32.
Rehearsal markers; multimeasure rests; for-
matas; all the dynamics, articulations and tem-
pos; and every possible clef and grouping
symbol are present in the software. Groups of
eighth (and shorter) notes can be combined
into "beamed" sets. Tuples are not limited to
triplets, but can be quintuplets, hexadecatu-
plets or whatever you need. In short, Music
Writer permits the use of practically every
known music symbol, marking and notation.
Lyrics and text notes can be placed any-
‘where the composer desires. An entire com-
position or any selected portion can be
transposed from one key to another, even
from a major key to a different minor key.
Music Writer is unbelievably flexible. You
are not locked into putting certain symbols
only in certain places. With Music Writer, you
make the music look like you want it to look.
Nothing is left out. This package is the pre-
mier composing tool for the Apple IIGS.

The Computer As An Educator

Because the Apple IIGS is so perfectly
suited to education, the needs of the music
student are well served. Let's take a look at
the available software.

Music Studio. One of our favorite applica-
tions for this program is using it to turn the
computer into an accompanist for a live per-
formance. The IIGS plays accompaniment
perfectly and is usually available on shorter
notice than a human accompanist.

The Music Studio is an excellent practice
tool for a student working on a contest solo.
Able to play selected passages repeatedly
and at varying tempos, the program's versatil-
ity turns the IIGS into a "teacher" that can be
molded to fit the student's needs.

The program's compositional capability
lets the student hear how combinations of
notes sound, which encourages the student
to use his or her creativity ability.

Music Construction Set. MCS has the
same capabilities as The Music Studio in this
regard, though with reduced instrument sets.

Music Writer. A superb compositional
package, Music Writer includes a separate
5.25-inch disk and manual, which combined
form a tutorial on basic music theory. This
is a commendable addition to a powerful
package.

Instant Music. Despite its non-standard
musical display, Instant Music is quite an
educational tool for beginners and intermedi-
ate musicians alike. The supplementary
music disks, Hot and Cool Jazz and It's Only
Rock and Roll, come with booklets describ-
ing the theories behind the various chord
progressions in the included songs.

Reading the manuals and playing the
songs is a music theory education in itself.

Electronic Courseware Systems. FCS
markets a series of music educational soft-
ware for the entire Apple Il line. The pro-
grams also work on the Apple IIGS, but the
IIGS' speed must be set to Normal via the

Control Panel before beginning the music
lessons.

The lessons come on several 5.25-inch
disks, and each disk must be booted separate-
ly. Each lesson leads a student through a series
of musical demonstrations and tests, providing
a quantitative score at the end of each test.

The ECS system is designed to be used in
a classroom environment. Each disk tracks
each student's progress by using 2 name and
password scheme. An instructor can monitor
the progress of each student.

We believe that the ECS software offers a
fine programmed lesson plan for beginning
musicians. One possible drawback: ECS uses a

Try $433 for a music
and sound system that a few years ago
couldn't be had at any price.

Amazing Stories

We were pleasantly surprised to find the
state of IIGS music software so sound (no
pun intended). All the packages we looked at
worked well in their own specialties, and
some excelled in several areas.

The only red flag we noted with several pro-
grams involves copy protection schemes and
hard disk incompatibilities. Like most IIGS
users, we prefer software that is not copy pro-
tected and full hard disk compatibility.

Still, you must be aware of the capabilities
of any music software you are considering for
purchase. The Music Studio is our all-around
favorite, for handling so much so well and for
the tremendous volume of user-contributed
music available for .

For the composer, Music Writer is by far the
most capable and the most powerful applica-
tion. Every possible musical nuance is avail-
able, and the printout flexibility is unmatched
by any other program. Beethoven and Mozart
would have been thrilled to have this package.

For the professional performer who needs
a multitrack MIDI recorder and mixer, Master
Tracks Jr. fits the bill.

(Editor's Note: Just as this issue went to
press, we learned that the "senior” version of
Master Tracks, originally written for the
Mac, is now available for the IIGS.)

Finally, for real-time recording and play-
back of MIDI performances, family sing-
alongs and good, clean fun, Diversi-Tune
must not be missed! l

MIDI stands for Musical Instrument Digital
Interface and provides the interconnectivity
between a computer and a musical instru-
ment. The instruments are electronic; the lan-
guage digital; and the limits are boundless.

The integration of a computer and a musi-
cal instrument via MIDI creates what is com-
monly known as a MIDI workstation. A
simple workstation consists of a "MIDI'd"
instrument (usually a synthesizer or electron-
ic keyboard with a MIDI port). a computer
for recording and storing MIDI data, and an
amplifier/speaker assembly.

A workstation can be small. like the one
described above, or a full-blown recording
studio, complete with synthesizers.
sequencers, recorders, or anything capable of
MIDI input and output. No matter how elabo-
rate the workstation, however. there is one
common denominator — the computer.

The Apple TIGS is right at home as part of
a MIDI workstation. With its built-in Ensoniq
synthesizer chip, the 1IGS is uniquely capable
of playing 2 musical composition without
having to rely on any other equipment. This
feature is a hoon to beginners and composers
alike. as they can quickly put their music
through test runs.

Its expansion slots make the 1IGS a great MIDI
machine. With the addition of a stereo board,
sound digitizing board and extra MIDI boxes,
such as the Apple MIDI Interface, a IIGS system
can provide a great variety of configurations.

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The MIDI Controller

Most music programs allow the input of
information through the use of MIDI. There-
fore, a MIDI controller (a musical instrument
with MIDI connections) should be part of the
workstation. While guitar, drum and wind
controllers are available, the most popular
controller is a keyboard.

Basically, keyboards come in two general
product lines: consumer and professional.
The simple electronic keyboard, a consumer
line commonly found in department stores
and similar outlets, may or may not have
MIDI. Consumer keyboards usually have pre-
set sounds that cannot be changed. They also
have auto-drum and chord accompaniments.
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The more sophisticated keyboards in the
professional category have MIDI and allow
for sound design. If, for example, drum
sounds are included, then you must deter-
mine their pattern,

A wide range of keyboard designs, using
various technologies, is available in the pro-
fessional line. The most popular designs are
samplers and synthesizers.

Inexperienced users are, perhaps, best
served by the consumer configuration.

Some MIDI'd electronic keyboards, such
as the Yamaha PSS-480, are surprisingly
inexpensive and can be found for under
$200. This powerful little keyboard has 100
preset instruments, 100 preset percussion

. patterns and allows for five self-designed

instruments to be added.

The drawbacks are keys that are one-half
size and an octave range that is substantially
less than a full keyboard's. While these draw-
backs would be major problems for a profes-
sional keyboard player, a casual musician will
not be so easily frustrated.

Professional keyboards or synthesizers have
full-sized keys and the full five-octave range.
An example of a professional keyboard is the
Bose/Ensoniq Digital Piano (see sidebar).

As you becomes more familiar with the
power of MIDI and what the [IGS offers, addi-
tional equipment may be obtained. Upgrading
the keyboard to a totally self-contained MIDI
workstation will provide flexibility and portabil-
ity. Such keyboards allow all work developed

and designed under I1GS software to be
"dumped" into their internal computers.

The price of upgrading is becoming more
reasonable as the technology develops.

Getting Started

The setup of a MIDI workstation is rather
simple, Using the Apple MIDI Interface, you
have one cable running to your printer or
modem port and two from the interface to
your MIDI instrument.

Unlike other computers, the IIGS is unique
in that it does not require a MIDI instrument
to allow you to compose, arrange and mix
music. Everything can be done from the IIGS.
Moreover, the performances you create will
remain the same from one IIGS to the next.

Imagine doing your sequencing (arranging
your music), but not needing the entourage
of synthesizers, rack-mounted expander units
and MIDI cables that other computers
require. Troubleshooting is limited to a small
amount of equipment.

A quick note about MIDI and how it
works: Think of the MIDI interface as a musi-
cal modem. Information is sent and received
in a set pattern that the computer or MIDI
instrument can use.

This data stream contains information
about what channel the note is to be played
on, how long it should be held, what type of
instrument is to be used (in the case of preset
instruments) and any special effects the note
should have.

A MIDI channel is a way for the instrument
and computer to differentiate between the
various data streams; an example is one
instrument, one channel.

A program such as Diversi-Tune from Diver-
sified Software Research allows information to
be sent or received on 32 channels, so, con-
ceivably, 32 instruments can be used with it.

We should not forget the "G" in IIGS. The
graphics representations of a musical score or
the sounds themselves are enhanced by the
1IGS' capability to display a wide range of
colors. This representation aids you in quick-
ly finding areas in your music that may need
work; areas that are not as easy to hear as
they are to see.

An example of this is volume, or velocity,
in MID! jargon. When working on an intricate
piece of music, the velocity of the various
instruments or the overall music can be criti-
cal. By seeing this graphically on screen, you

can quickly diagnose any corrections that
may be needed.

Programs that allow you to achieve their
musical goals range in both price and capabili-
ties. Music Construction Set, though an older
program that has not been updated, provides
rudimentary MIDI capabilities and is consid-
ered a basic program for composing music.

One drawback: It has only MIDI out, and
can only output MIDI information on one
channel.

Music Studio from Activision is an excel-
lent entry-level program for composing. The
latest version. 2.0. has MIDI in/out on multi-
ple channels and is relatively easy to use. The
program offers both notational graphics and,
using the music PaintBox, block graphics that
represent the notes.

One step up from these programs is Music
Writer from Pygraphics. Four versions with
increasing capabilities are available, depending
on your needs. There are a great many more
notation options available, including timing,
accents and styles. In the professional version,
up to 32 staves are available for scoring.

Sequencing

Another aspect of composing music with
MIDI is sequencing, the capability to work on
small pieces of music or just one instrument
at a time. Sequencing can be used to link
small musical ideas together, but is more
commonly thought of as a MIDI recorder —
capturing and storing all of the information in
the MIDI data stream.

All sequencers have the capability to
"track," which allows you to build complicat-
ed layers of musical information. Timing is

critical in sequencing, so a clock or counter
to reflect exact positions in the music must be
available.

Master Tracks Jr. from Passport Designs is a
good example of a sequencing program. In it,
music is represented as blocks of information
on various channels.

In the past, creating music was the exclu-
sive domain of gifted and talented artists.
Technology now offers the same power and
tools for the creative spirit in us all.

Inexpensive electronic instruments, a MIDI
interface and easy-to-use IIGS programs
open new creative doors to anyone who has
ever whistled a tune or sung in the shower. ll

Motion Pictures To GO

Three Animation Packages For The IIGS

A trio of anima-
tion applications
that brings out the
Walt Disney in us
all. Which one is
right for you?

Movies "filmed" with Cartooners (left) fea-
ture ready-made animal actors that walk,
Sy and twirl

Despite its high-
fidelity sound and
impressive super-
high-resolution color
graphics, the Apple
IIGS is not an ideal
system for computer
animation. Unlike the Amiga and Atari com-
puters, the I[IGS has no special graphics copro-
cessor chips to manage "blitters" or "sprites"”
(dynamic objects moving on the screen).

(Editor's Note: Apple's newly announced
Apple II Video Overlay Card can serve to
level the playing field. Stay tuned to the next
issue for a review.)

The IIGS' comparatively slow (2.8 mega-
hertz) processor speed and sluggish disk
access are a challenge for any programmer
trying to create realistic animation effects.

Apple I programmers love challenges. For
more than 10 years, game programmers have
been refining techniques for animating mon-
sters, explosions, athletes and bouncing balls,
in color and with sound effects. The rest of
us, who can't write assembly language code,
could only gasp in awe.

This article looks at three different solu-
tions to the problem of making pictures that
move on your IIGS. Cartooners, from Elec- .
tronic Arts, creates simple cartoons with
prepackaged animal characters and props.

Broderbund's Fantavision IIGS is a conver-
sion of a successful 8-bit Apple II program.

Art And Film Director from Epyx is a tradi-
tional frame animation tool, with complex
commands and special effects. It includes a
complete, separate paint program. Each pro-
gram has a different variation of the standard
Apple user interface and aims at a different
market segment.

Cartooners

Electronic Arts' credo is that software must
be "fast, hot and deep." Fast means an abso-

lute beginner can pick up the program and
start to learn by exploration. Hot means the
program provides a rich sensory and imagi-
native environment. Deep means the pro-
gram has advanced features that gradually
unfold as you gain experience. Cartooners
scores a win on all three counts.

The package includes a Program disk
(788K, including the GS/OS operating sys-
tem) and an Art disk (778K of files). The
product is not copy protected.

The documentation is sensitive to the
needs of younger users. Along with a detailed
61-page user manual, written in a tutorial
style, there is a 22-page cartoon-style leaflet
that's written in rhyming verse. For example:

Click on any actor

Hold the mouse button down
Move the mouse and you will find
Your actor moves around!

If you like the actor

And you want it in your show
Then move it anywhere you want
And let the button go!

But if you think that actor
Should not be in this scene
Then click and move the actor
And drop it off the screen.

The only thing we missed in the documen-
tation was an illustrated "catalog" of all the
actors, backgrounds and objects — they are
split between two disks, and you have to
hunt around to find the one you want.

To create a cartoon, you pick a scene,
or background, select one or more actors,
define their movements and record a series of
frames. Scenes, actors and motions are select-
ed from the menu bar at the top of the screen.

Cartooners has simple, logical controls that
closely follow the Apple Human Interface
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guidelines. Recording is controlled by a panel
of buttons at the bottom of the screen: For-
ward, Rewind, Play and Record — just like a
videocassette recorder. A frame counter reads
out the current frame, and a scroll bar indi-
cates the relative position in the movie.
Pressing Repeat, then Play will cause your
movie to recycle continuously. An Eraser but-
ton deletes the current frame, and a Speech
Balloon button brings up an elaborate dialog
box for editing text in various colors and styles.

Natural Acts

There are about 50 actors and props in Car-
tooners. Most of the animals can walk, fly and
turn — the graphics are drawn in several posi-
tions that are alternated by the program. You
can create new backgrounds and non-moving
actors (as "brushes") in DeluxePaint II, but you
cannot create your own characters or actions.

The ready-made actors include a Pig, Wolf,
Rabbit, Mouse, Dog, Cat, Squirrel, Butterfly,
Duck, Campfire, Explosion and some spooky
Eyes. Props include trees, a skateboard,
moon, Blimp, kite, lamp and a variety of hats.

An object can be placed on any of eight
different Front/Back levels (occulting
planes), so you can have a bird fly behind
some trees and in front of others to create a
three-dimensional illusion.

Cartooners provides a few sound effects
and bouncy musical scores and it can import
sound files created with Electronic Arts' Instant
Music. You simply copy the music file into a
Music folder and the required instruments into

an Instruments folder. The music will appear
on the appropriate Cartooners menu.

The program can print any frame in color
or black and white. If you have the proper
drivers, you can print to a LaserWriter or
Epson, as well as a standard ImageWriter.

Movies (up to 2,000 frames) are saved in a
very compact format, and we had no difficul-
ty saving several short creations on a single
143K diskette. If you only have one 3.5-inch
drive, this is good news.

Although a skilled artist using DeluxePaint
could use Cartooners as a general-purpose
animation engine, the product is most suit-
able for simple, creative stories that can be
told with animal characters.

Cartooners is a fine elementary-level intro-
duction to computer animation; it lacks the
flexibility of the other products reviewed
here, but it is much easier to learn and use.

Fantavision IIGS

Fantavision is an object-oriented animation
program that uses a sophisticated special effect
called tweening. You plot a series of points,
which the computer connects to form objects.

If you draw a stick figure standing up in
Frame 1, then re-draw the figure touching its
toes in Frame 2, the program can run the
sequence with up to 64 intermediate posi-
tions, so that the figure will appear to bend
over and touch its toes.

If you create an object with a particular
shape, then assign the same "object number"
to a completely different shape on the next

frame, tweening can smoothly transform a
square into a circle — or a frog into a prince.

An object can consist of up to 64 points. You
can have up to eight animated objects, as long
as the total number of points does not exceed
04. A Rectangle, for example, takes up four
points, while a Circle uses 16, a Dot only one.

An Object Status box displays the color
and number of points in the current object.
Objects can be solid or outlined in black or
white. Lines can be joined or broken. Dots
can be of nine different sizes.

There are six color palettes, each with 21
colors.

Fantavision combines a small number of
basic tools with a sometimes bewildering
variety of options, procedures and new con-
cepts. The graphics tools include Draw, Grab
Point, Insert Point, Delete Point, Make Circle,
Make Rectangle, Text and a Capture box.
There are four animation modes: Normal,
Background, Trace and Transparency.

Special effects allow you to zoom, rotate,
lean, flip or squash objects. By combining
these effects, you can create a feeling of 3-D
perspective.

Because of the concise way that objects can be
described mathematically, Fantavision [IGS
movies are almost unbelievably compact binary
files. The sample movies on the Program disk
range from about 2K to 0K in size. Nearly half the
disk is blank, despite the large variety of samples.

Fantavision IIGS can use super-high-reso-
lution screens from Paintworks Plus or
DeluxePaint as backdrops. You can also sim-
ply select a solid background color.
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Not all modems are created equal.

The right modem can change the way
you use your computer. Modems allow you
to step outside the limitations of your own
hardware and software. But the degree to
which you are benefitted by your modem is
directly proportional to the quality of
modem you select.

Not all modems are created equal. A new
generation of 2400 baud modems, both
internal and external, have appeared on the
scene as of late. While Hayes AT compatibility
and equivalent raw transmission speed can
be expected, there are differences. Some are
subtle. Others, quite significant.

Expensive features and low cost

Applied Engineering’s entry into this
market, the DataLink 2400;" was designed
to combine the features of expensive
modems with the price of low-cost modems.

Frankly, some of the DataLink 2400’s
advantages are subtle. Like the ability of
our firmware to intuitively accept commands
in both upper and lower case, thus
avoiding the nuisance of being ignored for
forgetting to press the “shift” key.

Other advantages are more evident. Like
the inclusion of sophisticated, genuinely
useable communications software, something
others offer as an expensive option.

Hardware considerations:

While most people just plug the DataLink
2400 in and go, advanced users will find a
host of sophisticated features like the ability
to select firmware defaults of baud rate,
data format, parity and control interrupts.
Other modems require a set of obscure
commands when running from firmware or
don’t allow you to disable interrupts.

Our DataLink 2400 has two non-volatile
ROMs for pre-setting and storing different

configurations. It saves you the hassle of
setting up configurations every time. We
also included the ability to save phone
numbers in non-volatile ROM, so you don't
have to hunt for often-called numbers.
Some modems can't redirect hardware
handshake lines even though most bulletin
board software packages require these lines
to be changeable - the DataLink
2400 can.

Sound can be added to any frame by sim-
ply selecting Sound and Stuff from the Good-
ies menu. A scrolling list of sound effects
appears, along with controls for volume,
pitch and balance. There is no documented
way to import or edit sound effects created
in other programs.

Fantavision IIGS is actually a ProDOS 8
program that takes advantage of the IIGS
Toolbox for sound and graphics. Requiring
only 256K of RAM, this program is the only
choice if you don't have a memory card.

A utility program (written in Basic) is pro-
vided to convert movies created with the
original version of Fantavision to run under
Fantavision IIGS. Another utility "unpacks"
the standard packed screens (file type $c0,
auxtype 1) the program uses to save images.
This allows you to import Fantavision IIGS
screens into [IGS paint programs that require
"unpacked" files.

Documentation includes an illustrated 72-
page manual and a fold-out quick reference
card. The manual is written with humor and
clarity and is packed with hints and tips for
making better movies.

Art And Film Director

Art And Film Director was designed and
programmed by Caesar Studio, produced by
Software and Video Arts, Inc. and licensed
from NovoTrade Software Studios (Budapest;
London; Los Altos). The program appears to
be a conversion of a package originally
developed for the Atari ST. It is extremely
powerful and complex, requiring consider-
able study and practice to master.

The package includes three disks: Art
Director, Film Director and Graphics.
Although a second 3.5-inch drive or hard disk
is not required, it is certainly recommended.

The graphics disk contains 37 files, includ-
ing sample films, scenes, actors and "fonts"
(these "fonts" are graphics screens with sets
of large letters, not IIGS text fonts installable
in your System folder). The sample films run
in an endless loop and range from about 30K
to 50K in size.

A handsome, 130-page spiral-bound man-

. ual, illustrated with screen shots, includes

step-by-step tutorials and a detailed reference
section, but lacks an index. We found some
of the explanations hard to follow.

Art Director

Art Director is an unusual paint program.
A small set of basic tools (pencil, brush, paint
bucket, scissors, eraser, etc.) are comple-
mented by a vast array of special effects and
modifiers. These include Rescale, Stretch,
Distort, Rotate, Bend, Bulge and Perspective,
among many others.

The Drawing window shows only a por-
tion of the total 320 by 200 pixel "canvas"
available to paint on. You can zoom in with
eight different levels of magnification, to
work on individual pixels, and use up to 16
palettes per canvas to create elaborate color
cycling effects. (Color cycling can create the
illusion of motion by the carefully planned
and timed shifting of colors.)

ArtShow, a small program included on the
Art Director disk, creates self-running "slide
shows" of all the paintings on any disk or
folder. You can simply copy it to the disk or
folder where your graphics reside.

Users familiar with other Apple IT or Mac-
intosh paint programs may find the feel of Art
Director to be a bit odd or uncomfortable.
The program often deviates from the expect-
ed Apple way of doing things. This is true of
many programs converted from other com-
puters — for example, DeluxePaint IT —
which was ported from the Amiga.

Although Art Director is a complete paint
program in its own right, the idea behind the
package is that the backgrounds and picture
elements created will be used to build anima-
tions in Film Director.

Because Film Director can also directly
import graphics from Paintworks Gold or
DeluxePaint II, some artists may prefer to
stick with their more familiar programs. In
any case, Film Director is worth the price of
the entire package.

Film Director

Film Director emulates the traditional Dis-
ney techniques of cel animation. A cel is a
sheet of transparent film with artwork paint-
ed on it. Many cels would be stacked and
arranged to make up one frame of animation.
Then new cels, for all the moving objects,
would be shuffled into the stack and the next
frame would be shot.

Because a movie requires about 24 frames
per second, this process has to be repeated
1,440 times for each minute of animation.

In Film Director, a cel can contain a stage
or a backdrop, which is a pattern cut from
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any part of a graphics paint file, a group of
patterns or a polygon (a special type of geo-

metric object drawn directly in Film Director).

A sequence of related cels (phases) can be
defined as an "actor." When an actor is insert-
ed into a film, the program will automatically
paste the successive phases of the action into
subsequent frames.

The program has a powerful tweening
feature that can generate any number of
intermediate frames when you specify the
starting and final stages of an action.

Film Director toggles between two alternate
menus: an Edit menu, which operates on
frames and sequences, and a Design menu,
which operates on patterns, polygons, groups,
actors and stages. The various controls (or
Toolboxes) are floating palettes that can be
hidden or moved aside if they block part of a
scene, but we often found ourselves wishing
for a larger screen than the IIGS provides.

FilmShow is a separate program on the
Film Director disk that lets you create self-
running demo disks of your animations.

Both Art Director and Film Director offer an

extensive list of keyboard shortcuts for experi-
enced users. A quick reference card or an online
help feature would have made this complex
package a little easier for the beginner to use.

Evaluation

The three programs reviewed here represent
a scale of increasing complexity and flexibility.
Cartooners is easy to use, but restricted to a
small set of ready-made parts and actions.

Fantavision is more difficult to learn and
use, but offers a wide scope for creativity,
within the limits imposed by eight moving
objects totaling no more than 64 points.

Art And Film Director is pethaps the most com-
plex IIGS program ever written — you have to
hack your way through a dense thicket of tool
sets, menus and dialog boxes — but the program
has almost no limitations except your imagination.

One feature lacking from all of these pro-
grams is the capability to make professional tran-
sitions between scenes, such as fades, wipes and
dissolves. These effects, unfortunately, are mem-
ory hungry and computationally intense, requir-
ing at least the horsepower of a Macintosh.

Apple IIGS animation users have various
needs. Some are simply interested in entertain-
ing themselves or their friends (it's more fun to
make TV than to watch it, and all of these pro-
grams provide basic instructions on how to
record an animation onto videotape, using the
composite video output of the IIGS).

Cartooners is a good choice for entertainment
and education. This is especially true if you are a
teacher, looking for a better way to demonstrate
dynamic processes: the motion of planets or
molecules, the maneuvers of dancers or armies,
the growth of embryos or empires.

Fantavision is a good choice for simple edu-
cational animations. Perhaps you are artistically
inclined, looking for ways to express feelings,
perceptions or ideals of beauty in motion.

Finally, Art And Film Director is the best
choice for you if you are a creative artist, who
is impatient with artificial limitations, but has
the discipline to master complex tools. ll

Question: This super-bigh-resolution grapbic looks great on the
IIGS screen. But bow will it look on paper?

The ImageWriter II

is the printer of choice
among thousands of
1IGS users. Here's how
to make sure your
printer lives up to its
full, and colorful,
potential.

Answer: The ImageWriter II struggles migbtily to reproduce the

screen, but, inevitably, color is lost in the translation to paper. Read
on to discover how the pros keep color loss to a minimum.

Expectations can run
high when viewing
your latest master-
piece on screen.
Unfortunately, the
printouts created by a
dot matrix printer,
such as the ImageWriter II, never match the
vividness of the image seen on the monitor.

It is possible, though, to improve the
appearance of printed work. The main thing
to remember is that the image on the monitor
and the image created by the printer are the
results of two different mediums. What looks
good for one medium may not look so good
for the other.

An RGB monitor connected to an Apple
IIGS can display 16 colors from a palette of
4,096, whereas an ImageWriter IT is capable
of only printing six pure colors, plus black.
The six colors are yellow, red, blue, orange,
green and purple.

Other colors are produced by placing differ-
ent colored dots next to one another. This pro-
cess depends on your eyes to optically blend
the colors together. The smaller the dots, the
more convincing and subtle the illusion.

Although the ImageWriter printer is no
match for the monitor in the color depart-
ment, the potential resolution of the
ImageWriter is actually much greater than the
monitor. Unfortunately, this "potential"
doesn't improve the resolution of bit mapped
graphics when they actually print out.

The reason: The printer faithfully produces
a reproduction of the screen, pixel by pixel,
so it follows that the resolution will not be
improved when printed out.

Print Driver Options

Every IIGS program with printing capabili-
ty uses a print driver to convert the pixels on
screen into information that a printer can use

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Colorful Terms

Contrast. The relative relationship
between light and dark values in a picture.

High Contrast. Describes a picture that
has mostly light and dark values, with
very few values in between.

Hue. The name of a color itself,

Intensity. The purity of a color. Can also
be called brightness or chroma.

Low Contrast. Describes a picture that
contains mostly middle-range values,
with few light and dark values.

Value. The relative lightness or darkness
of a color.

to create corresponding dots on a sheet of
paper. Available options for the print driver
allow you to specify the size paper being
used, image size, print quality, ribbon type
and orientation of an image.

For example, the paper sizes that can be
selected are U.S. Letter, U.S. Legal, Interna-
tional Fanfold and A4 Letter.

Normal height is the default setting for
most programs. This setting produces a print-
out that has basically the same proportions
as the IIGS screen. Selecting Condensed pro-
duces a printout that is the same width as a
Normal print, but half the height.

An image can also be reduced by selecting
50% Reduction. This option reduces the
image in half by both height and width. Sub-
tle differences between colors are lost when
printing with this selection.

Printout quality is controlled by selecting Bet-
ter Text, Better Color or Draft. Better Color is the
default setting for most paint programs. It aiso
gives the best saturation of colors and prints the
screen, pixel by pixel, at 72 dots per inch.

GraphicWriter IlI

Better Text offers better resolution, but
does not interpret colors accurately. Draft
quality does not appear to have any effect
when printing bit mapped pictures.

The orientation of the picture can be either
upright or sideways on a page. If you select
sideways, expect the proportions of the pic-
ture to distort as the image becomes wider
horizontally.

What You See Is Not
What You Get

Extremely light values will be interpreted
as white by the ImageWriter. Dark color val-
ues will have a tendency to be printed as
black. Remember that because of the dots
used to create color, small objects or thin
lines may be obliterated and blended into
surrounding colors.

The best rule of thumb is to produce
high-contrast images that have contrast in all
of the three attributes of color: hue, value and
intensity. To achieve this, limit the number of

values for a particular color. Three or four
values are enough. Too many values and the
results will be muddy.

If you have small objects on screen, they
should be in a color that the ImageWriter I
can actually print. Otherwise, the contours
of the objects can be lost because of the dot
pattern used to create the color.

A good quality 20 to 25 Ib. paper will pro-
duce the best output. It doesn't matter whether
the paper is friction or pin fed. Avoid papers
that are too slick or highly textured. To pre-
serve your work and prevent smudges, spray
the finished prints lightly with a workable fixa-
tive, a chemical available in most art stores.

Getting excellent-quality color output from
an ImageWriter II can be a chore, but it's
worth the effort. Experiment with the printer
options that your programs offer, then pro-
duce separate versions of images that take
advantage of those options.

As a reward, you will be assured of quality
prints from your ImageWriter II.

Programs That Print Color

Programs that use Apple's standard driver
for the ImageWriter II all suffer from the same
problems. Colors are not saturated and the
subtle differences between colors are lost.
Whitish streaks are also more likely to appear
during the printing process.

DeluxePaint II, Paintworks Gold and
Medley all rely on Apple's print driver.

816/Paint has a superior proprietary driver
that usually does a better job of determining
the differences between colors and values
than Apple's standard driver. Color prints are
also very saturated.

The special print driver included with Top-
Draw is excellent. One of TopDraw's most
important features when printing color is its
Darker option. This feature breathes new life
into old ribbons. TopDraw is the easiest pro-
gram to use if you want maximum control over
the size and proportions of your printouts.

GraphicWriter 2.0 has the most unusual
method of interpreting bit maps of any of the

Screen Shots Made Simple

The photographs of the screens used

to illustrate this article were tiken with
Ektachrome davlight ASA 200 film. To dupli-
cate these results in your home. follow these
simple steps for taking screen shots:

1) Use a tripod to prevent camera
movement.

2) Make certain that the camera is
perfectly perpendicular to the center
of the computer screen. Otherwise,
distracting moire patterns can appear
on the finished slide.

3) The monitor should be the only light
source in the room. Otherwise.
unwanted reflections will appear in
the final photograph.

4) Set the shutter speed on a fourth of a
second.

5) Take @ meter reading from the screen
and usc this to select an F-stop.

6) Shoot the picture.

TGS programs we have encountered. An
image is broken up into a coarse dot pattern,
and colors are intelligently assigned from
GraphicWriter's standard palette. Loading a
bit map does not change the colors in the
standard palette.

The program also includes a proprietary
print driver that enhances the resolution of
text, but doesn't seem to do much for color
or pictures.

Color Ribbons

A good, high-quality ribbon will make your
images stand out. Apple-brand ribbons are
good, but ribbons manufactured by the
Ribbon Products Division of Pelikan, Inc.,

Franklin, Tennessee, 800-251-3365 (four~color

ribbons retail for $15 each) are excellent.
Generic, bargain-brand ribbons are really no
bargain, because they fade quickly and are
more susceptible to streaking,

Even a high-quality ribbon will only last for

about 15 images. If your pictures are predomi-
nantly black, the image quality produced by
a ribbon will begin to degrade even quicker.

To help increase the life of your ribbon,
make a test print of your palette. This can be
done easily by producing a special page that
contains small areas of each color in the
palette.

Don't forget to take out your color ribbon
and replace it with a black ribbon when you
are finished printing pictures. The black band
on a color ribbon is the first to go. Using it to
print out text will really cause it to fade
quickly.

Unfortunately, the whitish streaks, which
are characteristic of dot matrix printers, can
even occur on the first or second printing
with a new ribbon. The streaks. occur when
the seams connecting the ends of the ribbon
pass the print head.

If you find yourself using a lot of ribbons,
it might be time to invest in a re-inking
system. It will then be possible to re-ink rib-

bons for a fraction of the original cost. Such
systems are available for both black and color
ribbons.

The Bottom Line

Before investing in printing accessories,
hardware or software, be sure to examine
the two images accompanying this article.

In this issue, we'll
take a look at a few
things you need to
know to get started
in AppleWorks GS.
Because many users
are previous owners
of AppleWorks classic, we'll also look at some
important differences between the two packages.

In the last issue, I said that you cannot use
multiline headers and footers in AppleWorks
GS. That was incorrect — the fact is. vou can,
as you will see. Sorry about that!

Slow Start. By now you've noticed the
interminably long amount of time Apple-
Works GS takes to start-up. There are steps
you can take to reduce that time. however.

If you install AppleWorks GS on a hard
disk or RAM disk. that will speed things up
greatly. This program was clearly intended
1o be run from a large storage device.

If your budget does not allow a hard disk,
remember that AppleWorks GS comes to you
on diskettes formarted with a 2:1 interleave.
Of course. vou should be using a backup copy
of the program. not the original disk. When
you do make vour backups. make sure that
they are formatted with the correct interleave!

If you are using the platinum-colored
Apple 3.5-inch Drive. vou want that disk for-
matted with a 2:1 interleave. If vou are using
the older UniDisk 3.5-inch Drive. vou'll want
the disk formatted with +:1 interleave instead.

This is very important. Using the incorrect
interleave here will approximatelv double all
disk access time. Converselv. correcting such
an oversight will reduce all vour disk access
times by about half.

AppleWorks GS can install all or past of
itself into memory at start-up. If vou tind
yourself always using certain modules. then.
by all means, configure the program to make
those modules automatically load!

This is done by using the Configure com-
mand in the Apple menu. Doing this will add a
little time to the start-up, but will free you from
waiting during a session for the module to load.

And pay attention as your work habits
develop. If you find yourself changing the
modules you use most frequently, then go
back and reconfigure the start-up routine.
Mold the program to fit you; never change
yourself to fit the program.

Getting Started

Differences. The most visually obvious dif-
ference between AppleWorks and AppleWorks
GS is that AppleWorks GS uses the Apple stan-
dard graphics-based user interface, rather than
the text-based standard used in AppleWorks.

Using this standard simplifies transition from
one Apple-standard package to another.
Indeed, consistency is the purpose of the stan-
dard — a user doesn't have to learn a whole
new interface with every new package. Even
the newest program immediately seems famil-
iar and learning time is greatly reduced.

The new standard does add a few compli-
cations. Using the standard means that some
of our old familiar AppleWorks Open-Apple
commands have been altered.

Key Changes. Remember our old friend
Open-Apple-Q, the command for quick
changes to another file on the desktop? Well,
if you forget yourself and invoke this com-
mand in AppleWorks GS, you've just com-
manded Quit. You change files by using the
mouse in this program. )

How about using Open-Apple-K to calcu-
late the values in a spreadsheet? Whoops!
That closes the document. Re-open the docu-
ment and try the new Open-Apple-= instead.

Those two examples aren't so bad. You
won't lose any of your changes, because the
Apple standard here requires a dialog box to
appear and this gives you a chance to change
your mind before you lose any unsaved data.

If no changes were made to the docu-
ments, the worst that can happen is that you
may have to re-load the files or re-start the
program. Annoying, but not harmful.

Changes are also made to the arrow keys
in the word processor module. Open-Apple,
with the right or left arrow key, no longer
moves the cursor forward or back one word:;
it moves the cursor to the beginning or end of
the current line. Use the Option key instead to
move left or right, one word at a time.

There are several other differences in com-
mands. Open-Apple-S still saves a file and
Open-Apple-1 through Open-Apple-9 still
move you to proportional locations in your
document.

Take some time during your next session
to look at each of the pull-down menus in
each module. You will see the Apple-com-
mand equivalents of the menu commands,
and that will give you the new functions.

Tip Of The Month. Setting left and right
margins in the word processor is a simple
process. Simply use the mouse to slide the
visual margin markers to the desired place-
ment, as displayed on the ruler at the top of
the screen.

Setting top and bottom margins is another
matter entirely. The left and right margins are
defined by a measure accurate to a fraction of
an inch. However, the top and bottom mar-
gins are defined only as a number of blank
printed lines.

Setting the top and bottom margins is done
in the header and footer definitions. Enter
four blank lines in the header, and a four-line
top margin is established. The bottom margin
is established similarly, in the footer. The
Return key is used to enter blank lines.

How big is a blank line? That is defined by
the size of the font selected when the blank
lines are entered. Note: The header and foot-
er can display fonts independent of the main
document text, as well as each other.

We suggest using the Courier and Times 12-
point fonts for this function, because they hap-
pen to have vertical spacing of exactly six lines
per inch. The other fonts — including the
default Geneva 12 point — do not. This way
three blank lines make a half-inch margin, and
six blank lines make a 1-inch margin.

If higher than single spacing is in effect in
the header or footer, the margin size will be
proportionally lengthened. If you want text
in a header, put the top margin blank lines
before the text; in a footer, put them after the
text. You will still need to put blank lines
after the header and hefore the footer to
separate them from the document text.

Experienced users of AppleWorks classic
will be most comfortable setting the top mar-
gin to zero and bottom margin to 2 inches.
Just in case, print a test page to make sure
those invisible blank lines are located where
you want them! W

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Exploring Graphics Adventure Games

For entertainment
and relaxation, you
may find reading a
good novel or watch-
ing a dramatic televi-
sion program stimu-
lating. The subject
matter might be an intriguing mystery, a fan-
tasy tale or an adventure of exploration and
treasure hunting. Sometimes you may won-
der if you could have solved that TV mystery
yourself, or what it would be like to live in
various fantasy worlds.

Wonder no more! With an adventure
game on the Apple IIGS, you can do just
that. As with many novels or TV scripts, the
writers of good adventure games have to be
creative to keep your attention. Creators of
adventures incorporating great graphics and
sound have to be even more creative, espe-
cially if they want to tap the full capabilities
of the IIGS.

In any adventure game, a player assumes
a role and actively participates in making
decisions and then observes and experiences
the results of the choices made. But we
should not confuse graphics adventures with
fantasy/role-playing games (FRP).

Both types involve role playing and using
graphics and text'to convey valuable infor-
mation. The main difference is that FRP
games are generally inspired by the board
game Dungeons And Dragons. They weave
an intricate plot that can take days or even
weeks to fully explore and usually involve a
complete cast of characters.

Graphics adventures, on the other hand,
usually involve a single hero or heroine who
goes out alone. The player-as-hero still has
to move through many locations, obtain
objects and figure out how to use them well.

Ready to go? First, let's look at the grow-
ing software selection available for the IIGS.

Dream Zone. Baudville's Dream Zone is
a graphics adventure that lets you enter into
a dream world filled with people, places,
things and other assorted goodies. Many
items can be picked up, examined, moved
and used. You can talk to the people, travel
to strange places and even tangle with the
nightmare of bureaucracy.

Because this is a dream, some things don't
work quite the way they should. Solving this
adventure requires a good imagination.
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No, you're not dreaming. In Dream Zone, the
old-fashioned text adventure bas given way
to a netherworld filled with colorful charac-
ters that exploit IIGS grapbics and sound.

Dream Zone makes extensive use of the
mouse. The player clicks on the Display Line
for a command and then clicks on an object
in the picture area. Typing is occasionally
required for special commands or words.

Because designers Jason Rubin and Andy
Gavin developed all of their graphics and
sounds primarily on the IIGS, Dream Zone
takes full advantage of the 1IGS' graphics and
music capabilities.

Mindscape Over Matter. Mindscape has
created a series of unique and intriguing
graphics adventure games. Unlike other
graphics adventures, nearly everything on
the screen is an object that can be explored,
opened or used. By using the mouse, you
merely point to the thing you want and the
computer recognizes it as a distinct object,
not just a part of the picture.

If you see a trench coat, for example, you
can drag it into your Inventory window by
using the mouse. Then, if you click and open
the coat, a new window will open and objects
inside the coat's pocket can be examined. If
there is a wallet, clicking on that will open
another window revealing the contents.

While there is some text input required,
you rely primarily on the visual images pre-
sented on the screen. The graphics are fairly
good, and these games really set themselves
apart by the use of animation and high-quali-
ty digitized sounds. Guns sound like guns,
doors creak and thunder really thunders.

The first of the Mindscape series is Deja
Vu: A Nightmare Comes True. In this game
you wake up in a rest room with an awful

hangover. Not only can't you remember how
you got there, you don't even know who you
are. To make matters worse, a murder has
been committed, and the police think you
did it. Did you? It's up to you to find the
answers before the police get you.

The second is Uninvited, a classic haunt-
ed-house story. After crashing your car and
losing track of your brother, you seek help at
a nearby house. The next thing you know,
you are up to your neck in ghosts and other
strange things that make you glad this is only
a game. The graphics are good, and the
sounds are realistic enough to make the
game downright scary.

3-D Quest Adventures. Sierra On-Line's
contribution to 3-D adventures is the Quest
series. Each game is a different high-resolu-
tion, multicolor, animated and fully three-
dimensional graphics adventure.

Because of the high degree of animation,
these games can easily be confused with car-
toons. Nevertheless, they are really adven-
tures, with story lines to follow, plots to
unravel, places to explore, puzzles to solve
and conclusions to reach.

Space Quest: The Sarien Encounter is the

. story of Roger Wilco, the star ship janitor who

unwillingly becomes a hero after his ship is
attacked and destroyed by aliens. His job is to
find the Star Generator and get it out of the
hands of the Sariens. A sequel to this adven-
ture is now available.

In Space Quest IT: Vohau's Revenge, Roger
must save the world from being invaded by
legions of cloned insurance salesmen.

‘Another is Police Quest. This is a 3-D
graphics simulation of a police officer's job,
with the ultimate aim of capturing the arch-
criminal called "The Death Angel." You are a
police officer who must give out tickets, fight
the bad guys and fill out paperwork. You also
have to follow normat police protocol and
not just start blasting at suspects.

If you're looking for a good fairy-tale story,
the King's Quest series is a good choice.
There are four installments to this series. We'll
provide a brief story line for each of them.

* King's Quest I: Quest For The Crown.

A young knight named Graham is chosen by
old King Edward to find three magical trea-
sures that the King let slip from the kingdom.
Sir Graham succeeds and becomes King
Graham upon Edward's death.
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Maybe the butler did it in Deja Vu.

* King's Quest II: Romancing The Throne.
King Graham falls in love with a mysterious
maiden named Valanice who is imprisoned in
a tower. After overcoming many obstacles, he
rescues her and they are married.

* King's Quest I1I: To Heir Is Human. A
boy named Gwydion is held captive by a

wicked wizard. The boy escapes and learns
about his true identity. He then rescues
his twin sister, Rosella, and they are re-uni-

This time it's Rosella who goes on a quest.

She's after an enchanted fruit that will restore
her aging father's health.

You don't have to play these games in
sequence, but they're so entertaining that
you'll want to try them all. With Sierra games,
you use the mouse or the keypad for move-
ment. You can't use the mouse to pick up

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objects — you must type in a command such
as GET OBJECT. You move your character
with the keypad, joystick or mouse.

Because these are 3-D adventures, you must
walk around objects and not bump into them
or try to walk through them. The background
scenes often contain animated displays that
move while the characters are moving.

Obviously, this is only a sample of what is
available. But it does give you a good idea of
what types of graphics adventures you can
expect to find.

In many ways, each game is a challenge
between the authors and you. You are trying
to outwit the authors, and they are using all
of their creative talents to outsmart and enter-
tain you.

Lost? What if after many hours or even
days of playing, you find that you just can't
solve a particular puzzle or even finish the
adventure game — do you have to give up?
Not necessarily. Plenty of help is available
from the publishers in the form of Hint books.

These books can be found in various soft-
wate stores and are available directly from
the publishers.

Online telecommunications services, such
as Compuserve, Genie and The Source, are
another good source of help. Most have sev-
eral complete walk-throughs for many adven-
ture games.

You can also post messages on public bul-
letin-board sections asking for help. Once
your pleas go out, expect to get back plenty
of clues from experienced adventurers. i

Inside The World Of | Shareware

There's a lot of
innovative, high-qual-
ity, software that you
won't find on you
dealer's shelves.

This software is
generally low cost.

In some instances, it's free.

This software is not copy protected. In
fact, users are actually encouraged to copy it
and give it away.

These programs also carry the best warran-
ty of all; namely, try before you buy! If you
like it, pay the author a small fee. If you
don't, simply delete the program from your
disk or give it away.

This software is called "shareware;" which is
also referred to as personal domain or user-sup-
ported software. Shareware is copyrighted by
the author, who retains all commercial rights.

Try Before You Buy. When you first run
a shareware program, a notice generally
appears, telling you that you can try the soft-
ware for one to four weeks. If you like the
program, a registration fee of $4 to $40 is to
be mailed to the author.

In many cases, receipt of a registration fee
ensures that you'll receive technical support
for the product and be notified when updates
are released. Many shareware authors send
you a program manual upon receipt of the fee.

Since the early days of personal computers,
public domain and "freeware" programs have
proliferated. Software that falls into these cate-
- gories is completely free, and you are not obli-
gated to send the authors any money.

The main difference between public domain
software and freeware is that freeware is copy-
righted, public domain software is not. In
either case, the author of the software encour-
ages you to copy it and give it away.

Shareware, freeware and public domain
software are available from a variety of
sources, including online information net-
works, user groups, bulletin-board systems
(BBs) and public domain mail order houses.
The initial expense of acquiring the software
is minimal. User groups charge for the disks’
or generally let you copy them for free, if you
supply the disks. BBSs are mostly free.

Networks charge for time spent online.
Mail order houses generally distribute the
programs at cost, plus a few dollars.

A Quality Selection. Many excellent low-
cost programs are available. There are com-
puter-aided-design (CAD) programs,
databases, games, word processors, utilities,
telecommunications programs and more.

The purpose of this column is to help you
find high-value software at low cost! As the
system operator (SYSOP) of the Apple IT
Special Interest Group (APPLESIG) on The
Source, I personally come in contact with lit-
erally thousands of programs. I'd like to intro-
duce you to the best of the lot.

AutoGraf (also called AkroCAD) is an
example of high-quality freeware. This pro-

"gram, written by Fred Mullen of the Universi-

ty of Akron, is designed as an introduction to
the vocabulary, mechanics and procedures
found in CAD programs.

The program comes with a 70-page manual,
found on disk, that explains many CAD con-
cepts and procedures. It also describes how
every function of this ProDOS 8, menu-driven
program works. Many say it's comparable to
CAD programs costing hundreds of dollars.

SuperLathe, an exceptional CAD modeling
program written by George Grant, is $4
shareware. The program produces both 2-D
and 3-D designs on a IIGS.

SuperLathe runs under GS/OS and
allows you to design a lathe on a linear
plane. Because this was the first IIGS pro-
gram that could create 3-D representations,
the author has made available the TML Pas-
cal source code.

Fun Fonts. Public domain fonts can be
used by any IIGS program that uses fonts
from the IIGS System Disk. This includes all
IIGS programs that follow Apple's Human
Interface Guidelines and virtually all IIGS
word processing programs, desktop publish-
ing programs, paint programs and more.
There are hundreds of font families available.

Because many public domain fonts are
compatible with Beagle Bros.' SuperFonts,
they can be used with AppleWorks. And by
using a public domain file-format changer,
fonts can be converted easily for use with
Publish It! and other programs. There are
even fonts that can be used with AppleWorks
GS' communications module to make the
computer screen easier to read.

Some popular commercial programs are
ideally suited for use with public domain
add-ons. Broderbund's The Print Shop is a

great example. Because the program comes
with a built-in graphics editor, many thou-
sands of graphics have been created by Print
Shop users and placed in the public domain.

SHRConvert, by Jason Harper, is an indis-
pensable $15 shareware program. Given the
variety of different graphics "standards," it was
once impossible for Apple users to use graph-
ics created on other computer systems. Thanks
to SHRConvert, this is no longer a problem.

SHRConvert can convert a number of dif-
ferent graphics into a format that can be easi-
ly loaded into IIGS paint programs, draw and
desktop publishing packages.

Among the different formats SHRConvert
works with are graphics generated by Atari
ST, Commodore and Macintosh computers.

This progran is a must for anyone interest-

ed in graphics!

Paint Your Wagon. Speaking of graphics,
no IIGS system is complete without a paint
program. With any paint program, you can
create graphics from scratch or modify any
of the thousands of public domain super-
high-resolution graphics.

Cheap Paint, by Earl Gehr, is a $10 share-
ware program offering many of the features
found on commercial products — and then
some. Among Cheap Paint's many features is
one that allow 256 different colors to be on
screen at one time.

The examples mentioned are just a few of
the thousands of high-quality public domain,
freeware and shareware packages available. If
you acquire some of these programs, remem-
ber that many hours of hard work went into
creating them. If an author requests a share-
ware registration fee, you are morally obligated
to remit that fee.

If we honor this unique method of distribu-
tion, we can expect to see a continuing prolif-
eration of low-cost, high-quality software.

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TransWarp GS
High-Tech Hyperspace

"First Look" is a
forum reserved
for previews of
new products
that are about
to ship.

Faster than a speeding bullet. More power-
ful than a charging locomotive. Able to leap
tall operating systems in a single bound. It's
the TransWarp GS accelerator from Applied
Engineering!

If there's been a more anxiously awaited
third-party product for the Apple I line in the
last 10 years, we'd like to know what it is. From
the beginning, the 1IGS has been criticized for
a perceived lack of speed. The TransWarp GS
provides a worthy answer to that criticism.

Installation of our preproduction unit
(Applied Engineering was just beginning to
ship the product when this review was writ-
ten) took very little time. The accompanying
manual helps a lot, because it contains some
of the clearest photos we've ever seen of a
hardware installation process.

The instructions are equally clear and easy
to follow. Once the board is installed, most
users will have no further need of the manu-
al. TransWarp is one of those products that
does not require a lot of user involvement.

Installing the TransWarp GS is simple. The
only tool needed is a small flathead screw-
driver or a chip puller. Basically, you remove
the TIGS' 65816 CPU chip from its socket,
attach a ribbon cable to the TransWarp GS,
plug the ribbon cable connector into the
65816 socket and plug the TransWarp GS into
slot 3. That's it!

There's one minor thing not mentioned in
the manual, though. If you have a board in slot
2, you'll have to temporarily remove it to get to
the 65816 chip.

A red LED on the board glows whenever it
is running at high speed. Removing the cover
for a session and keeping an eye on the LED
can be educational. Remember, always make
sure the computer's power is off before you
remove the cover.

When you turn on your IIGS, you'll be
treated to a short but impressive sight-and-
sound show. After that, the normal boot pro-
cess takes place. You don't have to take any

extra steps, such as prebooting special disks
— the TransWarp GS is already on the job.

The 65816 chip on the TransWarp GS runs
at 7 megahertz (MHz), compared to the IIGS'
normal 2.6 MHz chip. Like accelerators for
other computers, there are times when the
chip must slow down temporarily to adjust
to various system and software requirements.
Overall, though, the accelerated IIGS oper-
ates at about twice its normal speed.

With the TransWarp GS installed, programs
such as AppleWorks GS take on a whole new
life. Text scrolls quickly, windows are updated
instantly and those infuriating delays in between
every printed line are all but eliminated.

The Finder moves with surprising speed as it
opens, closes, re-sizes and moves windows
around the screen. Paint programs use far less
time to accomplish even the most complex tasks.
And AppleWorks Classic "flies like the wind."

It's particularly fun to boot GS/OS from
a RAM disk. It goes from Reset to ProSel 16
(a popular program launcher) in under seven
seconds!

Although its ads say that TransWarp GS can
fii in slots 3 or 4, the manual mentions only slot
3. We could not get the board into slot 4 with-
out stretching the ribbon cable more than we
wanted. But the product fits quite comfortably
in slot 3, and it does not override the function
of that slot. This means that you do not have to
give up your 80-column display.

We ran several popular packages using the
TransWarp GS, and they all worked without
exception. Most of the packages showed sig-
nificant speed gains, and none gave even a
hint of incompatibility with the board.

When you first start up your IIGS, the
TransWarp GS installs a Classic Desk Accesso-
ry (CDA) in the Desk Accessory menu, which
is accessed by simultaneously pressing the
Control, Apple and Esc keys. The CDA,
which resembles the 1IGS' Control Panel,
allows you to manually set the machine's
speed at 7 MHz, the 1IGS' normal 2.6 MHz
speed or 1 MHz — for compatibility with
older Apple software.

A self-test can be invoked and run once or
set to run continuously. An "About TransWarp
GS" item gives you some information about
the board's designers and the availability of
tech support.

The CDA also lets you configure some of
the board's default values. You can disable the
start-up sound and graphics display, if you
wish, and turn interrupts on or off, depending
on your use of timing-critical applications, such
as AppleTalk networking software.

TransWarp GS seems almost magical in its
uncanny knack for "knowing" when things
should not be sped up. Real-time games
often suffer from acceleration, becoming
literally unplayable at higher speeds. And yet,
with TransWarp GS, games such as Mean 18
and Tetris function normally, with no special
action from the user.

Basically, that means you can forget
TransWarp GS is there and run your favorite
programs as always. The blocks in Tetris fall
at normal speed, but filled lines clear out
faster. Screen changes are quick, too.
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Mean 18 is similarly enhanced — the swing
of the golf club and flight of the golf ball occur
normally, but those time-consuming screen
wipes are accelerated greatly. More of your
time is spent playing than waiting.

Not all games blend in so smoothly, howev-
er. Bounce-It! and Dungeon Master are exam-
ples of games that have all their functions
accelerated. Bounce-It!, in particular, has to be
run at normal IIGS speed to be playable, unless
you are really in the mood for a challenge!

Sounds come out unchanged. Music pro-
grams such as The Music Studio and Diversi-
Tune were tested, and they always worked.
Response times to commands in Music Studio
are noticeably improved.

Access to slots and ports takes place at slow-
er speed. So even though your telecommunica-
tions program will function more rapidly, it will
communicate with the outside world normally.

Our test system was a preproduction board
running in a 2.75 MB Apple IIGS. The memory
included 1.5 MB on an Applied Engineering
GS-RAM board and another 1 MB on a Check-
mate MultiRam GS board. The two memory
boards were attached to a Checkmate Memory-
Saver, which manages the two boards as one
block of memory and allows the use of part of
this memory as a ROM Disk.

The TransWarp GS took all this hardware
in stride, and operations from anywhere in
memory — /ROM, /RAMS or system RAM —
were all accelerated with no difficulty.

Programmers will be pleased to know that
TransWarp GS installs a "jump table" to sub-
routines that makes program control of the
board simple. All pertinent information about
the board and its operation is available to

programmers. The board's current state can
be read, stored and changed to fit the needs
of the moment, then restored to original con-
dition when the current program is finished.

Also, a program can "ask" the TransWarp
GS how many speeds are available and what
the maximum speed is; this implies the man-
ufacturer's intention to enhance the board as
faster 65816s become available.

With a list price of $399, the TransWarp GS
board is a major investment, costing some-
where between 1 MB of memory and a hard
disk drive. Nonetheless, it could become a
must-have item for serious IIGS users.

The board represents a major step toward
turning the IIGS into the machine we wanted
all along. Applied Engineering is to be congrat-
ulated for producing this fine piece of work.

Sider Turbo Drives
With Tape Backup

We're never happy with our computers.
We always want more speed and capacity.
The Sider D4 Turbo hard disk, one of the
subjects of this review, works to fulfill both
requirements by supplying a full 40
megabytes (MB) of storage and fast access
time: 28 milliseconds (ms).

Another drive that we reviewed, the Sider
D9 Turbo, comes with even more storage
capacity (90 MB) and is faster still (18ms).
Meanwhile, First Class Peripherals recently
announced the D7 Turbo hard drive,-a model
that ranks in between the D4T and DIT. The
D7 Turbo runs at 29ms.

The DAT is divided into two 20 MB Pro-
DOS partitions. The 90 MB D9T comes with
two 32 MB partitions and one 24 MB parti-
tion. There is currently no way for a user to
‘change the size or number of the partitions,

Before the advent of GS/OS, ProDOS of
either the 8- or 16-bit variety always had a
two-volumes-per-slot limit. This boundary,
combined with the 32 MB limit on volume
size, tended to limit hard drives for the Apple
I1to 64 MB.

Because GS/OS does away with the two-
volumes-per-slot limitation by replacing the
concept of slots and drives with device num-
bers, there is no problem accessing all three
partitions (volumes) under GS/OS.

We used the Sider drives with beta ver-
sions of GS/OS drivers that should be avail-
able by the time you read this review. There
was no documentation ready for the drivers,
but not much is needed, and they performed
flawlessly. It is the drivers that make both
drives incredibly fast. Each Sider has its own
driver, which will not work on other Sider
models or other hard drives.

The DAT runs about twice as fast with a
GS/0S driver, and the DIT is more than twice
as fast after installing the GS/OS driver. In

practical terms, a Sider with a GS/OS driver
loads most programs several seconds faster
than normal — and is more than a minute
faster at loading AppleWorks GS than a Sider
without a GS/OS driver.

First Class Peripherals came up with an
ingenious way to access the D9T's third parti-
tion under ProDOS 8. Software supplied with
the DIT places the third volume of the drive in
slot 2, much as the Smartport on the IIGS does
with 3.5-inch disks or RAM or ROM disks.

It's not a perfect solution, however. It can't
make the volume appear in slot 2 if the Smart-
port has already moved a volume to that slot.

A volume usually gets moved to slot 2 by
the Smartport when there's a RAM disk pre-

. sent, Because the DIT is so fast, there's little

incentive to maintain a RAM disk.

Booting with our usual set of fonts and
desk accessories took a little more than 30
seconds with the DIT. When we copied
everything to /RAMS and re-booted, it took
26 seconds.

Loading all of AppleWorks GS took only
1:35 (1 minute, 35 seconds) from the D9T, or
1:22 from /RAMS. That's not much difference,
compared to the three to 10 times speed
improvement /RAMS usually shows.

The Siders came formatted and ready to
run, so setting them up was a snap. We had
to put the card in a slot, run the cable from
the drive to the card, plug the drive in and
turn it on.

Also, the D4T and D9T come with ProSel
installed. ProSel is a complete set of disk utilities,
including one of the fastest program launchers
around, a utility to repair damaged disk directo-
ries, a hard disk optimizer, disk copy, backup
and restore programs, and lots more.

The SiderFile utility that comes with the
drives, which is a customized version of
another ProSel utility, is 2 complete file han-
dler that allows a user to format or catalog a
volume and perform many other file routines.

The IIGS versions of the DAT and DIT
come with GS/OS set up to boot into the
ProSel program selector, so they are ready to

" run 8- or 16-bit programs right out of the box.

Although the D4T and DIT are SCSI (Small
Computer System Interface) hard drives, the
interface card, or host adapter, is not an SCSI
interface. Thus the drives could be run from
an Apple SCSI interface, but they would lose
the speed they gain from the GS/OS drivers.
The drivers work only with the First Class
Peripherals card.

The drives come with excellent backup and
restore utilities, which are part of ProSel. A 20
MB volume needs 25 diskettes to back it up,
however, and a 40 MB volume needs 40.

The sheer drudgery of doing the disk swaps
necessary to back up the hard drive is enough
to discourage making those necessary backups.

We also received, for testing, a Sider T6 tape
backup system. This unit makes it so easy to
back up a hard drive, there's no excuse for not
doing so.

The procedure is as simple as popping a
tape cassette into the tape drive, running the
SiderFile program and selecting the Backup
Volume to Tape menu selection. From there
we simply tell the system which volume to
back up and wait for the process to finish. It
takes almost 40 minutes to back up a full 32
MB volume.

The T6 tape drive daisy chains from a Sider
hard drive, so installing it is not much more
than a matter of running a cable between the
hard drive and the tape drive and plugging in
the tape drive.

If you don't have a Sider hard drive, the T6
comes with an interface card for stand-alone
use. The tape can be used to back up any
ProDOS volume, including floppies and RAM
or ROM disks, as well as hard drives.

If you're in the market for a high-perfor-
mance hard drive, especially under GS/OS,
the Sider Turbo drives deserve a hard look.
Their performance is outstanding and they
come with the software you need to take
advantage of their performance.

If you value your time or convenience, the
T6 tape drive should be considered as a solu-
tion for backing up your data. Using a tape
backup system with a large hard drive makes
good sense.

First Class Peripherals also makes a unit,
called the C96, that is a combination of the T6

and D9T. W

Arkanoid GS
Take Aim On Aliens

One of the best things about the Apple
IIGS is that when your work for the day is
finished, you can reward yourself by playing
a great arcade game. In the comfort of your
own home and without spending a fortune
in quarters, you can play Arkanoid GS.

According to a local teenage expert —
who immediately recognized the sound —
this version of Arkanoid is even better than
the original arcade game. That's not surpris-
ing, given that Taito Software, Inc. also made
the arcade game.

Arkanoid GS delivers outstanding graphics
and sound. Use a stereo card, if you have
one, to enhance the satisfying sound effects,
such as a "beep," which echos when you
eliminate a game piece, and a "splat," which
you hear when you hit an alien.

You may play the game alone, take turns
with a second person or play against yourself!

If you have ever seen Breakout or Bounce-
It!, you have a good idea what Arkanoid is
like. Arkanoid GS is more intricate, however.
It has 33 levels. Although each round in the
game is different, the rounds are not neces-
sarily more difficult than the last.

For those of you who don't know, here,
briefly, is the story about the intergalactic car-
rier Arkanoid: The crew escapes in a "Vaus"
(the game's paddle, controlled by the mouse)
and must fight for its freedom. Barriers
(bricks) in each level are arranged in a variety
of combinations. The object of the game is to
eliminate the barriers by hitting them with an
energy ball that bounces off the Vaus.

Some energy blocks cannot be removed,
and gray ones must be hit more than once.

Once destroyed, some of the colored
blocks release a capsule. Each type of cap-
sule has a different color and a letter, which
makes it easy to know what will happen
when you capture a particular capsule.

Destroying one of the capsule-containing
blocks, besides adding 1,000 points to your
score, has an added benefit. Depending on

the captured capsule, you can advance to the
next level, catch the ball and move it before

- firing, divide the ball into thirds (especially

helpful in certain areas), double the width of
the paddle, get another Vaus, arm yourself
with a laser to shoot energy blocks and
aliens, or slow down the action.

As you change levels, you receive an extra
10,000 points and an additional Vaus at the
20,000- , 60,000- and 100,000-point levels. At
the 120,000-point level, a new Vaus appears
every 60,000 points. A single energy block is_
worth between 50 and 120 points, depending
on the color.

The "aliens" that float around the screen
are absolutely beautiful and almost three
dimensional. As the aliens emanate from the
top of the screen, the top row of blocks may
prevent access until a "hole" is made to let
them through.

When you hit an alien, you are awarded 1,000
points, but the resulting deflection may send

. your ball in the wrong direction. You can also

destroy an alien by bumping it with the Vaus.

Unlike Shanghai and Tetris, and other
addicting games that preceded this one,
physical skill (i.e., good hand-eye coordina-
tion) is the key element in achieving high
scores. The only luck element involved is the
order in which the energy capsules fall. The
manual's warning to "Look sharp and keep
alert!" is good advice.

If your hand-eye coordination is not that
great, you may be frustrated by the fact that this
game does not allow any cheating. There are

- public domain Classic Desk Accessories (CDAs)

that solve this problem, however. These can be
found on online networks, such as Compuserve
and The Source, or through user groups.

One of the CDAs lets you go from level to
level until you reach the level where you
want to begin, scoring 10,000 points each
time you increase a level. Another CDA lets

you choose the starting level or move to the
next one, pick the type of Vaus and even use
unlimited paddles. v

Although the accompanying manual does
not tell you how to do it, the program can be
copied to a hard drive. A key disk copy pro-
tection scheme is used, so the original pro-
gram disk must be in the 3.5-inch drive when
the program boots up.

Arkanoid GS can be run from the Finder,
or other prograr selectors, and comes with
GS/0S on the disk. There are no pull-down
menus, o you cannot run New Desk Acces-
sories (NDAs) from it.

There are a few other minor options that
you may find helpful. The sound volume can
be increased or decreased, or the sound may
be turned off completely. Although the latter
option detracts from the fun of playing the
game, it might be appreciated by co-workers
if you are taking a break while on the job.
You can re-start the game or exit to your pro-
gram selector, if started that way.

The IIGS is a rather high-priced game
machine, but Arkanoid GS is the kind of
game that justifies a super-high-resolution
monitor and a stereo card. If you like color,
this game will knock your socks off.
Arkanoid GS will keep you busy for many
happy and challenging hours.

Anyone who thinks the Apple I is not power-
ful enough for business must see DB Master Pro-
fessional to be convinced otherwise. Programmer
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Bamney Stone is aware of the machine's capabili- -
ties and fully exploits them with this outstanding

relational database manager.

" DB Master Professional not only is the
most powerful database for the Apple II, but
it can easily compete with its MS-DOS
counterparts.

One of the amazing things about this program
is that it only requires 128K of memory and two
5.25-inch floppies or one 3.5-inch drive. It runs
much more efficiently with a hard drive and/or a
large RAM disk, however, and that is one of the
reasons it works so well on the IIGS.

You can take advantage of the extra mem-
ory that most IGS-specific programs require
by creating a large RAM disk and running the
program from there, or by copying your data
to-the RAM disk.

Because DB Master Professional's data files
are disk (as opposed to RAM) based, they can
be extremely large — up to 10 megabytes
(MB). Although this results in slower access
time than a more limited RAM-based
database, the program is still very fast.

DB Master Professional is an integrated
package. The built-in Word processor may
not be everything you ever wanted (it limits
you to two-page documents), but it makes

. short work of merging text and data.

There is no spreadsheet per se, but the
available math functions should cover most
of what you need to calculate. It is relatively
easy to set up the formulas, because all the
field names and their numbers in the pro-
gram appear on screen for reference.

The program's learning curve is somewhat
steep, not because DB Master is difficult to
use — it isn't — but simply because of its
power and flexibility. To take advantage of
all its features, completing the program's
extensive tutarial is time well spent.

The most difficult part of creating a
database is not setting it up, but deciding
exactly what you want to include — and how
to include it. The program's Dynamic
Prompting (a system of changing prompts to
show what keys are appropriate for the cur-
‘rent functions) is a tremendous help in know-
irig what to do at any given time.

However, a printed quick reference card
showing all the keys used in the program,
would also be helpful.

The commands are mnemonic, which makes
them easy to remember, but the Help key is a lit-
“tle unusual. Pressing Control-T (for Tutor) tells
you where in the manual to look for the infor-
mation about a particular function. This process

can be somewhat inconvénient, but it is one
way to keep the program within its 128K range.
.The tutorial and reference manual thor-

oughly explains each of the main menu func-

tions. Another manual, which contains more
than 300 pages, is a glossary, arranged alpha-

- betically with entries for each of the words,

phrases, commands and optlons used in the
program.

Who needs a package with thls much
power? Anyone who keeps lists and needs
to manipulate them in a variety of ways. So
does anyone who wants to print more than
one label across a page. As does anyone who

.needs up to 200 fields (categories) of infor-

mation or more than one line per field, and

-anyone who has outgrown the limitations of
other database packages and likes the speed .

of a text-based program.

Also, anyone who wants to keep certain
information hidden from other users will like
DB Master Professional. So will anyone who
wants to make data entry practically foolproof,
with required fields and information that must
fall within a certain range (validation rules).

Most importantly, anyone who needs to
transfer information from one file or list to
another with ease will need the power of DB
Master Professional.

The capability to import data from or
export data to another file saves time and
energy in data entry. DB Master Professional
can also do this. In short, there is little in the
way of database management that the pro-
gram cannot do.

There are several ProDOS functions tbat
can be handled from within the program.
These functions can be used to re-name, -
delete and so on without exiting to ProDOS.
There is also an extra utility that allows you

. to set up your own printer drivers.

Flexibility is the key word. For instance,
field names can appear on screen in mverse
or regular text, or not at all.

Label fields do not allow data entry, but_
can be used to dress up the screen or make
it unnecessary to show each field name.
This capability is helpful if you are setting

up information in a column. You can do the

same thing in a report and take advantage of
your printer's capabilities, such as boldfacing
or underlining the fields or information that
you want emphasized.

When printing a report or browsing
through records, you can show statistics,
including the total, average, and minimum
and maximum on numeric and dollar/cents

fields. Master report formats consist of Lay-
out, Select, Sort and Printer subformats.

Being able to search for information in a
column is a unique and helpful feature.
Instead of entering search criteria for each
field, an entire column can be checked for
the pertinent information. A

The Receipts feature allows you to pnnt
a report at the time you add or display 2
record. This can be useful if you want
to print an invoice or an address on an
envelope. ‘

You can change the order in which the
cursor moves from field to field, including
all over the screen and with a tab field, even
from one screen to the next. You can also
create user-defined fields for such things as
Social Security numbers or phone numbers.

Time and date math can be used to figure
out how much a paycheck will be, how long
it has been since a payment was received or
even someone's age. Eight different field
types are available.

* Global search and replace is another time
saver. You can even use programs.such as
MagnaCharta from Third Wave Technology to
chart your data, if a visual presentation may
make the data easier to understand.

Our enthusiasm for the program and its
extensive features overpowers our com-
plaints. For example, the Things You Can Do
With DB Master list would be easier to use if
page numbers were listed with the Glossary
entry reference. And aithough there ate 11
date formats for entering data and another
eight formats for geports, there are none for
MON-DD-YY. We find there are times when
the year is unnecessary or unknown, such as

a birthday. Still, you must include it.

When installing the program, it automati-
cally loads into the root directory. This is fine,
if you will be running it from a RAM disk
(which is what the installation program was
written for), but on a hard drive you may pre-
fer to place it in a subdirectory. The manual
neglects to mention this point.

For a program of this complexity, DB Mas-
ter Professional is amazingly bug free. If there
is a problem, pressing Control-Reset allows
you to exit back to the Main menu, and it is
unlikely that you will lose any data.

DB Master Professional does not take
advantage of special IIGS features, such as
graphics and sound. But living without the
mouse and super-high-resolution graphics
may be a good trade-off for the power that
you will receive.
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There are a number of shortcuts built into
DB Master that save both time and effort. For
instance, you can use the built-in calculator
in a field that does not have a formula, but
where you still need a calculation.

The tab fields make it possible to zip
through data entry by skipping to the most
frequently used fields. And by typing Control-
W (for "When") in a date field, the current
date is inserted with just one keystroke. The
program lacks built-in macros, but this is easi-
ly solved with add-ons such as Diversi-Key or
MacroMate.

Setting up your database requires careful
planning and is the only difficult part of using
the program, It may take you several tries to get
the database exactly the way you want it, even if
you are converting files from another program.

The program can take files directly from
AppleWorks or text files, but you must first
set up the database to receive them. You can

also convert files from older versions of DB
Master, of course,

Will DB Master Professional fulfill all your
database needs? AppleWorks, DB Master Ver-
sion 5 and ProFiler are sufficient for many
users, although none of them are as powerful
or sophisticated as DB Master Professional,
Those users with more simple needs may
also want to investigate several I1GS-specific
databases that use a graphical interface.

Users who may be uncertain whether they
need the power offered by this program may
send for the demo. Once they have tried the
demo, they will know if the program meets
their database requirements.

If you are running a business, DB Master

_ Professional may be the only program you

will ever want. For home use, it may be more
than you really need, but it is unlikely that
you will ever outgrow it. That factor alone
may make it a worthwhile investment.

DB Master Professional is the epitome of the
"Apple II forever" theme and is one of the most
powerful packages available for any computer.

Developing and writing quality software
is not an envious task. A programmer must
constantly balance powerful features with
ease of use.

. GeoPublish is a powerful program for desk-
top publishing, but be prepared to spend
many hours with the manuals and the program
itself. Even if you are familiar with the conven-
tions used by GEOS, the Graphics Environ-
ment Operating System for GeoPublish, be
prepared to do a lot of reading. We found
ourselves constantly referring to the manuals,
which contain more than 600 pages.

GEOS uses a graphics interface similar to
the standard Apple IIGS interface. The system
is basically compatible with ProDOS. GEOS
can read ProDOS disks, but ProDOS has
problems with some GEOS file types. We rec-
ommend that you keep your ProDOS and
GEOS disks separate.

Only four drives or ProDOS volumes can
be online at a time. Contrary to what is stated
in the manual, four drives daisy chained to
the IIGS Smartport are all recognized by
GEOS. If your computer has more than four
volumes or drives online, however, you will
have to decide which drives you are most
likely to need. Extra drives must be discon-
nected or turned off.

Documents in GeoPublish are created in
layers. Each layer is produced by a different
Graphics mode. Because GeoPublish does
not take advantage of extra memory, expect
it to take a while to move from mode to
mode because of disk access.

The Master Page mode is used to set guide-
lines and place elements that are to repeat on
each page. It is possible to create both left and
right master pages. The Page Layout mode is
where regions are defined for text and graph-
ics. The Overlay Graphics mode is used to add
borders, headlines and titles,

GeoPublish really shines when it comes to
its extensive set of object-oriented drawing
tools. Included are Object Select, Group

Select, Special Text, Closed Spline, Open
Spline, Ellipse, Line, Connected Line, Poly-
gon, Rectangle, Attributes, Redraw, Delete,
Move-to-Front and Move-to-Back tools.
The Scrap tool is used to cut, copy and
paste object scraps and photo scraps.

The Special Text tool is well implemented
and easy to use. You can create high-quality
text that runs across or up and down a page.
Text can also appear as transparent or
opaque in any of 32 patterns. Point sizes for
Special Text can vary from four to 192 points.
Even the largest type can look excellent
because of mega fonts and smoothing.

Mega fonts are special font files that con-
tain information describing the shape of each

- character in a font. Smoothing helps to get rid

of the "jaggies" that usually appear when
large point sizes are selected for type.

You can use GeoPublish's built-in editor
to enter text or import GeoWrite (a word pro-
cessing package from the same vendor as
GeoPublish) files directly. The capability to
specify spacing between lines and characters
is absent, however.

Time, date and page numbers can be
inserted automatically into a document.

ImageWriter output looks great because of
the mega fonts, which can be used for head-
lines, and the capability to smooth bit maps.
Smoothing actually does help remove the jag-
gies from both bit maps and text.

GeoPublish cannot be used with the
AppleTalk network. Therefore, a LaserWriter
must be connected directly. We were unable to
get GeoPublish to output to a LaserWriter Plus
via the IIGS printer port, however. According
to Berkeley Softworks, GeoPublish requires a
serial interface card, even on the IIGS.

GeoPublish comes with many desk acces-
sories. These include a Photo Manager and
Text Manager for keeping track of often-used
pictures and text.

The Graphics Grabber utility allows you to
import images from The Print Shop, PrintMaster
Plus, Newsroom and Dazzle Draw. Only Daz-
zle Draw sections can be imported, however,
not entire pictures. Another utility, Text Grab-
ber, turns AppleWorks, MultiScribe and Word-
Perfect documents into GeoWrite documents.

GeoPublish's greatest strength is also its
weakness. The depth of its features makes
the program difficult to learn and use. It suf-
fers most from having too many desk acces-
sories, utilities and specialized file types. An
online help menu would be a welcome
edition. ’

If you can get past the program's foreign
and intricate nature, you will find a powerful
page-layout program that has many unique
and effective features.

Trying to program on the IIGS can be a frus-
trating experience for someone who has only
been exposed to Basic. Sure, AppleSoft Basic is
in the computer's ROM, as always. But Apple-
Soft hasn't changed in 10 years, so it cannot
use any of the IIGS' advanced features. In addi-
tion, AppleSoft is an interpreted language,
meaning that programs run relatively slow. On
the other hand, Micol Advanced BASIC is used
for writing compiled applications, which gen-
erally run much faster,

Micol Advanced BASIC can help relieve
the frustrations of AppleSoft by providing a
language that is mostly AppleSoft compatible,
yet can use huge amounts of memory for
data, display super-high-resolution graphics
and take advantage of the IIGS' increased -
speed and sound capabilities.

Micol Advanced BASIC boots into a Com-
mand Shell that is similar to what you
encounter in AppleSoft. From the Command
Shell, you can catalog disks, run advanced
Basic programs and perform most of the
other functions you can do in AppleSoft. The
program also includes additional tools for use
with the compiler.
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The editor is where you actually write pro-
grams. Because Micol's editor uses plain text
files, you can compose and edit source files
in Micol or any other editor of your choice.
Still, the inconvenience of switching between
an external editor and Micol Advanced BASIC
is probably greater than the effort required in
learning Micol's editor.

The Micol editor isn't that hard to learn.

It is a full-screen editor that uses many of the
AppleWorks commands. The editor scrolls
horizontally to accept program lines up to
255 characters wide.

One minor point: The Command Shell's
treatment of the Delete key takes some getting
use to. In most programs, one expects the
Delete key, when pressed, to erase the charac-
ter to the left of the cursor. The Command Shell
deletes the character under the cursor.

Fortunately, in the editor, typing Apple-
Delete toggles between Micol's Delete mode
and the method used by most other Apple
programs. Micol Systems is considering .
adding the toggle capability to the Command
Shell as well.

The manual for Micol Advanced BASIC is
written with the AppleSoft programmer in
mind. Although enough information is pre-
sented in the manual for every command, in
many cases the manual presumes a familiarity
with AppleSoft. While an experienced Apple-
Soft programmer can breeze through the pro-
gram, a beginner may want access to
additional AppleSoft manuals.

Both the user's manual and software
emphasize the benefits of structured pro-
gramming, a technique promoted by "mod-
ern" programming languages such as C and
Pascal. As a result, some AppleSoft program-
mers may feel restricted by the structure
imposed by Micol Advanced BASIC.

We feel otherwise. Although we like Apple-
Soft, we find the structured environment avail-
able in Micol Advanced BASIC actually frees us
to create programs that are difficult to write
under the less-structured AppleSoft.

We wanted to see how compatible Micol
Advanced BASIC is with AppleSoft, so we
tried following the instructions in the manual
for converting a program from AppleSoft.
First, we converted a moderate-size Apple-
Soft program into a text file and then loaded
it into the Micol editor.

After we made the suggested changes, we
next tried to compile the program. The com-
piler repeatedly flagged the PRINT statements
as being in error. :

We then remembered reading that items in
a PRINT statement must be separated with a
semicolon. For example, the following state-
ment is legal in AppleSoft:

PRINT "The answer is "B

In Micro Advanced BASIC, however, there
must be a semicolon between the second
quotation mark and the "B." Once we made
the change to the PRINT statements, our pro-
gram compiled and ran perfectly.

Of course, the program didn't do anything
more than before the conversion. But it did
run well as a compiled (rather than interpret-
ed) program.

There is one difference between AppleSoft
and Micol Advanced BASIC that will not pre-
vent a program from compiling, but could
give unexpected results. Micol Advanced
BASIC uses the HGR and HGR2 commands
to turn on the IIGS' super-high-resolution
graphics, rather than the older high-resolu-
tion graphics. This means that plain high-res-
olution graphics cannot be displayed by
Micol Advanced BASIC.

Because the super-high-resolution screen
has more dots per line, graphics plotted as
high-resolution graphics under AppleSoft will
not use the full screen and will be off center
to the left a little.

Nevertheless, we like the way Micol
Advanced BASIC makes super-high-resolu-
tion graphics easily accessible. We had no
difficulty drawing shapes on the super-high-
resolution screen.

Sounds are easy to generate with
Advanced BASIC programs, too. We found
it easy to modify the sample sound routines
in the manual to produce the sounds we
liked. It didn't take much experimentation
with the NOISE command, for example, to
generate a range of satisfactory sounds.

Apple Computer, Inc. calls programs
designed to run from a controlling program
"shell applications" and gives them the file type
$BS5. Most programs that provide catalog list-
ings will show the $BS file type as an EXE file.

Programs compiled under Micol Advanced
BASIC are called EXE files, but are given the
file type $F2, which Apple designates as a
user-defined file type.

Micol's Shell catalogs $F2 files as EXE files
and $BS5 files as $B5. Micol EXE files are not
the same as GS/OS EXE files. Care should be
taken not to confuse the two.

By running a program called MAKE.SA
under the Micol Shell, you can turn your
Micol EXE file into a stand-alone GS/OS pro-
gram that can be executed from the Finder or
other GS/OS program selector.

It's also possible to turn a Micol EXE file into
a classic desk accessory (CDA) by running a
program called MAKE.CDA under the Micol
Shell. Turning an EXE file into either an S16 file
or CDA increases its size substantially.

The classic "Hello World" program, for
example, was only 119 bytes long as a Micol
Shell program, but was a whopping 82K in size
after being converted to either S16 or CDA. The
size increase is because of the large run-time
library that must be combined with the file to
make it run outside the Micol environment.

-While the large run-time library isn't much
of a problem for an S16 file, it is a bigger dis-
advantage for a CDA, where it will take up
the extra memory all the time.

Support from Micol Systems is very good.
We purchased Advanced BASIC last Septem-
ber and received a free program update in a
few weeks. Getting a free update isn't what
impressed us — we received the update even
though we forgot to send in the registration
card! When we called Micol Systems to ask
some questions about Advanced BASIC, the
author of the software answered the phone.

What's missing in Micol Advanced BASIC is
support for easily writing desktop-style pro-
grams that use the mouse. Micol Systems is
working on adding these features to Advanced
BASIC. The company hopes to have them
ready by the time you read this review.

If you're an AppleSoft programmer looking
for a good way to create programs for the
IIGS, Micol Advanced BASIC may be just the
programming tool you need. l
